EARLY SPRING MURDERS!

Hugh Johnson and Peter Dawson Killed
by Indians on wxﬂouu Fork of Salmon

[From the Lewiston Teller.]

Five days ago the report came to this
city that Hugh Johnson and Peter Daw-
son had been missing for about three
weeks and it was feared that they had
been murdered by the Indians. The
former had a ranch on the east side of
the South Fork of Salmon river about
13 miles southeast from Warrens, and the
latter had been stopping temporarily at
the ranch of A. D..Smead on the west
side of the river and about three miles
below. The following letter received by
Grostein & Binnard from Warrens ex-
plains the matter:

Wasningioy, L T., May 23, 1879.

Messgs. GROSTEIN & BINNARD. —Dear Sirs -
Your letter arrived here on the 2lst.
The weather still continues stormy. I
do not expect that trains can get here
earlier than the 5t: or 10 of June. * *
There is great probability of the soldiers
coming in here immediately. About 13
miles from here on the South Fork, lived
Hugh Johnson, where he was engaged in
ranching. You must know him well, his
subriquet was “‘Bob-Tail Johnson.” Mr.
Peter Dawson on the 20th of April, left
Pony Smeads (A. D. Smead) ranch on a
visit to Johnson.  As he did not return
immediately it was supposed that he was
assisting Johnson in constructing a ditch
for irrigating purposes at a point about
1} miles from the house up the mountain
and out of sight from the traveled route.
Mr. Jenkins called at the ranch a few
days after, and so did Mr. Geo. Dickinson
who was cut thers hunting and fishing.
D M. Storms also came past from his
claim above, and cailed on his way to
town. In each case they found Johnson's
door fastened on the inside, but observed
nothing peculiar except in the case of
Jenkins who reported having seen moe-
casin tracks in the plowed ground.  But
he was simply smiled at and looked upon
as simply Imaginative. Finally neither
Johnson nor Dawson making their ap-
pearance for alinost a month ; Bill Kelly,
Jenkins and Smead went up to investi-
gate the matter and they found Johnsen’s
house gutted, his work horses, two pack
rigs, and a riding saddle gone. The moe-
casin tracks still plain in the plowed
ground. They also found a sheet of pa-
per tied with a buckskin string to a wil-
lox bush and marked with Indian marks
in black, red, and blue ink.  They found
no bodics but came back to town and re-
ported. Upon this information a party
consisting of Geo. Reibold, P. Beamer,
E. Brooks, C. Stark, A. D. Smead, J.
Jenkins and C. Johnson went up to scarch
for the bodies.

WHISKY AND WANTS,

Everything looks blooming in the valley,
and the city is fast improving; one new
house 1s already up and vaeant lots are in
demand. Ever since the advent from Fort
Coeur d’Alene property has riz and is still
rizen’, but whisky 1s on the downward ten-
dency. We manafacture a good article here
free of duty ; we have plenty of water and
other ngredients to put up a good article
warranted to kill at short range and make a
bulls-eye every pop; it is a very good saw
mill. and turns out very good lumber also.
All we want up here is plenty of emigration
and money, a railroad, a telegraph hne, and
somebody to pay us lagh prices for our pro-
duce, and we will be sct up. We only get
now from 25 to 30 ceuts per pound for our
bacon, 50 cents for our batter and egus, a
dollar a bushel for potatoes, and two hits a
drink for corn juice. How 1s it possible for
farmers to live on such prices as these; ut-
terly impossible.  Everybody in town is
short of ready money, in fact we are always
short.  We never seem to realize in cash ex-
cept we can “‘rope in” some of the soldiers
after pay day. Then we can be generous
and puff up the honorable profession of arms
and when their tin is guietly in our pocket
we call them all kinds of disagreeable names;
bat as I said money is very short, for the
army here have not been paid for four or five
months, and everybody mn town begin to
think that congress has acteally stopped
paying the soldiers. The mayer of the city
i as it from good authority that
1 be mustered out this year, and
so our city 1s doomed ; we ¢
survive a week. The whaole fabr
our beautiful and sublime ant. wions wx!l
fall as surely as the sun rises, and the lh_-stl-
nies of a people whose future had a bright
and brilliant prospect will be forever buried
in oblivion. (That last phrase was too good
to lose; I heard the professor use it the
other day and just dotted it down to putin
on any and all occasions.) Bat then if they
muster out the army what's gomg to become
of us? Are we to be killed and v:{l]ml! by
those thieving Indians? We can’t fight
them and we wont fight them. We will see
them all electively and individually d——d
first. We will burst up our peanut stan.t
and emigrate to Yakima, where we can get
some of the fellows there to Jo vur tighting
for us.

The glorious anniversary of our idepend-
ence is fast apuroaching and not ar=d to buy
a cracker with. Our people can’t cuthuse
as they should. Everybody works out his
own road tax and we can't geta job even
mending roads, and if a fellow steals a Lorse

some of us will try that climate for a while.
