MOUNTAIN MEADOWS MASSACRE.

Confession of John D. Lee,

Beaver, July 20.—The California Asso-
ciated Press reporter is emabled by W. W.
Bishop, Attorney for John D. Lee, to give
the following details of the confession of
Johs D. Lee, which sets cat the character of
the whole, which is very lengthy.

Mr. Bishop said that after he got to Beaver
he found the excitement against Lee was
great, and people belisved he should be sac-
rifieed to appeass the Moloch of the hour.
He beliowed he conld mot ot a feir trial in
Utah, and consented that his client shonld
turn State’s -evidenee to get immunity from
his acts. The prosecution agreed to enter
8 nolle prosequi as to the first indictent, abso-
lutely ; Lee to take his chances as to future
indictments. After a long consultation with
his associate counsel, he agreed to t, and so
advised Lee, and the prosecution ageed to it;
also, that if the confession proved satisfac-
tory, they would dismiss all kinds d indiet-
ments agninst Loe.  After Fee madehis con-
fession the prosecution found it did not im-
plicate high church suthorities, ouly those
in brief authority in the Irou Military Dis-
triet ; so they refused to accept the statement,
believing, Bishop presumes, that they conld
by trying Lee procure testimony reaching
nearer the Apostolic centre. So they disre-
garded their agreements, and placad Lee on
trial. Lee's statement opens as follows :

LEE'S STATEMENT.

1t now becomes my painful thongh impera-
tive duty to chronicle the circumstances that
led to the unfortunate affuir known as the
Mouutain Meadows Massacre, in Utah Terri-
tory, which has been shrouded in mystery
fur the last fifteen years, causing much com-
ment, excitement and vindictive feeling

throughout the land. The entire blame has
rested upon the Mormon people in Utah.
Now, in justice to humanity, I feel it my
duty to show up the facts as they exist, ac-
