

5.  Electronic Signatures

County Recorders are only required to accept electronic and/or digital signatures that they have the technology to support.  County Recorders have no responsibility to authenticate electronic/digital signatures embedded within the body of the document.

Comments


Signature technology is varied and can be simply typing a signatory’s name or the use of public key infrastructure (PKI) to digitally sign as well as cryptographic binders.   Appendix XX is a glossary of terms as well as identified in URPERA (RCW 65.24) and the Washington Electronic Authentication Act (RCW 19.34).
While Uniform Electronic Transactions Act (UETA) and URPERA allow many types of electronic signatures, Recorders are only required to accept electronic signatures that they have the technology to support.
