Volunteer Lessons Learned:

The meal tickets should be $15 (discount for volunteers only) - there were some Casino
people that came wanting a meal and only paid the $6 for a $16.95 meal.

There is no need for the meal tickets for riders. The riders check in at the beginning and so
the passport can serve as the meal ticket too. The casino does not use them to count the
number of meals, they just estimate...they estimated 150 meals for this year, when the actual
amount was closer to 125. Using the actual amount could have given us about $76 for
charity.

T-shirts need to be donated which would allow for us to give more money to charity. A
thought would be to try to have one of the pit stops donate shirts which would reduce the cost
to just printing $2... then also ask other sponsors to donate $100-200 to be a pit stop (we will
advertise them on shirt/web site and can offer to donate some of proceeds to CFD charity of
their choice)

Need to start soliciting sooner to get give away prizes and pit stops/sponsors

Need to have a checklist for what is needed at the beginning and end of the ride. It was really
helpful to have office supplies at both places and we need to be sure a money box is at both
places.

Need to have cash/check log at any location that takes money.

It was really helpful to have an updated registration form that only had what was available on
it... less confusing. The form removed pre-registration and replaced it with T-shirt for $10
and only L an XL size options.

Need to charge more for 2XL, 3XL and 4XL shirts. There is an increase in cost to purchase
these shirts that results in less money going to the charities.

This year we only ordered 10 spare L and XL shirts... and only ended up with 4 spare L
shirts. We may have been able to sell more shirts the day of if there were larger sizes...
however due to the cost, this would not be recommended. Hopefully not having shirts
available would encourage them to preregister next year.

A TCSC Member must be at the money table at all times.





It was nice having some small decorations for the table at the end of the ride.

Need to make sure there are adequate bathrooms at every stop. The Capitol only had access
to employee bathrooms and had to be escorted by Stephanie. Mickey's Deli only had one
bathroom which resulted in large line.

Should contact 94.5 ROXY FM. to talk with them now about getting a booth/DJ at the
Capitol Campus for next year. Especially if the Brewfest is the same date again — that was
why they couldn’t help this year. If you’d like me to do an email introduction, 1’d be happy
to. (Jerry: Jerry@krxy.com).

Should look into contacting WSECU to see if they would provide a coffee stand and porta
poty at the capitol next year.

Next year’s timeline should include “Setup PSAs” one month beforehand at all the major
radio stations. | think that will help increase numbers.

Have more detailed schedule for the day of the ride for the participants

The time between the first rider arriving at Lucky Eagle and the last was 2+ hours — should
try and keep to an hour at the maximum. Due to this, the last riders didn’t get to participate
in some of the drawings/giveaways (Cash Booth). | understand that this was done as a
“filler”, though with a more detailed schedule, the riders would not have this expectation.
Instead as a filler until the actual program (Thank you’s and drawings/giveaways) have the
band playing or a DJ.

Parking at Lucky Eagle — parking is great, though needs to be coordinated better. Needed
more people to assist — this could be accomplished by having designated duties for the
volunteers upfront (on volunteer sign-up sheet). My opinion is that we need up to 4
volunteers to assist with parking.

Program — Thank you’s and recognition should be done by the TCSC Chair of the event
and/or the TCSC co-Chairs, though if the Chair is not comfortable onstage, or does not have
an engaging and interactive onstage presence, the drawings/giveaways should be delegated.
This could be someone from the committee or the general public — a radio personality is a
thought.

Haley-Davidson didn’t give us that much room. We had 2 tables and had to fit CFD, and 2

Charities at them. Last year we were next to the front door, which | was a better place.
Maybe we need to change the date, to many motorcycle events are happen that weekend.
Overall — very fun & creative event. Great Teamwork, Great Prizes & T-Shirts

- Was nice to have food brought through the wine room for people. Would have been nice
to set up a small food table in there.

- Need to have thank you sponsor signs

- Need to use cash log (which was provided) to track payments so we have better records at
the end of the night.

- Need to designate someone to show caterers where to set up or label the tables for them.

- Need to have set payment for late comers (if any are allowed again) don’t think they
should be let in free — encourages behavior for next year and takes $ away from charities.

- Need to ask people to come without masks on to check in 0 removing masks there was
not reasonable and didn’t happen... if we are not checking ID need to let DES/WSP
know that upfront.

- Signs on the SOS door — no wine beyond this point was helpful.

- Allinall it was a lovely evening.
