1857.02.10 pg. 3 col 1 – Marriage:  Margaret M. White and Stephen D. Ruddell.  Feb 15th.

1859.May 10? – Report – Trial of Squally Jim/Yelm Jim for murder of William White.  Margaret Ruddell testified an Indian came up and shot at White while they were returning from church at Chamber's Prairie.  “Stephen D. Ruddell jumped out and grabbed the gun.  Another Indian came up close and shot Mr. White.  The Indian was dressed in a cap and blue soldier’s coat.  His face was painted with red stripes . . .”  Names mentioned as witnesses:  Ruddell, James Pattison (Pattison Lake), James Tilton (surveyor general and adjutant general in the Indian Wars), Benjamin F. Yantis (one of the early stage owners from Olympia to Cowlitz Landing, which now is Toledo), A.B. Rabbeson (whose now-known false testimony in Chief Leschi’s trial led to Leschi’s hanging) and Samuel Davenport.

1860.06.22 pg. 3 col 1-2 – Report:  Republican convention held at Olympia – list of nominations [S.D. Ruddell mentioned.]

1861.11.02 pg. 3 col 2 – Report:  mentions Stephen D. Ruddell

1864.02.27 pg. 3 col 2 – Marriage:  Helen Z. Hines and William H.  Olympia, Feb 24th.

1864.05.21 pg. 2 col 3 - Report:  mentions Stephen D. Ruddell

1864.12.24 pg. 3 col 1 – Marriage:  Stephen L. of Chambers Prairie to Miss Amanda J. Packwood.  Nisqually Bottom, Dec 18th.

1873. May 24 – Obit:  Mrs. Amanda, aged 28 yrs.  In Pierce Co. May 21st.

1874.11.11 pg. 2 col 2 – Appointment:  S.D. Ruddell, as farmer of the Tacoma Indian Reservation, to teach the Indians farming methods.

1875. Apr 10 pg. 3 col 3 – Marriage:  Stephen L. and Emilene Fleetwood in Puyallup Valley.  Puyallup Valley, Mar. 18, 1875.
1879.01.11 pg. 1 col 1 – Fire:  William H. and Helen Z. residence destroyed.  Open card of thanks for the assistance rendered.  Repeats on 1879.01.18 pg. 5 col 4.

1884.02.01 pg. 2 col 5 – Marriage:  W. Fleetwood and Miss Kesiah Belle Ruddle of Chambers Prairie.  Olympia, Jan 27th.

1890.May 16 pg. 3 col 1 – Obit:  Emeline (Fleetwood), wife of Stephen L. Ruddle, died on their farm a few miles east of Olympia today, age 32.

1891.06.12 pg. 3 col 3 – Obit:  Stephen L. Ruddell died on his farm a few miles east of Olympia on Wednesday, age 44.

1894.May 11 pg. 3 col 2 – Obit:  Mrs. Martha Ruddle, a pioneer of Thurston County, died in Eastside Monday, age 74.  She crossed the plains in 1850.
