WTBBL produces digital audio books for circulation, download and interlibrary loan to libraries
around the country, focused on Northwest authors and topics. Supplementing the collection
provided by the National Library Service, these books provide access to titles relevant to our
region. WTBBL was the first library for the blind and physically disabled in the United States to
have locally produced books available for download.

Elizabeth Rene is a braille reader and advo-
cate, and a volunteer who proofreads our
braille materials. Elizabeth has used braille
in her studies and in her career.

WTBBL produces our own Northwest-focused braille books for circulation, download and
interlibrary loan, supplementing the books provided by National Library Service.

The youth services program at WTBBL collects books and materials for children of all ages,
school work, and pleasure reading, in print-braille, braille, large print, audio and foreign lan-
guages. Print-braille refers to a book with both print and braille that is great for a blind child

to read with a sighted sibling, or a blind grandparent to read to a grandchild. The summer
reading program is also a mainstay of the youth services area. Every summer, children get
booklists, puzzles, crafts, and if they read 1,000 minutes, free books!

WTBBL started a statewide book club in 2011. The club meets quarterly: in-person at
the library for people in the Seattle/King County area, or via telephone utilizing our
statewide radio reading service technology. WTBBL also supports six regional book clubs

in Washington by providing multiple copies in requested formats so that all of the club
members have access to the selected title.



STAYING ON THE CUTTING EDGE

As Program Manager for WTBBL for the past four years, | am very proud to say that
WTBBL has always been innovative:

e One of the original regional libraries providing service as part of the National Library
Service for the Blind and Physically Handicapped established by Congress in 1931.

e Starting in 1934, served Washington, Montana (until 1968), and Alaska (until 1973).

e In 1973 became one of the first libraries with a radio reading service.

e The first library to produce audio books digitally.

e The first library to have our locally produced audio books available for download
from our website.

Our goal is to stay on the cutting edge and provide the best and broadest services pos-
sible to Washingtonians unable to read standard print material. We watch for gaps in
our current service and are aware of the potential increase in demand due to age-relat-
ed visual impairments, and a constantly diversifying population. Two critical areas need
our continuing attention: outreach, and training and instruction. Let me explain how we
will address those needs, and, with the help of our supporters, we’ll meet our goal.

Outreach to Washington residents who already use our services or who are on the path
to becoming disabled, and outreach to service providers is critical. It is clear from the
2010 U.S. Census that hundreds of thousands of Washington residents could benefit
from using the Washington Talking Book & Braille Library.

e 126,616 individuals have a visual impairment or blindness and would be eligible for
WTBBL's services.

e 303,767 individuals have a cognitive disability, and some with reading/learning
disabilities are eligible for services.



Some don’t know about us or don’t realize we’re not only for the blind, or don’t know
the scope of our services and recognize that there may be a natural fit for them.
Some people may not feel they have a “disability” or they may think “they aren’t
ready” or “they aren’t blind enough yet.”

High staff turnover in adult homes, retirement communities, care facilities, and
hospitals, makes it difficult to keep caregivers informed of our services.

A typical large public library or library system offers a wealth of classes, and WTBBL
should do the same in order to meet the needs of people unable to access or
successfully use a traditional public library. Critical areas are:

Research courses, including how to use the library catalog, search and evaluate
resources on the Internet, and perform job searches.

Computer training including setting up and using email, social networking, using
software programs, and introduction to accessible technology.

English as a Second Language (ESL) instruction.

Citizenship exam preparation courses.

The nature of WTBBL's essential services is changing and will continue to evolve.
Therefore,

We will be flexible and creative in how we use state funds and donor gifts in new
ways to serve and recruit patrons.

We will provide or promote digital access for all eligible users.

We will expand outreach to raise awareness of WTBBL services.

We will develop programming and instruction to supplement book and reading-
based services to allow patrons to become better equipped in the larger community.
We will increase annual gifts, gifts by will, and building our endowments to allow for
a stable source of funding for special programs.

Our Partners

In 2008, when WTBBL became a program of the Office of the Secretary of State,
the Washington State Library assumed the administration of WTBBL. We col-
laborate with a number of agencies and organizations to ensure that we provide
the services needed by those who cannot read standard print. Those groups
include the Washington State School for the Blind, the Washington Council of
the Blind, the Washington Department of Services for the Blind, the National
Federation of the Blind of Washington, the National Library Service for the Blind
and Physically Handicapped, the Seattle Lighthouse, the Foundation for Early
Learning, public libraries, retirement homes and care facilities, schools and
many more.

In the last four years, State General Fund dollars have decreased, Federal Library
Services and Technology Act (LSTA) dollars have remained constant, and the Na-
tional Library Service for the Blind and Physically Handicapped (NLS) support has
remained relatively the same. Concerns on the horizon include a likely dramatic
decrease in Federal LSTA funds that support WTBBL and a decrease in federal
funding for the NLS which provides most of our material. This will require us

to use our limited resources in innovative ways to simply maintain our level of
service to library users.

With our partnerships and the financial support of the state and federal govern-
ments, plus the gifts of generous donors, WTBBL is able to fulfill its mission to
build community and provide equal access to information and reading materials
for Washington residents unable to read standard print.

FUNDING SOURCES

Primary funding for the Washington Talking Book & Braille Library comes from three
sources: the State General Fund allocated by the Washington State Legislature and
Governor; Federal funding that supports services to underserved and disadvantaged
populations; and physical materials in the form of books (audio, braille) and equipment
(players, accessories) provided by the Library of Congress’ National Library Service for
the Blind and Physically Handicapped (NLS).

Donor gifts allow WTBBL to meet needs and opportunities that are unexpected or will
enhance the basic services supported through Federal and State funds.
