AN ACT Relating to funding the national security agency; creating
new sections; prescribing penalties; and providing an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

{+ NEW SECTION. +} Sec. 1. funds collected by the state, or any
city, town, or county in the state of Washington, may not be used for
funding the national security agency of the federal government. All
funds collected in the state of Washington may not be used to fund the
national security agency in the state of Washington. Nonappropriated
funds and revolving funds may not be used for funding the national
security agency in the state of Washington.

{+ NEW SECTION. +} Sec. 2. (1) Any official who violates the
prohibition under section 1 of this act shall be fined five million
dollars and sentenced to twenty years imprisonment.

(2) Any person licensed by the state who violates the prohibition
under section 1 of this act shall lose the license permanently, be
fined two million dollars, and be sentenced to ten years imprisonment.

{+ NEW SECTION. +} Sec. 3. This act shall take effect November
22, 1996, or soon thereafter as certified by the secretary of State.
