While in some of the 
restnurnnts foocl nnd driuk have been 
served to ·an colors alike ns yet; others 
put up cards with enormously large pri­
ces marked on them; n heavy discount 
being made in esse of white custom­
mers, so as to accomodnte them at tho 
usual rates. At one leading saloon on 
the evPnne, prices posted up are as fol­
lows: Whiskey, two dollars per drink; 
brandy, five dollars; gin two dollars; ale 
one dollar; nll mixed drinks five dollnrs; 
nll bitters one dollar. The bill of fare 
is as follo.ws: Steak, two dollars ; chops, 
two dollnr~; ham and eggs, three dollars ; 
boiled eggs, fried eggs, coffee, ten, hrend 
and butter, one dollar each; fish of all 
kinds two dollars; raw tomatoes, fifty 
cents.
