Convention met pursuant to
adiournment.

Committee on resolutions pre-
sented resolutions numbered 1,
2,3,4,5,6, 7and 8, which were
adopted. The resolutions are as
follows:

1, That we are unalterably
opposed to the dismemberment
of the Territory, and are in
favor of a State government at
the earliest moment our popula-
tion and wealth will justify the
Same.

2. That we are unqualfiedly
in favor of the extension of time
for the completion of the main
line and branch of the Northern
Pacific Railroad, and as we rec-
ognize as enemies of the proper-
ty of our people all who eppose
such extension.

3. That the improvement of
the Columbia, Snake and other
great rivers of our Territory,

emptying into the sea,are na-—
tional works, which should be
prosecuted to an early comple-
tion.

4. That we recognize the mu-
tual dependence of labor and
capital, and deprecate all at-
~empts to antagonize them in
the combination of capital to
control and the strikes of labor
to resist this control as destruc-
tive of the true interests of both.

5. That the present business
depression and wide spread dis-
tress throughout the Union is
chiefly attributable to unwise
measures of finance for which
the Republican party is wholly
responsible.

6. That the policy of the gov
ernment in relation to the In-
dian tribes on this coast, the ex-
perience of the past demon-
strates to be a failure and a
change therein is imperatively
demanded; such an abandon-
ment of the reservation system
as will. insure the breaking up
of the tribal relations of the In-
dian, or a consolidation of all
the reservations into one with
military control, in order that
the annual raids of the hostile
bands and the murder of our
citizens may be effectually
checked, the peace and prosperi-
ty of the Territory requires.

7. That the liberties of our
nation rest in the intelligence of
its citizers, and that our com-
mon school system cannot be
overestimated, nor can too much
care be bestowed to make it
more liberal and perfect.

8. That our nation is to be
congratulated that in nonc of
the great sisterhood of States,
Federal bayonets are used to
enforce the laws, but that all
are once more moving along
harmoniously under the govern-
ment, established by the free
suffrages of its people, and up-
held by their patriotism, and
devotion to liberty.

Public Improvement.

. In 1868 the U. S. Government
engincers made an estimate that
it would cost about $§2,500,000 to
improve the navigation of the
Mississippi at the rapids oppo-
site Rock Island. They were
completed in 1877, at a cost of
over $4,000,060 showing how
expensive every thing of that
kind is that is taken in hand by
the United States. The great
expense incurred is caused by
the thoroughness and complete-
ness that characterizes every
piece of work done by govern-
ment engineers—a thoroughness
and superior quality which dou-
bles the cost, but generaliy
makes it so durable that it lasts
twice as long as the work of or-
ninary civil engineers.

Priests Rarips, Sept. 3, ]
via UmaTrrra, Sept. 7, 1878.

The steamer from Wallula arrived
here August 31st with Gen Howard and
staff and three companies of 4th artille~
ry, with one gatling gun, and three
companies ot the 8th infantry, under
command of Col. H. R. Mizner. Capt.
Miles’ columr that left Walla Walla is
sixty miles from here on our right,
camped on crab creek. Gen. Howard
dispatched messengers to Moses on our
arrival here, This morning a nephew
of Mores arrived with intelligence that
he with his men would be here by
Thursday. The council will take place
on his arrival and probably continue
two days. The conference will be the
weauns of averting a prolonged war next
summer. Moses is desirous of meeting
with representatives of the government
and settle all differences that 10ay exist,
and, though not a reservation Indian,
gives earnest of his friendship and good
feeling toward the whites. The com-
mand is encamped at the foot of Priests’
rapids. The conference will take place
bere. Think we will have a peaceful
time, but are prepared for the worst.

misunderstand and would bave
no right to disregard, and such
a contest would determine the
question whether the voters of
Washington Territory are free-
men or the bonded serfs of the
combination of monopolists of
which the Oregonian is the faith.
ful organ. If the question was
put to the voters upon its naked
merits, free from party bias, as
to approving or disapproving the
action of Judge Jacobs in rela-
tion to the railroad land grant,
upon which the assumption of
his unpopularity is predicated,
there is no reasonable doubt that
nine-tenths of the popular vote
of the Territory would be given
in approval, the oppesition being
confined almost exclusively to
those persenally interested in
maintaining monopely and spe-
cial priviles,

The Oregonian is very much
in the practice of drawing its
conclusions from imaginary pre-
mises of its own invention; as in
construing the defeat of Mitchell
as an expression of popular dis-
satisfaction with his railroal pol-
icy; and predicating popular
disagreement with Jaeebs upon
the same premises. Thetruthis,
that in Oregon as in €alifornia
and every where else, the mo-
nopolists and seekers for special
privileges use political parties
for no other purpose tham to
promote their own sellish pur-
poses; their saccess mainly de-
pending, not upon popular en-
dorsement, but upon holding the
balance of power between the
two parties, and no one better
understands the advantages of
this position than dees the edit-
or of the Oregonian. With the
party strength of the State very
cqually divided and the Demo-
crats a unit against Mitchell,
such a combination of all the

wealth and corporate power of
the State, with hosts of retainers
and dependents, gave over-
whelming odds to his opponents
which no amount of personal
popularity was sufficient to over-
come. lnevery instance where
this issue was presented in the
primaries of his own party, Mr.
Mitchell was overwhelmingly
sustained by popular vote; the
Democrats did not raise this is-
sue anywhere in the canvass but
in Multnoman eounty, where
an open coalition was formed to
defeat him, composed of the en-
tire Democratic party, dissatis-
fied Republicans, National Bank,
Chamber of Commerce, O. S. N.
Co., N. P. R. R. Co., and every
form of monopoly, led by the
«leading journal,” Mr. Mitchell
carried off the popular vote by
a handseme majority over all,
a triumph with very few paral-
lels in the history of party pol-
itics in this country, In view
of these facts it is sheer effront-
ery claim that the course of
Mitchell and Jacobs upon the
land grant is condemned by pop=~
ular sentiment.

A Libeller Convicted.

For more than a year pasta
newspaper has been published
at Port Townsend, ostensibly as
an organ of the Democratic par-
ty, but really nothing but a sew-
er of personal defamation, open
to any body, of any party, who
chose to use it to vent personal
spleen and vituperative abuse
upon others, utterly rcgardless
of public or private decency, age,
sex, party association or social

condition; the whole purpose be-
ing manitestly to imitate the low
sensational journals which gain
notoriety and circulation by pan-
dering to a grovelling popular
apetite for that class of litera—
tare which is tabood in cifcles
where morality and social decen-
¢y is respected. One H. L.
Blanchard, a small Attorney,
with no knowledge of the busi-
ness either as a printer or editor,
undertook the management of
this infamous enterprise as the
nominal editor and publisher,
under the impression that as the
statutes of the Territory failed
to provide any punishment for
the crime of libel, he could ply
the vocation of a eommon libel-
ler with impunity. But he did
not take into actomnt the fact
that the Jaw which failed to pro-
vide punishment for the crime,
gave to the offended citizen the
remedy of a suit for personal
damages. Gov. Ferry. who had
beem grossly charged shrough
this mediune with high erimes
in office, commenced a suit
against the editor as the only
means of vindicating his charac-
ter, and that has resulted im the
tollowiag humuliting confession
of guiltand prayes for Executive

In the discharge of our duty asa
public journalist we deemed it in-
cumbent en us to give ety a
communieation whiszh n?o.cotod on
Governor Ferry im the matter of
his exercise: of the pasdoning power;

We had no doubt that the state-
ments mode were reliable;in fach,
they were endorsed bs a lawyer who
has heretofore stood near the h
of his profession, in the estimatios:

corrupt conduct in ofice. But for
this, we sheuld never have allowed
the Press to.do-what we now con-
cede to be an. injustiee to a publie-

that zZey fall short of substantiating:
it in any perticular. We therefore-
now retract the charge, not only in
justice to Governor Ferry, but in
vindication of the repatation of the
Press for fair dealing with all pub-
lic questions and tbe conduct of
public officers.

This cenfession of guilt in view
of imminent punishment, has no
element of penitence or promise
of reformation, bus from first to
last shows a sneaking evasion
solely with refcrence to escape
from punishment. While it fully
vindicates the Governor in rela-
tion to the false charges made:
against him, it leaves that public
functionary in the questionable
position of having compounded
a felony upon restitution to him-
self, leaving the criminal at lib-
erty to repeat his practices upon
others, and without demanding
a surrender of his pals to public
odium. The very number of the
paper in which this confession
appears is almost exclusively de-
voted to libellous invective, in-
gsinuation and inuendo, more
malicious and cowardly by the
attempted disguise under which
the shafts are sped, so that the
personality indicated by inuendo
cannot be established in an ac-
tion at law. Thus an object of
its libelous attack is indicated
by certain personal characteris-
tics which attract the attention
of the whole community to him
as the individual meant, when
the editor, on being called to ac-
count, wili make oath that he
meant some other man whom
nobody had thought of in that
counection. That is one of the
tricks resorted to by this chronie

libeller to practice his infamous
crimes without exposing himself
to 1ts penalties. No form of ma
licious defamation c¢an be meaner
or more cowardly.

CICARS AND TOBACCO.
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La Coxxer, September 5th, 1878.
Epiron Dispatcu:—Kuowing the de-
pendence of your ably edited shest, we
undertake to write you a few items in

regard to the Swinomish country, and
to ‘enter protest against the action ofa
pumber of harvest-hands, who this
year, have done more to lower the cons
dition of the laboring man than kas
been done in any other ten years previs
ous. In the first years of agriculture
upon these flats, which embrace about
a township and a half in area, the cus-
tom was to work from seven A. M, to 6
P. M,, with an hour’s intermission for
dinner; the wages ruled at from two or
three dollars per day. This year's wa-
ges, except in rare instances have been
but one dollar and a half, (just half of
Eastern rates), and gradually but sure=
ly the days work has lengthened in the
neighborhood of the Skagit river and is
extending, from sunrise to past sans
set. An attempt of some men, for men
they were, to better their condition by
an advance in wages to two dollars per
day, was met by telegraphing up to
Seattle for more men, and the next
night’s steamer brought more than
double the men needed, a sad commen-
tary upon the pluck of the incoming
flocd of laboring men that are now
being drained out of Culifornia into the
basin of Puget Sonund. This is intend-
ed in no wise, to reflect upon the gen~
tleman who would not stand the strike,
but is written to chide the men, who
when their fellow laborers make an
effort to raise the price of harvest labor
to a price corresponding to ruling rates
for such services in other parts of the
United States, that they will not here
after persistin ruining the labor market
10 such an extent as to compel the
“'swine’’ to go on the clam beach in
winter; ia order to exist. The London
Times pronounces the farm hand of En~
gland the most down-trodden workman
in existerce, not half as well off as were
the slaves of the south; huw long will
it take the American farm hand to
reach a eimilar condition, unless he
more energetically exercises his in-
dividual sovereignty as & man, and
insist upon a continuance of the former
healthy precedences that here obtained,
instead' of gradually but surely being
reduced to a system of absolute serf~
down, in fact if not in name. A working
man ourself, we have no hesitation in
declaring that if our class had more de~
termination in persisting in not work-
ing over hours, thereby shortening the

" pumber of each job, and not acting

foolishly stubborn, would demand an
exact quid pro quo instead of bowling
for government pap, silver dollars of
our daddies ard so ferth, we would stand
firmly in our boots and feel ourselves
as the American citizen should foel, an
independent work of God, and in fact
remove pretense and actually in fact as
well as name, be as good as any other
man. These howling demogogues who
cry hemp, bemp; are but bypocrites
taking the attention of the laboring
man from astudy of his own right ac-
tion, to something extraneous in the
shape of bunting up other mens’ faulis
ijnstead of tkeir own. An etiquette of
labor can exist, just as immuteble as
are the laws of polite society, and a mo-
ments reflection will convince any man
thet a rigid adherence to such laws
would make the field more pleasant and
the body feel less exbausted when it
lies down in a blanket under the lee of
a hay stack at night. We have quoted
the term *‘swine’’ in this letter, we do
it edvisedly, a set of men that will allow
such a custom to survive from old mi~
ning days to this late date, the custom
of packing ones own blankets and hurty
ing a place to sleep either in the stack,
the barn or under a tree, is a thing we

who came hither on behalf of yellow
fever sufferers, addressed a letter to
Representatives Blackburn, Ellis and
Gibson on the snbject, who replied that
if it shoald become uecessary to pass
laws validiting and ratifying the secret
tary’s action, it would certainly mee
their most cordial support.

GRENADA, Sept. 10.—The citizens
of Grenada assembled in mass in

Caicaco, Sept. 10.--A New Or-
leans special says: This morning at
No. 688 Peter streer, forty-three
Chinese were discovered in a stary-
ing condition. They had been em-
ployed to work on a rice plantation
above the city, but the owner, ter-
ror stricken about the fever, refused
to permit them to land and they re-
turned here. Their condition was
not discovered until starvation had
commenced. A large quantity of
rice has been sent to the sufferers.

A picnic entertainment given by
employes of the city and eounty for
the benefit of southern yellow fever
sufferers was a grand success. Thou-
sands of ticket were sold at fifty

cents each. Large contributions
were made of cigars, liquors, pro-
visions, etc., and as there was no
expense, the gross receipts go to
to the south. It is estimated that
the sum raised will be not less than
ten thousand dollars, and possibly
much more. Other similar enter-
tainments for the same purpose are
contemplated.

San Feaxcisco, Sept. 10.—Wells,
Fargo & Co. to-day issued a circa-
lar, showing the amounts of money
forwarded through their agency to
the yellow fever sufferers, aggregat-
ing $10,366, with $172 remaining on
hacd. TLkese amounts have been
received from citizens’ committees,
0d4d Fellows Lodges and other or-
grnizations in the interior towns of
California and Nevada, which, add-
ed-to amounts forwarded by the cit-
izens comuittee and other sources
in San Francisco, makes the grand
total thus far over $30,000 in round
numbers.

A Fairy Tale of Science.

Edison’s telephone, even in
its present crudestate, is already |
the parefit of other inventions |
that promise to go on in steady |
acerument until we shall have |
wonders in comparison with |
which even the clectric telegraph
and steam engine ave trifles. |
The hardest problem Edison has
yet to deal with is to make his
telephone :nd phonograph talk
loud enough, thoagh he promi-
ses, by his aurophone, soon to
makethem talk soas to Le heard
twenty miles.

Meantime, however, Professor
D. E Hughes, of London, comes
before the Royal Academy with
a machine which he calls the
microphane, and to which he
claims will magnify, so to speak,
the utterances of the telephone
and phonograph so that the
faintest sounds can be heard at
any desirable distance. The ma-
chine, in a word, fulfills the
same duty with regard to sensa
tions that reach the bre'™n
through the ear that the micro-

scope does for those that come
through the eye. Speaking of
this great thing the St. Louis
Republican says:

1t 1ncreases and exaggerates
sound to such an extent that it
is claimed that the “lightest
touches of a feather’s edge or of
a camel’s hair brush on the
sounding.board .of the telephone
produce a crackling noise of
which the intensity is almost:
painful to the ear.” It is even
said that if a house-fly walks
across the sounding disk of a
telephone, the footsteps are dis—

tinctly andible in connecting
telephones miles away. The
construction of this machine 1s
very unsatisfactory described in
the papers that speak of it, but
the following paragraph will
give a faint conception of the
principles on which 1t depends:

“T'wo pieces of charcoalgheat-
ed to a white heat, are plunged
into mercury; they are then
placed in a glass tube and press-
ed end to end, making a part of
an electrie circuit; if a telephone
is introduced in the circuit, and
a sound is sent through the two
pieces of charcoal, it comes out
at the end of the circuit sensibly
increased in volume. Heat,
light, sound and electricity - are
supposed by many physicists to
be intérconvertible. The proba-
bilities are that we have here a
conversion of electricity into
sound.”

Edison says the invention of
Prof. Hughes is nothing but a
“big steal” from the telephone;
but this is evidently as unjust as
it would be to call the magnetic
telegraph a big steal from Frank-
lyn’s lightning-rod.
