The visible supply m the United
States also shows an increase, and the re-
ceipts from India have been comparatively

In France the young wheats are reported
as being very healthy, and the open weather
bas opened a considerabie amcant of home-
srown grain to be threshed and marketed.
In Germany the trade for breadstuifs has |
been slow, and rye is cheaper.  Other grain |
about the same as in the previous week.
Naale barley of the finest qualities is being
held by merchants with the expectation of
higher prices for malting samples in England.
A telegram from Russia states that there
is a probability of a general fall in the price
of bread.
The arrivals of American and Canadian
cattle and fresh meat during the past week
at Liverpool have been unusuaily small,
there being only 50 head of cattle landed,
3,135 qrs. of beef, 553 carcasses of mutton,
and 723 pigs, against a total of 1,007 cattle,
870 sheep, 5,697 grs. of beef, 760 carcasses of
mautton, and 351 pigs on the previous week,
thus showing a larze decrease in cattle, and
as regards sheep there were noune arnved,
which is the first time for many months
past, .
The Liverpoo! Journal of Cormere
attention to a new method of stalling
cattle on board ocean steamers, the object of
which is to make the couveyance of cattle
from America more safe and profitable than
it has been thus far. It 1s a recent Amen-
can invention, the full de of which are
pot made known, and cousists of what 1s
called a ** platform stall,” capable of holding
cight animals. It is suspended by chains,
<o that it remains perfectly level when the
vessel rolls, like the glass racks filled
steamer’s cabins. The sumecess of such
a platiorm remains to be proved.  The
journal alluded to puts the question of pro-
viding better accommeodation for cattle on
occan boats from a humanitarian point of
view, and says: ‘[t iy, in trath, a matter
of more than mere trading and commercial
interest ; for, inasinuch as a great mortality
and loss of cattle at sea means also a greater
amount of agony and distress to them, so it
is fost becoming a question. not only *will
it pay ¥ bat shall it be permitted ? if better
and more merciful methods of conveyance
are.not socn adopted.”  Of course, there is,
and must be a great deal of suffering con
nected with the travsit of live animals by
rail and by sea, especially by sea, which is
le irom the traffic itself. The long
journeys whizh have to be endared by Umi-
ted States cattle n railway cars before their
ocean troubles come upon them, must entail
great euffering and great waste. A trafficin
fresh meat would be far safer from a sani-
tary point of view—far less wasteful, and
far more humane. We fear, however, that
e more humanitarian consideration will ever
suffice to alter the features of this trade ;
but any scheme which w ill entail less waste
if not attended by too greata cost—will,
no doubt, be carrfuily considered.

A Romance of Exploration.

A dispatch from Bedin says that the
Geographical Society of St. Petersburg
has decided to receive Colonel Prejeval-
sky. the great Russian Explorer, with be-
fitting honors.  He is expected shortly at
Ekaterinburg, on the homeward march,
and will proceed dircct te the capital.
The reports of his explorations in Central
Asia are awaited with intense interest, as
he has unquestionably come ncarer to the
source of the Yellow River than any other

European.

Few novelists have so exciting a story
to tell as that which Col. Prejevalinsky
brings home with him He has been
travelling in regious which no European
foot had trod before him. While the
threatened storm Dbetween Russia and
China was growling on the frontier, he
was pushing his way among the unknown
territories of High Asia persistently and
undismayed. He has wandered through
forests that are brignt with the plumage
of Blue pheasants.  He has explored the
Tibetan highlands, where the peaks
are said o rise 10,000 feet above Bt
Blane, and the very mivers flow at levels
hicher than the loftiest of the Alps.
Chinese potentates have come within an
ace cf beheading him. Tartar horsemen
and Mongolian brigands have fled before
the uperring aim of his rifle. Natives
have spread the legend that hiseyes could
pierce fathoms deep into the earth and
charm out the precious stones which lay
beneath; and the best cpinion that these
tribesmen ever held of him was that he
was a well-disposed wizzard who flew
about at night. And after all this ad-
venture, his hope of reaching the mysteri-
ous *‘star-spread sea’” still stands for the
sresent bafled. Form the snows of the
"Tibetan mountains flow two of the great-
est rivers of the earth, the Yangtze and
the Yellow rivers, main arteries of the
Chinese plsins.  Even to the people who
dwell upon them their sources are but
vaguely known. They arrive upon the
horizen of exact knowledze as mighty,
rushing waters breaking frcm the mour-
1ains. To humbler orizins Prejevalski
has been unable to trace them. When

The death of Jerome B. Stilison, one
the best writers of battles in our war, who
was especially graphic in telling Sheri-
dan’s great battles in the vallvy, recalls
the records of his peers.  The most sue-
cessful of those army correspondents, was
Henry Villard, of the Chicago Tribune, a
son-in-law of Wm. Lloyd Garrisen, now
worth a million of dollars, made in rail-
road financiering.

Next, proba-
bly, was J. B. McBullough, editor of the
St. Louis Globe- Democrat, with an income
of €20,000 from that paper.

E. C. Stedman was
one of the earliest and best battle writers
of the war, and has been fairly successful
in pure literature and in finance. Wm.

respects, the most attractive, but least
known of the Territorics.  Its elevation
is from 2,000 feet above the sea level in
the lower Snake river valley, to 10,000
feet on top of its mountains, a large part
lying above the altitude of 4,000 feet.

worthy of their home. Of the total area
of 58,328,160 acres, about 12,000,000 are
arable, 25,000,000, acres of pastare
land, 10,000 timber land, and the rest
consisting of mineral land. inaccessable
peaks and lava beds. The capacity of
soil and climate for a wide range of pro
ductions may best be judged from the fact
that not only do all the cereals and veget-
ables that grow north of the cotton line in
the east flourish here, but ldaho fruit 1s
pronounced very superio. Fruit trees
and and vines grow very rapidly. The
long, dry summers, abundance of sun-
Jight, a warm, sandy soil, with perfect un-
der-drainage and the water supply af-
ford all conditions necessary for rapid
growth of orchards and vineyards. Mer-
cury rarely falls to 10 dee. below zero in
the valleys, and that during the eold-
est nights of winter. I1daho has the
same bright skies, summer and winter,
the same equable temperature and cool
summer nights so common to the Rocky
Mountains, with a tinge of the semi-trop-
ical blasts of the Pacific. Cattle, sheep
and horses require but little pre|
feed, and on the great stock ranges are
seldom sheltered.  Wheat averages thir-
ty-five and oats fifty-five bushels to the
acre. Farms are to be had in almost any
of the desirable valleys, under the
homestead and pre-emption laws. The
principle are those of the Snake, Sal-
mon, Weiser, Boise, Clearwater, Owy-
hee, Payette and Melad rivers. This 18
a good country to eome to for those who
desire homes on the public domain. Dai-
rying, steck-raising, farming, are sll
open avenunes to competency for those
who have but little espital aud who are
willing to work. Flouring mills are at
various points, sufficient to make fiour
for local demands, and saw mills to ent
lumber for the settler. ~About 25,000
beeves were marketed in the year 1879.—

season when the snow on the ground 1s so
crusted that the animals caunot paw for
their food. Stock rawisimg on this small
scale would be far more profitsble to the
community at larze, than as present & fow
individuals real:zing enormous revenues
frem the busivess, ranging from 210,000
v, 240,000 Toese -:,ullcimg‘ need only
to employ five or six men to attend thoir
herds, whilst on tne other hand, these
princely incomes wonld be diffused among
the many, aud a larger degree of general
prosperity would ensue.

From telegraphic advices, we l-arn that
Europe is experiencing one of the sever-
est winters known to the present genera-
tion, in the shape snow and wind storms,
causing ap immense loss of Lfe and de-
struction of property, and, what is worse,
the end has not yet arrived. In the
Eastern port:on of our own country, the
suffering and loss from wind storms has
very been great. We of the Northwest
should be thankful that we have escaped
the severities of other climes. What
losses we sustained in the way of perish-
ing stock, can be but attributed w0 our-
selves. We do not know of any special
contract entered into between Providence
and var stock men, in regard to feeding
and attening their herds during the win-

ter months.

Depth of the Pacific Ocean.
The popular belief as to the compara-
tiva shallowness of the Pacific ocean may
have to be modifiecd by recent soundings
made with what is known as Sir William
Thompson’s steel wire, and which shows
that along the entire eoast of California
a depth of 1,500 fathoms or more is reach-
ed within a distance of from twenty to
seventy miles westward from the shore,
the greater part of this sudden fall occur-
ing in the last ten to fifty miles. At one
hundred miles west of San Francisco the
botiom is found to be 2,600 fathoms deep.
The bed of theocean contintesof a uniform
depth greater than 1,500 fathoms until the
Sandwich Islands are reached, the great-
est depth, 3,000 fathoms, at a distance of
about four hundred miles east of Honolu-
lu. That great depth is maintained until
within ninety miles of Honolulu; at fifty
miles from that p'ace the depth is 1,500
fathoms.
