OLD TIMES ROCKS.

Departure From Walla Walla of Wm. Kohl-
hauf, a Ploneer and Reprosentative

- On Monday next Mr. Wm. Kohlhanff
leaves this city to permanently reside in
Spokane Falls. There is no citizen of Wal

la Walla better respected or more widely
known than the subject of this sketch, conse-
quently we believe a short synopsis of his
carcer would be in good order.

Mr. Kohlhauff came to Walls Walla in
August, 1857. FEarly in 58 he helped to
lay cut this town, and, during the winter of
1858-9, he, in connection with Judge Gui-
chard, bailt the first house of this now
fourishing city. Soon after he erected the
building at p t pied by Kelling's
saloon, corner of Main and Third streets,
which he used as a store, continuing the
inercantile business for some time. This
was in 1860. At the city election of 1564
Mr. K. was elected City Councilman, and
bas served in that capacity fourteen terms.
He was Chairman of that body when the
firet fire engine was purchased by the city.
The gentleman has figured conspicaously in
the fire departinent since its inception. He
was cae of the urganizg! of the old Hook &
Ladder company which subsequently emerg-
ed iuto the present Washington Eugine Co.
No. L. He has held every.office in the com-
pany, being foreman two years.

His eldest daughter, now Mrs. Lieutenant
Ulio, was the first female child born in
Walla Walla—in December 1560. Mrs.
Harry Hayward, of Spokane Falls, is also a
daughter of Mr. Kohlhsuff. He has had
nine children born to Lim in this city. ln

The New York ele
ed railroad case was a test of the De-
mocracy of that state. The simple prop-
osition was that the company should de-
clare dividends only on the eapital actual-
ly paid in, and in that Gov. Cleveland and
the legislature went to pieces. A Republi-
can governor and legislature could have
doue no more. ltis argued, and with
some force, that there is no sense in go-
inginto a contest against the aggression
of organized capital with leaders who will
give the battle to their opponents, if there
ever comes a “time when they can. At
the present time a very reascnable stand
against the aggression of organized capi-
tal will satisfy the mass of the people.
These aggressions have not yet aroused
the people to anger. There is a very gen-
eral idea that corporations should be re-"|
quired to submit to law, bat little or no
disposition to “‘cinch” them. If organ-
ized eapital grows aggressive and imper-
tous, as there are signs that it will, there
will be mora temper aud less reason in
the methods proposed to subject it to
law. The people are now occasionally in-
forwned that the rights of property are
too sacred to be subjet to the caprice of
the public. The interests of the public,
it is urged, are in many cases opposed to
the interests of the corporations, and con-
sequently the publicis not a just judge
in dispnies arising between them. To
this argument the answer may be given
that human life and liberty are at the
caprice of the public. Fxaet justice may
not in all cases be dene either in dealing
with life or property, but property is no
more exposcd to  danger than life or lib-
erty. Whatevor party may be in power
is, from  the force of circumstances, con-
servative, but whea the pacty out of
power 1s conservative to nearly the same
degree, there is little chance for a lively
contest between them.
