How 10 Makgg Osage Oravce HEpGE,
— Take a plow and throw up your hedge
row in a little ridge and harrow the
ground well.  Buy your plants from some
reliable nurseryman as it will cost less
than to raise them in small quantities.
They should be of uniform size and bright
color, as plants often heat in the bunch
causing them to turn a dark color. Set
one-year-old plants six inches apart, alittle
deeper than they grew 1 the nursery.
Set about the first of May, leaving some
of the best to replant with, and all thf.t do
not put out leaves early in June repiant.
In this way, with good season, you can
get aimost a p rfect stand, without which
it is very difficult to make a good hedge
Nothing more is to be done for three or
four ve;rs, except to give thorough culti-
vation, and by all meansdo not plat df_mn
or trim nnless you want to be a long time
making a hedge. Nearly all the hedge in
this vicinity have been damaged by plat-
ting. Ip platting, the tops are bent down-
ward and sap cannot flow down, and con-
sequently the top dies.and dta_rfn the
hedge. If it makes extra growth, in three
years it will do to put down, if not, not
until fourth year. To plash take a good
strong stick with hook to it, bend down
hedge and hack at the top of the ground
and press as close to the as you
can, leaving a hedge plant standing every
four or five feet, and weave the d
around them to prevent its blowing
around and raising up again. The plash-
ing should be done as early in the spring
as convenient after the ground thaws.
The sprouts will grow up through the
plashed hedge znd turn almost anything.
After this trim once or twice a year, to a

of the treasury to use for the payment
of the arrears of pensions the eight or ten
millions of money in his vaults, held there
to redeem fractional currency long since
worn out. It was surprising, not because
therc was any reasonable objection to
such a course, but because the vote
showed a willingness to act upon financial
matters. So far as the pensioners ard
concerned the vote is of no consequence,
as there is plenty of money in the treas-
ury to pay them.
