“Une of the cldest, if not the oldest,
deed in A isin the p jon of

Major Leland, of the Sturtevant House.
It antedates the landing of the Pilgrime
110 years, and was written eighteen-
years after the discoyery of - the New
World by Columbus. It is s deed of
Fishe: s Island, near the month of Long
lIsland Sound, by ¢ rtain Indian ehicis to
John Cabot, the celebrated mavigator,
and bears hus siguature. In this docu-
ment Fisher's Island is called Sandy
Island. The inatrument is translated
from the Indian tongue into Eaglish by
Elihu Burritt and reads as follows :

Look, Gireat ¥pint.

Listen, bruves, what Chief say. Pale
Face Capian, Biy Cance, wants Sandv
Island (now known as Fisher's Ialacd.y
We sel! to him for heep wampuiw, and
nevor take back. Sun and Moonshioe

The almost absolute certainty that the
assassin of President Garfield will join
the jerked on the 3dth of this month
naturaliy brings forward the subject of
reform in capital punishment ; and cer-
tainly there is somcthing to be done in
these premises.
