POOLS BY AUCTION.
For many years the most popular system

was by the auction of pools, or pool suiling,
as it is called. Let us suppose a horse race in
which several horses engage is the subject of
speculation.  The poot seller offers at anction
what he terms the * first choice.”” His pat-
rons understand that this means that a bet is
to be made on the favorite against every
other horse in the race. *I'll give one hun-
dred dollars for the first choice,” says a bet-
ter. ** One hundred dollars is offered,” cries
the anctioneer. No one offers more, and the
better pays down his money and secures the
right to place it on whichever borse he
pleases. ‘A" is the favorite, and he bets on
that borse. * What is offered for the second
choice?”” shouts the anctioneer. ** Fifty,”
“sixty,’”” “sbventy,” are the eries of the

BOOK BETTING.

The aystem of book betting hus been in use
in thiy country bart a comparatively short
time. To the uminitiated the term 1s only
a source of mystery. A man who opens
books on a race must be well informed ou all
| poin’s braring on the speed, bottom zud prob-
i able condition of the several horses that are
| entered. He arranges a scries of odds on
| each one as against all the others, which odds
| are offered to the public. In looking down
! the list printed on a card a gentleman ma
! find that opposite the nume of Springbok the
j odds ure five to cne. He knows, therefore,
| that in the opinion of the book maker there
| are five chances that Springbok will be beaten
i by some cne of the other horses in the race
! to one that he will win. If, therciore, he

has a better opinion of Springbok, he back
that opiuion by paying into the book kveper
| any sum of moucy he chooses above a certain
prescribed minimum. It Springbok wios he
{ will reecive five times the amount he bas
ventured  If the horse does not win he will
receive nothing. In a race in which there
are tweniy horses the odds offered will run
from two to one up to thirty or more to one.
Suppose the least Likely borse to win, then,

m:n who bets on the winner will receive
$30,000, less the percentage of the book-
! maker, and, in turn, tha book-maker wil
. have received his *¢ propusiticn,”
calied, on every borse, from which to pay it.

The SYStem was at
once received with favor by the public, and
justly so, for 1t is the only way in which the
mao who only secks moderate risk can lay
out his money, while the full publicity of all
the trausactions and the checks which are
employed to perfect the system render he
perpetration of any kind of fraud nearly im-
possible, in the face of hundreds of men who
surround the stand upon which are placed
the machines, the placards, and the opera-
t«-x:s, The public knows this, and the ou ery,
raised muinly by men who have tried to get
control of the system themselves and failed,
s of no effect. These purties may believe
that fraud in the smansgement of the Mu-
tuals is practicable, but it is a very general
opinion that the chief reason of opposition is
that they desire to control and monopolize
the business for their own personal profi'.
No man of commmn sense, al:hough dis-
honest at heart, would attempt fraud in the
matter where the risk of detection is so great
and the legitimate emol ts of eond
ing the system with probity so large. It
will be the chief means of betting frum this
