Advantages of Manufactories.

Walla Walla is now the <commercial
center of an mmense area of conutry,
but our people should begin to reulize
that it is ‘risking the stability of this ele-
ment of prosperity, and jeopardizing
future interests to allow any oppertunity
of adding to cur present list of manufac-
tories to pass ummproved.  Other cities
and towns on this coast are employing
almost every dollar of idle capital in this
way. San Francisco reaiizes her need of
manufactories, aud as acity, makes the
most liberal concessions to establish and
foster them. Seattle, New Tacoma Olym-
pia and other plices on the Sound, are
making the strengest etforts in this same
direction. With a eity comparing
than favorably with any of these, with a
tributary country almost immeasurable
in extent, Walla Walla passes on uu-
mindful of the fact tha: she is being out-
stmrped i the race for this prominence.

Asks one, what are the advaniaves of
manufactortes ! First, two hundred cm-
pluyes ina will or two, means eighry to
one hundred homes alded to the ey,
The trade of two hundred people will put
at least 150,000 per annum iuio tie
hands of merchauts here. The value of
real estate wui be greatly enbauced by
the erection of suitable buildings fur man-
ufactories. The addition to the popula-
tion creates a better market and colarges
trade of all kinds. It efiects the iuan who
sells luxuries, as it does he who deals in
necessaries. The money that our mer-
chants now send away for woolen goods,
for instance, is kept w circulation at houie
and enters into all the ramifications of
trade. The increase in population in-
creases our tax levy, aud the city can bet-
ter provide for needed eaterprisesand im-
provements. There wils be a greater de-
mand for schools, and the help i this
way will advance us to an edurationa
center. Farmers will be ted by
having an improved loeal marke’, as well
as by being abie to jet ther supplies of
wearng apparel at a much lower figure
than now. These are oaly a fuw 1 the
many advantages to this eliy to grow |
