That splendid break-peck plaything of
science, the balloon, cannot, however, quite
rival in fearfuloess the mysterions instru-
ment called the diving-bell.

During the attempt made some years ago,
to raise the vessels sunk in the Crimean
war, off Sebastopol, two divers were making
a descent in a large diving-bell. By some
strange accident the beavy vebicle became
detached from the chain tackling that beld it,
and sank, with fearful rapidity, toward the
bottom,

For the moment the terrified inmates look-
ed at each other without speaking a word.
Both realized at the same insulat, the ap-
palling nature of their disaster. Even by
the dim light that penetrated through the
deep water and glimmered through the lenses
of their submarioe prison, the fear and coo-
sternation piotured on their features, showed
plain enough never to be forgotten.

NEGROES IN WASHINGTON cITY.

A correspoodent thus pictures the condi-
tion of society in Washington City :

Out of about 150,000 population, Wash.
ington City numbers at least 60,000 blacks,
and 20,000 carpet-baggers, who lead them
and share every element of their degradation
except their ignorance. Of these 60,000 nes
groes, at least 57,000 are former slaves. Of
the 57,000 former slaves, at least 50,000 are
of the class that, io days of peace, we called
field-bands—negroes who worked in gangs
out in the fields, lived among themwselves,
aod did ot pass that lazy ordesl of bouses
service whiob mellows the darkey into an in-
offensive, quiet, dutiful soimsl. OF these
50,000 field-hands, at least four fifths have
drifted'into this unbhappy city in the wake
of the Federal armies, snd have come
from all parts of Virginis, Marylaod, and
the Carolinas, being the worst of their race,
whom the advent ol peace entailed upon the
best Governmen: the world evet'waw as
‘wards,’ politieal pets, and virile voters.

They liva in that part of the city known
as ‘The Island,” which is formed by the Po-
tomae, on the one side, and & canal which
traverses the town leugthwise of and about &
huodred yards back from Penorylvania avens
ue, on the north. This canal—which origi-
nally intended for purposes of navigation, has
declived into an offalditch and a drain-re.
ceptacle for all that part of the district it
bisects—marks, as distinctly

‘'As the boundary line
Between God's patience and bis wrath,"
the coofiues separating the clean from the
unclean, the safe from the dangerous pory
tions of the capitol. On the north side of
this sinuous sewer live the negroes almost
exclusively. These lines of location huve
been locally named *Murder Bay,’ Frederick-
town,” ‘lowardtown,’” and *‘Uniontown,’ all
of these being settlements within the ecor-
porate liwits of the cily, the first leading out
{rowm the Long Bridge and the others run-
ning in succession and erding at the base of
old Fort Stanton, across the Northern Iiranch
of the Potomac. These settlements contain
negrocs ooly. The localities have been giv-
en over wholly to them. It is as literally &
oegro country as Liberia itself, or as any
other part of Africa. In this section of the
city the white people do oot live at all, 50
far as I could discover from many a walk
through it for purposes of observation. Cer-
tainly, no white woman would be safe there
in the broadest blaze of noon. No white
man ever goes there at night who knaws the
least of the characteristics of this place. In
the day time a man risks bis life to go there.
When strapgers came to the city they are

The Potomac oo ooe side and
the canal—whercof long neglect has made
the mud ten and twelve feet deep in parts—
on the other, both afford easy and undiscov-
erable means whereby the victims can be and
have been buried out of sight. These raen
have never turned up. But from the very
simplicity and brevity of the means employed
to rub and murder them, detection has been
baffled. 1t is elaborate slaughter which
leaves a trace behind that leads to conviction.
For a negro, surrounded by otber negroes
who have no regard for human life aod who
are keenly appreciable of a divison of spoils,
to mash out the brains of a white man, to
rob him to the skin and to throw his paked
budy iuto a swift river, sabsequently placat-
ing his confederate or his witnesses with a
part of the gains, is the easiest thing in the
world to do, yet the hardest ¢hing in the
world to find out. Apparently, two hundred
aud more of these murders have, within four
years, been successfully committed by the
blacks of Washingtoo City. These frequent
murders by negroes in Washington City se-
cure their perpetrators from detection by the
audacious simplicity of their commission.
How these negroes—men, Women, and
children—live, is exteriorly a mystery.
They toil not, neither do thev epin, except
round a corner aod down a cellar whea an
officer appronches. At all bours of the day
they are to be seen hanging out of windows,
squatting oo duorsieps, lolling at corners—
everywhere but at any work. There ia really
o work doce over in their settlements. The
groggery is the only business pursued, aod
for every rumselier there are abouta huodred
steady customers, Yet the wretches live
well; they are fut, sleek, oily, and-wear more
and better clothes than wkite folks who work
at wanusl Jabor fod it rouibla to buy for
themselves and their children. You czn be
informed how they get along by askiog sny
police officer, or any resident whose house is
south of the canal, or avy farmer Whos
acres skirts the opposite Potomao shore.

13th, says that a story has reached there from
Sagua La Grande that some black men from
Charleston had landed there, well armed, and
that Villimet had united his forces with them.
It is also stated that soon aftefvards, the
insurgent troops were attacked by [escabed,
but Lis men were badly beatea. The losses
of the latter were very heavy.

A mutiny broke out on board the great
iron ship Vietoria, The crew complained
of bad treatment and consequently raised a
storm, but the complainiog party proved to
be weak. Kight of the ringleaders were
convicted and soon after shot.

Baltirzore, July 21 —Recently a bark left
here with 2,400 stand of arms and 17,000
rounds of ammauoition for Cuba, and got off
without trouble, professing ta be loaded with
hay, and resched its destination saccessfully.
It is understood that another vessel is likely
to sail from the same port similarly freighted.

Washington, July 23. — Col. Warren
called yesterday upon Secretary Cox and
Postmaster (ieneral Cresswell, and had a
1alk about Fenian matters. The Colonel has
now seen every member of the cabinet exeept
Secretary Rawlins, and found them all favor-
able except Attoroey General Hoar. Ie
