Soft water
(blood-warm) and a mere taste of the best
soap—white castile, for instance—are the
only requisites besides the brush,  Powders
are generally injurious to the enamel, and so
are the much advertised hquid mixtares.
Strong acids, like lemon-juice, are d.struct-
ive, and the minghng of hot and cold food or
drink at meals is very harmful.  Use, how-
ever, of hard, nutrious food, hke well-baked
Graham bread and crackers, promotes tooth-
growth ; while soft, watery food tends to
weaken the teeth. It is now the opimon of
leading dentists in Europe and this country
that the reason there is so much tooth decay
in early life, is in a large degree owing to the
soft neaterials given to children as food, which
are swallowed with scarcely any chewing.
Oa the appearance of decay a deutist should
be employed.  Much toothache is due to in-
d gestion and constitutional debility, and
much so-called **neuralgia” may be traced
to decayed, carioes teeth. Care in the mat-
ter of d et, and watchfulness with regard to
the condition of the teeth, would save peo-
ple & vast deal of sutfering and expense.

Gen. John E. Gordon on_the Umweritten |

“On the night of the Tth of April was |
held Lee’s last conucil of war.

The locust scourge in the Sierra valley
for the year 1879, exceeds all former ex-
perience. Some large sections kave been
entirely denuded, while scarce a ranch
has escaped injury, more or less, Early
in May, the few hard, dry, gravelly knolis
where eggs had been deposited tie year
before, began to teem with little black,
active grasshoppers, and the stricken in-
habitants could but witness with helpless
dismay their rapid growth and extension,
as they alternately feasted upon the grow-
ing erops for a few days, then hung them-
selves up by the hind legs to a bare stalk
to undergo the mysterious process of
moulting, from which they issued twice
 larger and fiercer than before.

So dispiriting and saddening has been
the effect of the scourve that the afflicted
ranchman dislike to talk about it ; it is to
them the re-opening of the grave of buried
hopes ; so we must from pity forbear to
question them for the cold, erushing sta-
tistics. Silently I swing my net over
stubble fields and shaven meadows, eap-
ture grasshoppers of every species, exam-
ine with a magnifier the mnute distinctive
characters, determine the species, pin
speeimens for preservation and future re-
ference to the cork floors of cigar boxes,
and nete with joy the various parasites
that .o infesting them.

"L *“red silky mite,” so eagerly wished
for lasi spring, is here in great abundance,
almost every locust in some sections be-
ing loaded with them, especially at the
base and under the wings. So is the
Tachina fly chasing swiftly after the hop-
ping or fly locust, darting upon it and de-
positing an egg, which speedily hatches,
gnaws the way through the joints of the
abdomen to the interior, becomes a large
many legged mazgot, swelling out the
body of the locust, and eating its viseera
fore and aft, unti! weak and encumbered,
the victim fal's and dies. The Gordina,
or hair worm, too, is here, and several
other undetermined parasites, all seeming
tu riot upon the abundant food. A con-
genor of the atrocious locust himself, a
httle yellow ericket about the same size,
but ten times spryer, isseen to vigorously
attack the locust on foot or tlying, to
bring him down, and nstantly cutting -ft
his head, devours a morsel, then twirls
his antenna about and cocks his eyes for
another vietim. And this warfare upon
the locusts, a fierce onslaught from foes
seen and unseen, by day and by night,
from the egg, to the adult, is about the
only feature of the locust scourge that is
enjoyed by our citizens,

And what of the future? When will
the visitation eease, or is it overpast ! The
female locusts have been noted in vast
numbers ovipositing in gravel beds, in
dry knolls of the meadows, and in the
sands under the sage bushes of the com-
mon.  Those beginning this work early in
the season—in July—it is feared laid per-
fect eggs and secured them well ; those
later, because so often found dead at their
work 1t is hoped were pievented from pro-
ducing perfeet eggs, or from protecting
them by gnmmy secretions from injuries
by winter vicissitudes. The eggs when
tirst deposited are small, about three-six-
teenths of an inch long, and so erowded
in the egg pouch that they become hexa-
wona!, but they grow by spring to the size
of rice kernels, and are plump cylinders.
Like the growth of ants” ezus, and of cer-
tain other insects, this growth of insect
egus, often to 20 or 100 times the original
size, is a profound mystery. Of the
mode of hatehing, the disrobing of the
amnion by the little infant locust, its
after moulting, its early habits, etc., 1
have given yeur rezders the result of ob-
servation and correspondence in former
communiecations. 11l health and botanical
prrsuits prevent extensive examination of
the subject now, I can only give a few
hints to guide others who may have the
leisure and means to follow up this, one
of the most interesting and momentous
topies of the day, as concerns agriculture.
