Death.

There are two popular notions about
death that, though they comtradict one
another, have adherents throughout
Chustendom.  One is that what is called
a natural death takes place with the ebb
of the tide ; the other, that it occuraafter
wmiduight, in what are called the small
hours before dawn. The records show,
as might have been expected, that the
Black Rider, who respects neither age
uor worldly condition, is wdifferent in
timing his visita. In this city last week
the greatest number of deaths took place
at 11 o'clock in the day, when there were
seven ; bat there were five deaths iu each
of the hours of 3,4,7,and 10 in the
morning and 3, 4, and 7 o'cluck in the
evening. Four persons died st 5 o'clock,
6 o'clock, and at 9 o'clock in the morning
and at 1 o’clock and 6 o'clock in the eve-
ning, and three persous died at each of
the hours of 1 and 2 o'clock a. M., and
8, 10, and 11, o'clock . m. There hap-
peaed to be no deaths at 5 o'cluck in the
evening. The were 10 more deaths be-
fore noon than after it.

More than half of those whko died were
children under five, of summer silments.
Hotels were the scones of 10 deaths ; in-
stitations, 120 ; tencments, 409. Only
one death on the sixth floor of a house 18
recordel, though there were 179 on sec-
ond floors.  The death rate 1s put at 29.
71 in 1000, bat the Board of Health esti-
mates the population 2: 1,284,524, which
is, according to popular belief, a quarter
of & million less than the actual number
of peaple n tha city. 5

“My jourcey next took me to Walla Walia,
largest und handsomest of all the East Wash-
irgton towns. Doubtiees the name of Walla
Walla brings no saggestiva to the rirds
of most readers in the far-away Fast, save
of a rade fruntier settiement.  Yet the place
luxuriates in verdure and bloom, acd many
of its shady streets bordered by pretty
heuses, with their lawns, orchard and garden,
woald be admired in & New Eogland village,
while the busincss streets weuld do no dis-
credit to an Okio towa of hali a century’s
growth, In the homes oi well-to-do citizeus
one finds the magazines and pew books and
newspapers from New York, Boston and
Philadelphia, and discovers thbat tuey mau-
ag= to keep abreast of the ideas of the time
quite as well a3 intellizent people on ihe At-
ianue slope. The town has five thousand
inhatitants, but in itsimportance as a center
of trade ard social induence 1t represents an
Eastern town of many times its size.
