India Ink.

1t is often desirable to finish photo-
graphs®and drawings in India ink, in
order to get the best effect, and this can
be done by a tasteful person, at home,
fully as well and with greater satisfac-
tion, than when sent to some distant
professional. Tho greatest trouble is
the difficulty of procuring genuine Chi-
nese ink. The Scientific Anerican re-
cently gave, in nnswer to a request, the
following formula for preparing a per-
fect India ink, the formula being copied
from Riffanlt’s treatise on the manufae-
ture of colors :

The property of Vanderbilt has not
advanced only because he bou ht it,
but he improved it also. The closing
‘years of his life are almost illustrious by
the monumental work he has done on
the Central Railroad and the vigor he has
given its finances. He has built the
greatest depot inthe new world, blasted
Tis way into the city underground, found
anew outlet, bridged the Hudson, put
hml{yn]low pine ties under his rails and
Iaid four tracks, rebuilt his stations to
last one hundred years, flanked some
cities like Buffalo, run fast mail trains
with safety, entirely inclosed bis track,
and made every flagman a justice of the
peace, so that he is magisterial, and
rules neatlya private State or zone from
New York to Buffalo. He hasalso made
its business what government ought to
be—simple, staple, efficient, lawful,
severe.

He respects Lis city pastor, but gives
him little or no inner religious confi-
dence, regarding him as a professional,
high priced priest.
