began to discover that the politicians 
were even wo1'118 enemies to them than 
were the middle-men • .!& a consequence 
the farmem, iu several of the States of 
the Great West have entered the poJiti· 
cal tleld ud emasbed th" slates or the 
hithPrio all powerfal political ring-mas­
ters. The interference of the farmers 
io politics hae eaaaed a great commotion 
amon11 the politicians. Theylrnow fall 
weJl that, ahoald the farmem unite and 
act together u a el-., they hATe the 
power to mle the nation. They are, 
therefore, anxiously stadying the Farm­
em Konment to 11ee what the farmers 
Intend to do. Iu those States or loeAii-
lies where the Demoerata are in the ma­
jority, the Democratic politicians fear 
the movement lest It should injare their 
prospects for ot'll.c.t. Iu tlloee State& or 
loc.r.litiee iu which the BepnbtiC4IIs are 
in the majority, the BepnblicaD politi­
ciADS are naturally oppdll8d to the farm­
era interfering iu politics lest their 
chance~~ for obtaining public position 
shoald be dimiDiehed. But, on the 
whole, in the Dation d larse, the Demo­
cratic politiciaus are more fAVorable to 
&he Farmf!r'a Movement than are the 
Republicans, mainly because their party 
is In the minority. The Democratic 
preAS and politicialul generally are dis­
posed to look aJI()n the moTBment iu a 
patronizing manner. In faet, they are 
qaite willing that it abould become a 
gr&Dd political monment, always pro­
vided that It lcl8 u au .Uy of the Dem• 
ocratio partj, and aid8 it in obtaining 
power. 

The Bepublieau presa and leadel'8, 
seeing that their party bas eontrol of the 
nation, are on the whole anxious to have 
tbe f umera avoid the political fteld.~­

They lrnow full well tbat the movement 
can do their partv no good and may do 
it inll&leulable injury. The great orrans 
of the Republican perty are, therefore, 
CODtinua11y Wllrning tbe farmers not to 
allow ilieir Hovement to become politi­
cal, and they denounce alrthe Jeadera of 
tb11 farmers that propose to make H po· 
litical. 1111 broken down politicinns and 
politieal demagogues. 

Politicians may u well underlltand 
that, whether they like it or not, tbe 
~t Farmer's Movement will become 
political. n is necessary that it should, 
in order to put down the corruption tbat 
now everywhere exists in political eir . 
clel. II the American people a1·e indeed 
capable of aelf-governmeLt, lbetime bas 
IIOW arrived for aa to prove it, Cores yet 
it is an opeD que~~tioa, sa a glance at the 
situation of our eotirJtry will clMrly 
shew. 

And we clip from the editorial eol· 
umns the following paragraph: 

Witb rB!!pect to the Grangea aud their 
political action, there is no restriction 
placed upon iDdiYidoa~ Patrons actiug 
politically ia just whatever m81lner they 
thinll proper. It ia true flat the dis­
Olllllliou of polit.Jca is forbidden in the 
Graugea, So is the discOIIBiOD of relig­
iOUS matten; yet 1re have n.,t heard of 
any neophyte Patron beirlg required to 
reuoUDce bia form of worship u a poe· 
limiaary to jeining the Ordt>r. On be­
coming a Pr.tron, the farmer does DOt 
nrrender his political birth rigbl and ia 
not hampered in the esercise of it.
