Recent developments point to the
fact that Seattle lies just on the edge of
a vast field of coal, and that the natural
outlet to the sea, for the countless treas
ures locked up in onr immediate vicini-
ty, is through this place. These facts
are becoming patent to every one at all
conversant with our locality sad its
surronndings. In view of these tacts,
how are we to avail ourselves of the
great wealth stored up in such abund-
ance in opr very midst ? Easy enough,
First, bring a pressure to bear on the
Seattle and Walla Walla Railroad that

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will pel them to finish the road to
the Cedar Mountain Mine. This they
can do easy enonugh if they try. Let
them sell their lands and from tke pro-
ceeds previde the iron for the track.--
This can be done for the first 25 miles
for $80,000, using iron that will weigh
20 pounds per yard. Itis true thata
heavier rail would be better, but a 20
pound rail will do. Even a good strap
rail would do to carry 1,000 tons a day
for a number of years to come. The
New York Central commenced on a
strap rail and ran for quite a number
of years and did alarge business. T
iron wus not usea on the entire length
of this roud until the four companies
were consolidated, which was in 1844.
The Schepectady and Saratoga road
was run on strap rails as late as 1846,
with quite a large trade in lumber and
stone. I is certainly within the means
of the ‘company to build a good road
that will answer the purpose of getting
out this coal. If they cannot get heavy
T, let them get light. The Seattle Coal
Company are yupaing a ten ton engine
on a sixteen pound rail, and they could
run a thousand tons a day without any
material injury to their track for years
to come. This track has been down
sume four years and no broken rails
from rupning yet. Such rails would
probably cost $3,000 per mile, or $45,-
000 for the first fifteen miles. Then if
the railroad company could not put on
the rolling stock, the coal companies
would put on their owu trains and run
their coaf without a doubt. Then the
vexatious delays at the mouth cf the
river in consequence of winds would be
numbered with the past. In orderto
accommodate the business of the roufe,
as wel as the shipping, the road should
be built out straight ucross the flats in
line with the point at Jackson street to
deep water and well out in the bay with
pier. heads running out so that vessels
could load at each side of them from a
track running out on the centre of each
pier head. These piers shoald belong
to the coal eompanies and be kept up at
their expense. The rcasons for leaving
the shore with the road and running
straight out are many, but principally
that the company may be able to fill up
their tresslework with an embankment
so as to have a permanent earthen way
from the shore out to wheie the tracks
switch ont to the different pier heads
where the transfers from the cars to the
ships can be made. If the road is built
down the shore this cannot be done,
because the road bed would not stand
unless filled in from the sLore. On the
otber hand, if built oat from the shore
so that the tides can come and go with
plenty of room each side-of the pier
heads, the strain on the embankmen;
would amount to nothing. It might be
found necessary to protect the outer or
western slope with stone, of which there
is an abundance on the line of the road.
and that, too, within a short distance.
With thesa projects completed and all in
working order, the first step has been
taken to utilize and make these im~
mense coal deposites subservient to our
prosperity, without which they are
comparatively worthless. Over this
road coal can be transported for three
mills a mile per ton cost. An engine
that will weigh eight tons will’haul over
this route, from the Renton miue, at
least five hundred tons per day ot ten
bours, and there is no doubt but that
amount of coal can be marketed, provi-
ded it can be got to ‘market cheap. Of
course tha cheaper the ‘coal the more
there will be consumed.

Let us see how this will pan out. It
is said that $3,000 will Snish the road
bed to the RBenton Mine, except the
tresseling across the bay, which we wi'l
call $12,000, finished for therails. Here
we have $15,000. If the same rail is
used as the Seattle Company use it will
cost about $3,600 per mile, or $54,000
for the fifteen miles. Thare will be
wanted two 8 ton epgines, ‘ocosting on
the rail some $8,000. In addition to
these there will be-wanted 100 coal cars
of the capacity of 4 -tens each, which
can be built jn Seattle for $220 apiece.
$23,000. Here we have an outlay of
$99,000, apd the road is ready to move
$500 tons of eoal per day. 'but we! must
be liberal and allow ancther thonsand,

Deduct the running expens~
es of the two trains, which éould not ex-
ceed twenty dollars per day, we find
just $93 50to be divided amongst the
stock holders. 3
Mind you, Mr. Editor, the intereston
the money to finish the road, amount
ing to 25 per sent., the wear and tear at
16 per cent., which will keep the road
good, has been provided for in theabove
statement. This is no fancy sketch,but
rather a plain statement of facts that
will stand the test.

But, some of our stockholders may
say that they cannot afford to sacrifice
these very liberal donations of land to
build so short a piece of road; that the
end for which these donations were
made would not be satisfied in the build-
ing of the first section of fifteen miles
of road. Even so, one thing is certain,
aud that is, if the Seattle & Walla road

is ever built it will have of necessity to

commence at this end, and there is no
dnubt but the subscribers to this stock,

be it in mouey or lands, would be large-
ly benefitted by the corapletion of the
road to the mines, supposing it tuok
the last acre or dollar within the control
of the company. If, on the other hand,
this important work has to stop for
want of energy or tact to carry this en-

terprise out, what is the donation of
land worth to the company? compar-
stively nothing, for if Seattle is to re-
main a swall village, land outside of
one mile from the business centre will
remain unimproved for many years to
come. Grea! cities have grown up on
smaller beginning than theconstraction
of the first section of this road imrlies.

For instance the city of Chicago. The
first road built out of this city was a
roaa fifteen miles long fo connect the
city with the high land on the divide
between the Desplaine and Fox River.
The object of this road was to form a
kind of portage across the low swamps
surrounding the city on the west, and
was built cheaply, using old strap rails
that had been taken up on someé of the
Eastern roads. This road was built to
satisfy a local trade, and it was not in
contemplation to extend this work furth-
er west than across the low lands, but
when the road was ready for work, it was
found that its extension was a necessity,
and the road was extended to Elgin,
on the Fox River, 1 distance of thirty
miles. From thence dates the growth
of the great city of Ghicago. It was
soon found that the sun sets vest of El-
gin and that the march of Empire was
toward its setting. The consequence of
this great discovery was that another
company was formed and a road was
built out to Dixon on Rock River.—
Business sprang up ulong the . road,
farms were opened up, and the couns
try along the road changed from a wil~
derness to a garden. The people of
Calena, seeing the great benefit arising
from the road east ot them, organized
a company to build from Dizon to the
Mississippi River, to terminate at Ga-
lena. ‘T'his work was commenced under
many difficulties and finally stopped,
until 1853, when some eapitalist from
Boston took hold of the work, consoli

dated the kree roads into one, forming
the Union Chicago & Galena road,
which was the mother of all those
roads that now permeate through the
length and breadth of the great State of
Tllinois and fnally reach out to the Pa~
cific Ocean. Here we see what great
results have grown up from a very small
beginaing. .

But, says some old settler, the case is
not a parallel one. Possibly mnot; bat
the advantage, sf their is any, is in fa-
vor of the Seattle & Walla Walla road.
Once get this road running up to the
Renton mineand the road will build
itself; new interests will be developed
new industries will start up: iron, the
chief of all metats, Will be made; rolling
mills will be put up and rails rolled.
Let this be done and the road ean be
built to Halifax and that, too, from the
eosl and iron that lies on the lipe of the
proposed work, without the aid of large
capital. ~Roll two rails. sell one and
Jay the other, and then you cannot fail.

Anotler enterprise in which our city
is largely interested is the shipping of
this coal from Seattle to the different
murkets. It is bat fair to presume that
if this rcad was finished to the mines
this year thers would be &k least one
thousand tons per day shipped from
this place, within the next year.. -z,

Who can doubt that there 1s
money sud time envugh' wasted every
year in Sea:tle to build and equip just
stch a vessel, and why can’t the time
and money be utilized for this purpose.
In many of the Eastern States bordering
on the Atlantic, such vessels are being
built every year by cooperative labor
and capital, and the plan has succeed~
ed. If there, why not here? There is
no reason why it should not. All that
is wanted is for some ono in whom the
people have confidence, to start tke ball
rolling, and the first thirg we would
know there would be a fine ship down
at the wharf, ready for a load of coal.—
All these things can be done and more,
if we will make up oar minds to do it.

advantage over our Eastern brothers
and that is, our ship would be employed
in our own trade, continually returning
to her home port, giving us a better
chance to look after her, thereby insur~
ing better returns for the money invest-
ed.
By starting this business of ship-
building at this place, 8 large number
of men would be employed and every
branch of business would be benefitted
by the operation. There is no doubt
bat means could be got together to build
a ship. Let some one canvass the mill-
ing towns, The boys at these mills
have plenty of the needful to build ships
or anything else. Satisfy them that
there woanld be fair dealing, and the
funds will be forthcomiug, which are
now thrown away for the want of just
such au opportunity for investment.
There is another means of getting
this coal to market, other than by sail-
ing vessels and that is by steam—by a
system of barges towed by a powerfal
tug. Hoping that a few bints to ship~
pers and others interested in the mov-
ing of coal from here to San Francisco
wounld not be amiss, we will premise
that one of our coal companies should
undertake the transportation of their
own coals. First, under the barge sys-
tem, it would be necessary to build six
barges of, say, fifteen hundred tons ca-
pacity, built just like the hull of a ship;
in fact build them so as to rig them for
sailing if wanted.

These vessels would measure about
700 tons, carpenter's measarement, and
would cost in Seattle about $18 per ton,
or $12,600 a piece ready for service, or
65,600 for the fleet. Next comes the
steamer with 2,400 horse power, the
engines and boilers of which can be
landed at Seattle for $97,000. The hull
can be got up here (so the judges say)
for $40 a ton, which includes the setting
up of the machinery ready for sea.
This, in a ship of 800 tons would cost
$32,000, making the entire fleet cost
$204,600, rather a Iarge sum to be sure.
Baut let us see what they can carry coal
tor per ton to San Franciseo. First, is
the interest on the investment. We
don’t propose to borrow this money
from the Seattle bank, so we will call it
ten per cent. This would amount to
$20,460 per annum. We will ask fifteen
per cent for wear andtare. This brings
us up to $51,150.

To victusl and man this fleet it will
require one captain at $2400 perannum,
two mates, $1800, one chief Engineer,
$1800, two assistants, $1800, two stew-
axds, $1200, eight §remen, $4800, sight
seamen, $3840, eight bargemen, $3840,
victualing thirty-two meu at $10 per
month, $3740. Hear we bave $75,970
for the actual expenses of handling this
fleet. Now let us see what thie fleet will
earn for one year. It would be reason-
able to expect one trip every ten days
or three trips per month. This would
amount to the small sum of 108,000
tons of coal in one year, which at three
dollars per top,iwould i round num-~
bers awmount to $324,000. Deduct the
$75,960 and we find $248,30f,a business
equal to banking on Puget Souzd. In
these estimates there is mo calculation
made for coal.consumed in the steamer,
She should b fitted to burn slsck, an
article not salesble ana would cost-jast
the transportation from the mines to the
steamer. The great advantage arising
from the use of this system of barges
would be in having a oconstant store~
houyse for the coal as it comea from the
mines to the amoun$ of 3,000 toms,
which will be of equal importance in
San Fruncisco, 8s there wil} be ten days
to'dissharge them in: - Tn working this
fleet there will be two barges loading
from the mines, two on the way with
two unloading in S8an Francisco.

It is of antiquity,
and during centuries of years has been
associated with the most important con-
cern~ ol life, both in matters of cere-
mony ana aftairs of the heart. It has
been used ns a means of recognition, as
a credential, and as a form of introducs
tion whicn ensured hospitality to the
bearer of it. Royal edicts were promul-
gated through its medinm, and power,
was transferred by its means. When
Pharoah committed the government of
Egypt to Joseph, ke took his ring from
his finger and gave it to the young Is<
raelite as ‘a token of the authdrity he
bestowed upon him.
Ahasuerus agreed to Haman's eruel
scheme of killing the Jews in all the
king’s provinces, he took the ring off
his hand and gave it o Eaman as his
warrant, and afterwards directed that
ali official letters should be sealed with
bhisring. A ring formerly marked the
rank and authority of a man, and the
king's ring was as important a part of
the insigna of royalty as his scepure or
crown.

The form of the ring is emblematic of
eternity, and its materials of priceless«
ness. Lovers are united by a ring, and
departed (riends are often kept in re-
membrance by the san:e token of affec-
tion, All these gnalities sufficiently er.
plain the reason why in old tales and
legends the power of the ring is a fruit~
ful source of interest. Among many
different nations rings are used as
charms and talismans against the evil
eye and demons, egainsi debility, the
power of the flames, and most of theills
inherent {0 human natare.

In these days, inscriptions upon rings
are comparatively rare, but in eld times
they were common. It is supposed
