On April 3d, 1852, David S. Maynard. 
as a married man settled on and claimed 
the land in question-6!0 acres · under 
Donation Act of Sept. 27th, 1850. 

His then wife was Lydia A. Maynard, 
whom he had left in Ohio with her two 
children, in April, 1850, ostensibly with 
a view of going to California, and ~th 
tba assurance to his family that be 
·;vould return to them within two years. 
In fuct, he went directly to Oregon Ter­
ritory,arriviug there on September 16th, 
1850. 

On the 22d December, 1!'52, DRvid S. 
of his own motion, and without notice 
of any kind, nnd without knowledge of 
the intention or the fuct by Lydu•, pro­
cured an Act to be passed by the Assem­
bly of the q'erritory of Oregon dissolv­
ing, or purporting to dissolve, the honda 
of matrimony between himself and Ly­
dia. 

The knowledge of this Act fint reach­
ed Lydia in Ohio, (where she hnd re­
mained awaiting her husband's return 
since April, 1850, ) in July, 1853, having 
been communicated by letter written to 
his son Henry C. !Uaynnrd, then resid­
ing with his mother. 

On January 15th, 1853, David S. in­
termarried with Catharine T.Brashears. 

The notification, No. 407, and the reg­
ular preliminary affidavits were file<l on 
the 26th of October, 1853. 

The final proof wu made and filed on 
the. 3oth dny of September, 1856. 

The claim was surveyed, as appears by 
the records iu the Surveyor General 's 
office, in 1862. 

In 1\iaynard's aftidavit of October 26th, 
185;), be swP.ars that Lydia died on De­
cember 24th, 1852. 

Upon thP.se proofs, the Register and 
Receiver issued a certificate for the east 
half of the claim to Catharine T : May­
nard, and the west half to David 15., 8Dd 
the apportionment was made in obedi­
dience to the wl'i.tten request of David 
and Catharine, filed May 14, 1869. 

At this latter clute, n large portion of 
the claim hnd been laid out, mapped and 
sold by David and Catherine, &M lots and 
blocks in lllaynards Town of Seattle. 

On December 2d, 1869, the whole 
claim became a component part of the 
City of Seattle, and lies within the cor­
porate limits of that city to-day. 

The case having gone to Washington 
upon this showing, the Commisaioner, 
misled by the affidavit of Maynar~, re­
versed the decision of the Joc .. l Land 
Officers, and sent it back with instruc­
tions to issue a new certificate-one half 
to David S. and the other to the h£irs {)f 
Lydia A . :Maynard, upon the ground 
as expressed in his letter of July 2ht, 
1871, tbnt-

An estate in fee simple is the l8rgest 
possible estate whiqll a man can have, 
being an Rb!to1'\fe ~tate in perpetuity.

The same question arose in the DiR­
trict Court or the Third Judicial District 
of Washington Territory. Chief Justice 
Jacobs presiding, in the case of S. L. 
Ma stic v. W iUlam CrassweU. We quote 
from the opinion WI printed in the Port 
Townsend Argus of Dec. 8, 1870. 

"The right to sell Rfter complying 
with the conditions of the Act. would 
have flowed almost as a legal conse­
quence, but for the restrictive proviso 
in section 4, of the originnl DonatiQn 
Law. A present estate, vested under the 
language of the Act, subject to be divest­
ed by the non-compliance with any of its 
provisions.,, 

'fh" opinion of the Supremo Court of 
the State of Oregon in the case of Lee v. 
Summe.J11, 2 Oregon Rep. 266, is to the 
same effect: ' 

" Oft .the passage or the Donation Law 
Summers was a settler on nud <fccnpant 
of the then public lands known as the 
Summers' Claim, and he was qualified 
lo take as a donee under section 4 of 
that Act. The Act is in the words of 
present grant, and actually conveyed to 
him the legal title to the premises. 
[Fremont v. The U.S. 17 Howard 599.] 
When Congress grants lands in words of 
present grant, the legal title passes to 
the grnntet>. Wilcox v. J ackson, 23 Pe­
ters 499; Fletcher v . P eck, 6 Cranch 
128; Green v. Liter, 8 Craucb 244 ; 
Strother v. Lucas, 12 Peters 454 ; Ruth­
erford v. Green's Heirs, 2 Wheaton 198. 

The cases just cited show that the title 
v~ts immediately in the donee. not the 
less because the title vests in him COD· 
ditionnlly and subject to be defeated by 
his failure to comply with the law, nor 
because the boundaries are yet to be de­
termined by sur,vey." 

l'he concluai~n therefore, from lhese 
authorities, is Irresistible, that on April 
3d, 1852, David S. nnd Lydia A. May­
card each became invested with an es~ 
estate in fee of an unapportioned half 
pnrt of Donation Claim !jo. 440, subject 
only to be divested by a failure on the 
part of David, to perform " the condi­
tions of residence, cultivation and 
proof thereof." The conditions were 
complied with, and the donees are &n· 
titled to a patent.

· A State m Ruins. 

A. re~lar correspondent of the New 
York Tribune describes the present con­
dition of the once proud State of South 
Garolina as follows. 

PBESF.XT CO~'"DITIOX. 

The population of the State IS some~ 
thing over400,000blucks, and something 
nuder 300,®Q whites. The result of 
the war has made a yet greater dispro­
portion in, the comptirathe numbers of 
*h~ vo!ing. pvpnlntion. 'I'hese nre es­
timated to be in the proportion of 40,000 
'lrhites to GO,OOO black voters, the nggre­
gJ\te being over 100,000. But in the 
Legislature, out of 12! members, there 
ace but thirteen representati ~es of the 
.,·Lite minority. The rest of the assem­
bly is - black, with the Cl:ception thnt 
h ere-and there i9,1l. white representative 
of n b!ack;: conRtituenoy. There are 
enough of these, nlong wtth a few in­
telligent colored people, to lend the 
great body of ignornnce nnd barbarism 
of which the main body is composed. 

THIEVES AND llfiSCDE.U.'TS. 

The men who manage the Legislature 
and the State Government are thieves 
and miscreants. The great body of the 
Le:;islature are the ignorant and corrupt 
iustrtments with . which· they work1 and 
though the individuals composing the 
mass are bought and sold like cattle in 
the market, their venality in some cases 
is relieved of much of its criminality 
hy reason of the denseness of their ig­
rromnce. Numbers of the blacks who 
occupy seats ~ the Legislature regnrd 
themselves only in the light of employes 
of the Government. Their pay is six 
dollars a day for the session, and special 
llaY for their sepernte votes on every 
IO Aasnre in which there- is money. 
'l'hese votes are bought ann sold without 
even a pretense of h iiling the 1lni;itious 
transaction. The negro himself i~ 

ll \rdly conscious of criminality, while he 
makes his bargain. He owns his mule; 
h e sells it. He owns his chicken; he 
sells it. He conside.rs hill vote just as 
rou'ch n part of his perROnnl property as 
his mule and his chicken. Why should 
he not' sell h nlso? He does sell it, ami 
he naively wonders that anybody should 
complain. 

SC.1LE OF PRICES FOB TOTES. 

Of course the scnle of pay varies. It 
is jrist according to each man's intelli­
gence and rapacity. A.. few hundred 
dollars in specinl gratuities is enough to 
sntisfy the demands of a plantation 
negro. Others get more, and more, 
and more. One of \he smarter sort was 
tLccnsed the otber day on the ftoor of 
ibe House, by a colleague, with then 
having twelve thousand dollars of State 
boncls m his pocket, corruptly obtained. 
and the charge was not denied. 

Bnt the evidence of gross and unh·er­
sal corrur,tion is palpable in the way 
Herybody lives who has anything to do 
with the Government. There is a happy 
~:o-lucky air among them nil. If a 
black gets into the I,egislature, that ia 
enough. , He works 1•o more. He has 
no occasion. He has money enong)l. 
It is the same with the oecnpants of 
the executive offices, all are sleek and 
fat with their illgotten gains. They ai·e 
like pirates who baV3 captured a richly­
laden ship. They riot in the plunder, 
c.uing not at all for,~ even tbinlrJng 
of, the owners. 

GIG.U."TIC THEFr .L'iD COIUill'P'l'IOS. 

But the irrefrogible P.vidence of gigan­
tic theft and curruption stands like a 
monument in the VBiit increase of the 
State debt, an icrease for which 
there is nothing to show. The State 
may be Rearcb ed in vain to find where the 
money has gone. It ia in no public 
work. It is in no scheme of public im· 

provel'llent. It lias simply been ston. 
It bas gone into the pockets ol high­
way robbertl wllo compose the legisla­
tive and the· executive government of 
the State. Behold tJresturendons sum! 
1u 1865 the bounded debt, according to 
the report of the Congre~sional eo~­
mittee who have lately returned from 
their investigMions, was, in ronrul num­
bers, $5,058,000. In 18C8 it was 86,-
45!,000, On the 20th of December, 
1871, it had risen to the enormous ag­
gregate of $15,768,000. It was not cer­
tain that this sum covered tbe whole 
liabilities of the State. So mnch frnurl 
and complicity in corrupt practices by 
the Stf\te officials had been developed, 
so much willful concealment aud ap­
parent ignomncc of the amonnt of the 
robberies and isues of the f:>tate bonds 
was mnnif~stcd, that there was no cer· 
tni11ty that even the frightf11l &jtgrcgnte 
which was estnbliRbed would not be 
augmented when all the plunde!ing had 
come to light. 

But whether it be more or not we have 
here nn addition to the State d!lbt since 
the war of n~ar $11,000,000. And this 
!lnm has been million by million, dollar 
by dollar, deliberately1aken by the vil­
lains who haYe bad pos~ession of the 
State since that r ei'iod, with the excep­
tion of such moderate sums ns were 
necessitated by the measures of recon­
struction. 

THE &'T.\TE l!IP.ED. 

The State is mired, ' D<l their seems 
to be no standing-ground for an effort 
at extrncti~n . Ami yet it must be ex· 
tricated or go'<erument is a failure. As 
has been already said, there are but 
thirteen Repres~ntatives out of one 
hundred aud twenty-four members of 
the Legisi.-ture, who are regarded as 
representath•es of the tax-payer!\ of the 
State. Of these, eight come fr<>m two 
upper counties adjoining Georgia. 
These Representatives are tirerl of n 
hopeless strug!lle against the thieves 
who have plunged the State in bankrupt­
cy, and threaten ~ten era! confiscation. 
These two cot·nties have petitioned to 
be set off to Georgia. As their excisipn 
would just about extinguish the trifti~g 
minority of the Legislativ.e and leave it 
a unit in its corruption, it is supposed 
the majority Will grant the prayer. So 
that the last remnant of the holding 
ground of the tax-payers seems to be 
on the point of disappearing. 

It is thus that 300,000 white people, 
more cr less composing the intelligence 
nun property-holders o( the State, are 
put under the heel of 4.00,000 pauper 
blacks, fresh from a st•llo of >lavery and 
1gnorunce the most dense. Guided by 
unprincipled ad ~enturers f10iu other 
States, who make use of these freed1pen 
as their agents for the most nefarions 
acts which were ever commitetl &uder 
the shelter of Republican forms of 
go"ernmeut, this blind and unintelltgent 
mass is precipitated upon the intelli­
gence and wealth of the State till they 
are buried out of sight. 

WHAT OF THE NATIVE WHITES? 

It is sometimes asked why the white 
people of the State do not endeavor to 
influence the blacks by kind treatment. 
The answer is, that the jealousy of the 
black of his old master is profound, un­
yielding, ancl ' universal. Where the 
kindest personnl relations prevail, 
where the freedmen reronin on the old 
plantations, and wor'!r. the land on 
:shares in contentment and harmony 
'with the proprietors, the testimony_ is 
that, so far as voting is concerned, the 
old master is utterly without influ­
ence. He cannot obtain a vote or the 
promise of a vota. In this matter the 
black will lisen only to tbe unprincipled 
-adventurer who rides through the conn, 
try claiming to be one of those who 
gnvs·freedom to the slaves. Conscious 
of their present liberty, the freedman's 
·dread of its possible loss makes him 
most suspicious and apprehensive of 
mortals. ln property and sickness, in 
trial~ and trot.~bles, he reports to his 
old master, .and seeks his aid and coun­
sel witli a childlike confidence. But 
in voting he is steeled to his advtce, and 
will die before he will take it. 

Thus o\-erwhelmed and h elpless, 
what is the a vernge property-holder to 
do? lie aims fnithfnlly to get upon 
his legs and keep upon h1s le~s, but the 
grinding t.untion actually imposed, and 
still more that which is threateneil, 
makes him despair of escaping vir~nal 

confiscation. He would get out of the 
State if he could, but there is nobody 
to buy his property. On a visit to 
South Carolina a few years ngo, Senntor 
Sprague, of Rhode Island, n.ttrncted by 
the great natural advantages of wat_er­
power at the cqpital of the State, pur­
chased it and spent a considerable sum 
of money preparatory to s\1\rting man­
ufactories there. The development 
soon after, of the corruptions and mens­
nrless robberies of the State Govern­
ment, brought his operations tQ a dead 
stand, and now he oAly awaits the 
folorn hope of an opportunity to ex­
tricate his venture from the clutches of 
the thieves and villains who ha,.e the 
States ty the throat and are sucking its 
life's blood: 

"'WHY DON'T YOU BEB£L AGA.IY." 

"Why don't yon rebel again?" askt<d 
a Boston mnn who was lately trnveling 
through the State. "This time yon will 
have a reason." Alas why? Subjected 
to opplf!llllive conditions, such as it may 
safely be said no State or community 
in the civilized world is to-day endur­
ing, the whlte minority in South Car­
olina are quiet and dumb. They have 
no life. Their _spirit has gone . out. 
Their inertia amoll;\IS to demornlization. 
The fires of war licked up all their avail­
able substance. The grave conra a 
generation of their fighting men. Until 
time repairs the waste of blood and 
sinew lost by war, there ia &o fnat.rinl 
to orghnize into resistance. .\t present 

there seems to be no heart for it. and 
no thought of it. ~t do llo& tbe wild 
eriJIICII of the Kt~!Klox 'JUII~ of the 
State foreshadow a possible future for 
that wret<'bed people that demands the 
earnest attention of thoughtful stGtes­

TnE .TEws.-From accounts in foreign 
papers it would oppeur thnt the Jews 
are rapiclly increasing in w(;olth und 
commercial influence and that they nre 
more thnn holding their ovrn in poiflt 
of numbers. They are now most nu­
merous in what are known as Barbary 
St11tes in the north of Africa, where 
tbt>y form the chief element of the pop­
ulation. The next largest number _are 
in Central Europe, from the lower 
Danube to the Baltic sea. It i~ said the 
number of blnck J ews in Africa is large 
and rapidly increa~ing. Jews are pen­
etrating every portion of Asia, carrying 
on commerce and establishing uew 
branches of industry. They fire bu);ng 
race horses and coffee in "Araba the 
Blest," and are trading in cashmere 
goods in faminestricken Persia. In 
China proper and in Chochin there are 
fast becoming the most extensive op­
erations in all kinds of native rroducts. 
and in mn11nfactured goods. l\Iuch of 
tbe commerce of South Africa is in 
their hands, and now that tbe diamond 
fever has broken out, Ja1'1ie numbers 
are going there from Europe. As Jew­
ish influence is extending . northward 
from the Cape of Good Hope, and 
southward from the Barbary Stnte~. it 
would seem that Central Africa is more 
likely to become Judaized than Chris­
tianized. Al1·endy their caravans are 
crossing the Sahara Desert, while their 
boats, freighted with merchandise, are 
floating down the Nile, Orange and 
Niger.
