This gas IS a combinnhon 
of sulphur nnd hydrogen , and is called 
sulphurated hydrogen or sulpby<lric 
ncid, and\Jlackeos stlver, copper, tin , 
etc., w1tu which it comes in contnct, 
formmg sulphnrates of these various 
metnls. Sulphydric acict gna is very de­
leterious to nuimnl life; an atmosphere 
containing one· thousandth of ils volume 
of tbts acid will kill a dog, and one two­
hnodretb-aod-fiftieth Will destroy a 
horse. Stx or eight pounds of copperas 
( the commercial sulphate of iron ) 
thrown into a sink w1ll suffice to decom­
pose the s nlphydric acid and keep lbe 
place free from uupleRStlnt oder for two 
or three months, and wlil not cost over 
thirty cent. Every family in cities 
~hould be required to use tb1s agent two 
or three times a year. Preptlred cbnr­
conl in powder (buhn larger quantities) 
will have the same effect. Al~o. R liber­
al use of dry powdered earth or dust 
from the roncl can be used with good ef· 
feet. Of this last material earth closets 
nre tilled .
