Hr. James Caird, tho English au­
thority on breadstuffs, says Great 
Britain can no longer compete with 
American grain growers, and he ad­
vises English farmers to turn their at­
t~n~on to some other crop. 

The latest news in the electric field is 
the reported invention of a method of 
applying electricity as a motive power 
on elevated railways. It is claimed 
that it will entirely banish all noise, 
smoke, dripping coal-oil, 1lying cinders 
-the disagreeable attendants of the 
present arrangement. 

The highest mountain on earth, so 
far as known, is no longer Mount Ever· 
est in the Himalaya, measuring 29,002 
feet, but Mount Hercules, in the cen:.. 
ter of New Guinea, which measures 
32,768 feet. It was discovered by Cap­
tain J. A. Law.;on, who mounted it to 
a height of 25,314 feet, when he had to 
ret11rn, the air beiDg too rare.
