Then till 
in 1dth hsllast, and wh~n the pde~ 
are t>aten otT they will t~tili be held 
in position. 'lhe same worms that 
eat off the niles will act on tlte bal­
last in such a manner as to cement 
the mass to~e~hcr, and when the 
piles arE> finally removed that por­
tion below the water iine will re· 
main almo11t as solid a!l a wall of 
rock. C"lifornia ballast is said t~J 
be very good for fi!Jing in wLarve~<, 
as the worms will readily cement it 
together.

York, his jurisdiction including that 
portion of the coast north of San 
"Frandsco. While in tltis city, Mr. 

Stubbs urged Capt. j>. S . Nickerson 
to give his time to the work among 
sailors; acting on this suggestion 
the Captain prepared a map of Puget 
Sound, showing the location of the 
different points of Wl•rk, "1\'itb the 
amount of popnlation, and the 
nnmber of ves..els calling at ench. 
This map was forwarded to New 
York with a request that an appro­
prilltion be made sufficient to main­
tain a missionary. The .result is not 
yet learned. Capt. Nickerson is as 
good a selection as could be made 
for this work, as he has followed the 
sea for years, visiting many of the 
ports of both the olu and new world . 
He- knows just how to reaoh the 
hearts of the men his work is among. 
Pending an answer from the Society, 
the Captain calls on all the yessels 
in the harbor each Sabbath morning, 
~~eattering traP.ts, and giving invita­
tions to attend the sel yices of the 
day. Last S"bbatlt he succeeded in 
persuading about thirty sailors to 
attend church. This is some of the 
most important chnrcl1 work in our 
city. In casa the appropriatipn in 
not granted, it is expected the Young 
l\Ien's Christian Association will 
take the work in charge. 

A Wmu S!vAGE.-There is cer­
tainly no accounting for the whims 
of some of our women. Elton 
made a hit years ago in one of his 
comic ·'All·my·nacks," by likening 
a woman to a ben, and then saying 
that Ileus haJ' not a grain of sense, 
as that was "a grain oot found in 
gizzards."

The woman seems to have 
exhausted all her animosity during 
the trial, for no sooner was sentence 
pronounced than she ste!Jptld for­
ward, counted out the coin, and re· 
]eased her savage lord from 'the
