Precautions—The Dwelisng or Appartments. —
Cleaplisess in aed around the dwelling, and
pure sir in living aud sleeping rooms, are of
the utmost importance wherever suy oon-

lagious disease in prevaiiing, as cleanliness
tends both to prevent and mitigate it. Every
kiod and source of fiizh around and in thy
house sheuld be throughly removea ; eceliars
and foul arens should be olenved and disinfec-
ted ; drains should be put in perfect repair ;
dirty walls and ceilings should be lime-wash-
ed, and every occupied room should be
throughly ventilated. Apartments which
have been occupied by persons sick with
drphtheria should be cleansed with disinfec-
tants, eeilings Itme-washed, and upholsterd
furniture, etc., exposed many days to fresh
air and the sunlight (all articles which may
be toiled or subjected to high degrees of heat
should be thus disinfected). Such rooms
should be exposed tu currents of fresh air for
at Jeast one week before revecupation.

Well Chiidren —When diphtieria is prevail-
ing, no c¢hid should be zllowed to kiss
strange children wor those suffering from
sore throat {the disgusting custom of com-
pelling children to kiss every visitor is a well
comtrived mw hod of propagating other grave
diseases than diphtheria), nor should it sleep
with or be eonfined to rovms oceupied by, or
use articles, ss toys taken in the mouth,
handkerchiefs. etc, belonging to children
having sore throat, croup,or catarrah.  If the
wenther is cold, the child should ve warmly
clad with flanoels.

Wihen Dightheria is in the House or in the Fam-
#y.—The well children shouid be scrupulous-
ly kept apart from the sick in dry, well aired
rocme, and every possible source of infection
thiough the air, by personal contaet with
the sick and by articles nsed about them or
in thoir rooms, should be rigidly guarded.
Every attuck of scre throat, croup,and catar-
rh should be &t onee attened to. The feeble
skould have invigorating food and treatment,
