Eprmor Staresway :—This quaint old
town in Sonora, Mexico, is located on the
east shore of the Gulf of California, and
hlllhlrbor" dlocked and sheltered
from the sea ‘whick approaches through
ch Is bet: the islands of “n'iurds,
San Vicente, Pitayas and Cochori. The
0dd and distinctive features of this strange
old town are so peculiar that I have been
tempted to give your readers some idea
of its location, its future possibilities, and
sorcethiiig & the ante-dilnvian habits of
this city of six thousand souls.

1 came down from 'Frisco on a very
comfortable coast wite steamer which
touches here about once a mouth, carry-
ing a few passengers and a light eargo of
goods. We anchored one bright morn-
ing in the harbor, and while we were pre-
paring to fo ashore I took in the wild and
romantic surroundings of this port, so
soon to by a great cial entre-
pot in the American-Australian trade.

Lazy Yaqui Indians were plying their
vocation on every hand catching fish of
many varieties or taking shrimps, crabs,
lobsters and oysters that are found in
great abundance.

THE TOWN OF GUAYMAS

Nestles at the end of its quiet and secure
harbor, surrounded on three sides by
high bluffy mountains. The opening iuto
the ocean between two high, rugged cliffs,
is about five miles from the city, and
within this straight tae bay widens so as
to furnish what has been well termed the
most secure harbor on the Pacific. About
half a mile from the town an island’ di-
vides the inner from the outer ha.bor
and it is on this island that the south-
western terminus of the great Atchison,
Toveka and Santa Fe is located. Here
are the immense wharves and unlimited
dockage, where the heavicst men-of-war
can anchor in safety. Beyond the island
landward, the water is much shallower,
the average depth being but about 9 feet
while on the seaward side there is a depth
averaging 30 feet. The railroad reaches
its terminus by a long bridge from the
eastern shore, and will be able to trans-
port

FREIGHT TO THE STEAMER DIRECT.
After some little delay at the custom-
house, we walked over to the American

adobe building, surrounding a court or
placita. Irs mud floors, and small win-
dows, and low ceilings, are striking nov-
elties. After a lunch my friend and I
sauntered through the town, which car-
ries the Mexican stamp upon its face
The buildings are all of adobe, built one
story high, and better as a class than those
in New Mexico. In faet some of th.m
were hizhly ornamental. As we neared
the public square or plaza, we found a gay
scene awaitingus. The native band from
the garrison was playing a medley of
Spamish airs, and the plaza was filled with
ladies, young and old, in gay costumes,
who promenaded without escorts, their
natural protect tandi tside the
circle and bowed here and there as they
recognized acquaintances. It was a very
pretty sight to an American unused to
such scenes. I found, upon becoming
better acquainted, that

THE INHABITANTS
are divided into three classes, the Upper
Ten being the Spanish merchauts whom I
found refined and educated and with an
elegant gentility about them, too often
lacking among vur own aristocarcy.

The middle class are the native Mexi-
can and the lower, the Yaqui Indians,
who have been largely employed in grad-
ing the road between Hermosilla and
Guaymas. I was astonished to find what
we term slavery (here called peonage) is
in full vogue. If a man becomes in debt
to another for 310 he is placed in absolute
servitude until it is paid, and as wages
vary from 10 to 35 centsaday, a man
who once gets behind 810 is hopelessly in-
volved.

Perhaps the most noticable characteris-
tic of Guaymas is the evident aversion
and hostility to anything which savors
of progression. In transporting cargoes
from the wharf to the custom house and
thence to the business hcuses, no drays or
wagons are allowed to be used, because it
takes away the labor of the men who pack
everything on their backs, and in cany-
ing water from the large well which snp-
plia the town the same law iz in vogue,
and a movement to bring the water mnto
town by pipes was instantly squelched by
the anthorities | made considerable in-

MINING
Is concerned. Back further, however,
from the coast there are many mines be-
ing worked which are paying splendidly
and many more deserted ones where shafts
were put down from 300 to 500 feet by
the Spaniards years ago, but which now
contamn more or less water. In those
early years these miners were destitute of
pumps and proper appliances necessary to
free the shafts from water and many ex-
cellent mines were destroved by flooding.
These abandoned mines have all reverted
to the government and can be bought for
a pominal sum. I see here a rich field
for some enterprising companies, for with
our modern hydrauie pamps these mines
could be emptied at a comparatively small

The steamer Atho from Colon, confirms
the fall of Lima. On January 14th, the
Chilians advanced in a heavy fog unob-
served, until the second Chilian line was
within 400 meters cf the enemy. Their
first line engaged in a hand to hand con-
flict for two hours, and the Peruvians
maintained the fight for 12 hours, until
4 p. ., when being nearly flanked by the
Chilians, who lost heavily, they were
oblized to retire. Two days later, the
Peruvian reserve of 6000 young men of
Lima, resisted the Chilian advance, iring
from breast works for five hours, when
the Chilians forced their way into the
town of Miraflores and reduced it toashes.
Losses in killed and wounded in the two
battles are estimated at 9000 Peruviaus
and 7000 Chitians. The Peruvian loss in
material and lives is immense, and the
army of the center is entirely without the
means of war. The Chilians entered
January 17th, without resistance and es-
tablished a local government with Godal,
former Chilian minister in Ecuador, as
prefect. The capitol is orderly. The
populace burned the Chinese quarters on
the 15th of January, oa account of the
alleged enmity of the Chivese to the
country.
