How the Late Czar was Killed.

The recent trial of Russian nihilists has
developed new facts regarding the assas
s'nation of Alexander IL. It seems the
execution of this terrible plan was con-
fined to three of the most trustworthy in
the nihflistic brotherhood.
a wall facing the seene chosen f.r the at-
tempt. In that wall three aiches had
been contrived for watchmen to shelter
themselves when necessary.  Each of the
nihilists occupied a niche. The first was
ordered to allow the Emperor and his
suit to pass. The second was to (hrow
the first dynamite bomb as svoun as the
backs of the escort were turncd. The
thizd was ordered to do nothing unless
his comrade should fail.

These orders were faithfully executed.
As soon as the Emperor and his escort
had passed, the secoud nihilist threw his
bomb, which exploded with terrific effect.
killing horses and Cussacks, and blowing
the Emperor's carriage to pieces, but the
Czar was unhurt. Then the first nihilist,
with his deadly missile concealed under
his arm-pit, forced his way through the
crowd and flung his bomb between the
feet ot the Czar, just as the latter had ex-
tricated himself from the wreck of the
carriage. The act was both suicidal and
murderous—a deed of assassination not
without heroism, for the nihilist himself
was instantly killed, while the lower por-
tion of the Emperor's body was actually
blown off. Then the third nihilist also
forced his way through the throng of hor-
rified spectators, lifted the shattered body
of the Czar, and carefully examined the
vietim. All this while he had his bomb
ready to use, but seeing that the Empe-
ror was alresdy beyond all hope, he
placed the mautilated body in the hands of
he emperor's brother, and the aid-de-
camps, and then, retiring into the erowd,
disappeared. Subsequently betrayed by
the woman Helfman, he was arrested,
and tried on the 25th of February. The
details of this trial are already known.

Papers are starting up and suspending
ali over i country every few montha
There are four, if ot tei: ‘imee as many
newspapers published as are needed.
Printers and men whe have been casual
editors or written a little for newspapers,
have a peculiar itching to b the
| proprietor of a newspaper. They think
| every county seat and every town of a
{ few hundred inhabitants isa good place to
{ start a newspaper, and if they can secure
a press and a little materisl, even on
credit, they launch out with high hopee,
expecting eoon to make a fortune or be
elecied to Congress and becuwme the most
popular man in the county orstate. This
is all a sad mistake. A useful newspaper
man is seldom popular. He has tread on
teo mauy men's corns, has written the
wrongs and exposed the frauds and cor-
ruptions of public men too often o be
called a clever man in society. He should
never think of an office. He canuot be
independent and takea lerding part on
important yuestions without antagonizing
bitter opposition. An able, well-con-
ducted newspaper is a blessing to a coun-
try, but a cheap, effiminate paper is suly
a curse. The latter seldom publish an
editortal or discuss a leading question.
If iie contines his paper to clippings from
other papers, he does but little harm, but
his subscribers might as well buy last
year's almanacs. A Iarge proportion of
cheap newspapers men think their only
mission is to throw dirt at somebody or
abuse their brother aditors. The people
are half at fault for extending patronage
to such trashy papers. They want their
own town written up and think that op-
position in newspapers is a good thing.
These are No well-founded
newspaper is jealons of neighboring
towns. Their growth is the gl\)'ﬁl of
the paper, because it represents and
writes up the whole country.
