Irish Evictions.

According to a return ordered by the
House of Lords, there were in Ireland dur-
ing the year ending December 31, 1850,
evictions of 2,110 families, roprescuting 10,-
657 persons.  So many at least came to the
knowledge of the con-tabulary. There may
Of
these 217 families, reyresenting 1,031 per-
sons, are reported to have been readmitt d
as tenants, under what condition 13 not
stated, and 47 families, consisting of 4,996
persons, were readmitted as care takers,
Carctakers may be evicted at will without
auy rrocess at law or legal compensation;
so that their readmission does not neces
sarily amount to much. The largest num-
ber of evictions occurred in Muunster, next in
Leiuster, next n Connaught and 1ot in
Ulster, in projortion to population. Never-
theless, the actual number of evictions in
Ulster was 497 faunlies, consisting of 2 401
per-ons. In the Jast quurter evic.ions have
stown a consid: rable decrease.  The Lond
Le:gue claims for itsclf the honor of tuis
decrease. Of agraran offences th-re oc-
oceurred 1,718 in the six months ending
June 30, 1880. Convictions were obtained
in 73 cases; in 117 the offonders were mad-
amenable, but not convicted; in 47 the ac-
cused await trial; in 1,418 cases the offen-
ders were neither convicted nor made
amenable. Very many of these last cases
were the sending of threatening lettera.

The
veterinary surgeon employed by the
Union stock-yard company, of this eity
pronounce the discase authorax or inflam-
mation of the stomach and bowels. The
symptoms are coutractions of the muscles
and a shaking of the whole body as with
achill. The cause is not known, but the
disease is becoming frightfully prevalent,
and owners of large herds in Western
Towa and eastern Nebraska are beeoming
very much alarmed. Great precaution
is to Le exercised hereafter in keeping
stock from intermingling. Healthy stock
coming in contact with those diseased
secm to contract the disease at onee.
Thus far medieal aid has failed. The
wortality among milch cows to-day is
alarming, and 1t is desirable that the
widest possible publicity should be given
to the prevailing epidemic, in order that
the owners of stock may provide against
it as much as possible. Tt may only
prove local in its scope but it is now
known to be rapidly spreading, and where
it may end no one, of course, pretends to
say.
