Warenine —We believe thai the
sprinkiing of bedding plants dunng
dry weather not only does no good,
but is icjurions. When, from using
the watering pot, it seems as if the
earth were wet, we shali find that it
has penetrated scarcely baif an inch.
This can have little etlect upon ke
roots, while evaporation carries it
away at once upen receiving the first
rays of the sun. The surface earth is
made by artificial sprinkting hard and
close, thus excluding the air, formng
a readier evnductor of beat, aud offer-
ing a barrier to the ready wbsorption
of moisture and rain when showers
come—as lhv‘\' sometimes do—10 miti-
gate the kiling effects of droughts
long contivued. It we would preserve
the ireshness of our flower-beds, :nl
are willing 0 take the time and paios;
