From the Grasshopper Mines,
We are indebted to Capt, Armstrong, of
this city, for the use of a private letter

| written to him from the Beaver Head, or

Grasshopper mines, by Capt. De Lacy, fer- |
The letter is desciip-
tive and interesting. - We extract the fol.
lowing :
You wili naiureily wani to know some-
| thing about the mines. The mines which
| bave excited the prople eo much, usually
called th: Beaver Head Mines, are not
ak the Beaver Head at all, but are situated
| on Grasshopper creek, a branch of the Jef-
| Ferson Fork of the Missouri, and about 150
miles south of the jum:llrm of the Deer
Lodze and Hellgzate tivers. The diggings |
are chiefly hill -Iq,xm;n and  are situated |
in a canon five or six miles long, Above |
and below this the creck opens out, amd
the gold deposit scems to ceasc, us nothing
bas been found-by numerous prospecters.
Eeveral quartz leads have beer found on
both sidus, which are said to be very rich—
they run north and south across the creek,
and one has been traced for some distance.
1 have some spacimens with me to bring
down, The rock which contains the gold
in these lends, the miners call rotten quariz,
hut to me it has all the appearances of iron
ore. Of course it is impossible for any one
to judge of the richnoss of these lemls b_r
simply secing the sre.rock. . In many pie-
&8 you can see gold itis traz, but not in
all.  The chain of mountains in wl these
mines oceur, is o black tompict limestone,
very hard, and close ‘graizied, and the gravel
which iz thrown nut of the i gings is the
same.  This is curious, as it is seldom, 1
rlieve, that gold is found in large quanti-
ties in this kind of rock

The diggings ore c'hleﬂy on the south
side of the creek end the miners dig their
pay dirt on the mountuin side, at an eleva-
tion of from 20 to 100 fout. ‘I he dirt they |
let down on slides or other contrivances to |
the ereck, where o partner wazhes it in o
rocker. Hockers are used almost exelu-
sively, At the time 1 was in the diggings
there were only one or two 5685 of sluices,
and those could not be norked on acesunt
of being frozen up
could only be wsed nbuut lhrte Imurs in
the day. The weather was intensely cold.
e creek was covered with ice o foot thick,
and I slept in the open air,’” with the ther-
memeter below zero, It is actually so cold
as a general thing, in these mines and in
the Deer Lodge that it cannal snow.

The gold is found on the bed rock and |
the miners report that they can make from
$10 to $15 per fay, even under the pres-
ent difficulties.

SoumiT Brok MoUXTAINS,
April 5th, 1863. }

Epe. STATESMAX :—As o warning b
those who intend traveling from your city
to Boise with teams, I feel it my duty to
aequ-ml them with some facts in regard to
the natare of the road as & wagon-road,
and alvo to inform them of the danger to
be met at one poiat of the rond.

On the 23th ule. I left Walla Walla with
a team (as [ supposed) strong enough to
draw my load through any depth of mud
casily; which they did to the hottowm of the
mud, but could go no farther.

On the 29th 1 reached the summit, and
after finding that the road grew worse in-
stead ‘of better, I concluded to get my
freight packed through to Grand Ronde
valley, and was informed by packers that
over such a road 9 cts per pound was little
t!lﬂll"‘l—"lﬂ\lgll distant but 40 miles.

The followingsfacts - from a St.

Providence and certain operations
which are in progress against the
rebels will prove interesting at
this time :

Lake Providence there is little
doubt was once the bed of that
river. There is still a deep hol-
low between the river and that
lake; a distance of about four
hundred yards. The surface of
Lake Providence is ten oriwelve
feet lower than that of the river,
there being a strong levee be-
tween them, built expressly to
keep out the water of the Missis-
sipp. To remove this levee and
dig a canal from the river bank
to the lake is now the plan being
carried into operation.

The point where the Loke
Providence cut-off will strike the
Mississippi is sixty miles above
Vicksburg. This lake has two
outlets, one of which is bayou
Tensas and the other bayou Ma-
con, these bayous joining a short
distunce below the Vicksburg and
Shreveport railroud, and forming
Tensas river, ‘a deep stream,
which can only be compared ton
beautiful ship canal, navigable for.
more than 150 miles, and which
empties into Black river, Black
river emptying into Red riv er, 40
miies above the mouth of ihe
latter.

The work of opening the Lake
Providence cut-off was commen-
ced by Gen. Deitzler’s brigade,
on the 2d and 3d of February, af-
ter a reconnoisance of and exam-
ination, which showed it to be
feasible and promising. The en-
tire 17th army corps was ordered
to the place and hos no doubt ar-
rived, so that there are three or
four brigades at work in the en-
terprise. _Our correspondents in-
form us that great confidence is
lelt in its entire success.

The reader will inquire what
effect the construction of this lake
Providence eanal will have upon
the reduction of the rebel strong-
liold at Vicksburg. Vessels will
pass through it at least thirty
miles west of Vicksburg, coming
qut 180 miles below that town.
