It is very instructive to read of the
self-denial nud exemplary lives of the
ancient philosophers.  The yoath of
every ago can study them with profit.
Antisthenes'was & fair model of that
celf-denying class, and a short sketch of
ibe leading event in his life will throw
great light upon how theuncient philos-
Sphern in general lived.

Alter the death of their master the
wchelars of Socratessep rated into threeo
different sects, distinguished by the
pames of Cynic, Academic and Cyre-

naie.

Antisthenes was the founder of the
first of these sects. Different reasons
havo been assigned why these philoso-
phers woro styled Ciic; some say it
1 as because they livod like dogs, and
others, because the place where Antis-
thenes taught was near one of the har-
bors of Athens, called Cynosarges.

He was the son of an Athenian of the
sgame name; his mother was o slave,
When he was reproached with being the
sonof o Phyrgian, **What of that ?" said

he; *did ot the same country give
birth to Cybelo, the mother of the
gods?” Ho was at first a scholar of the

orator Gorgias, but heafterward formed
a sehool for bimself, to which his dis-
i ished pupils

THE ‘‘MEMENTO-MORI” THAT TOLD THE
HOURS FOR MARY QUEEN OF SCOTS.
The associations connected with this
relic of the beautifal and ill-starred
Queen of Scots invest it with an interest
at once profound and melancholy. On
the eveniug of February Tth, 1586-7, the
pight previous to her execution at
Fotheringay Castle, Mary perused ber
will, rend over the inventory of her
goods and jewels, and wrote down the
names of her attogdants and domestics
to whom she had bequeathed each arti-
cle. Among the bequests of this sad
hour was the memepto-megi watch,

" | which was left to Mary Seton, one of

the four Marys who were her maids of
honor. From this lady it descends to
its present possessor, Bir Thomas Dick
Lander, of Grange and Fountainhall.
The watch is of silver, shaped like s
sknll. On the forehead is a figure of
Death, armed with his 'customary
emblems, the scythe and the hour-
glasa. He is standing between a palace
sad a cottage, with one foot at each
door. Burrounding this figure is the
ropriste legend lfnnn Horace—
'allida mors aequo puisat pede paupsrum
iabenas regumque terres.
