Wasamarox, D. C., Jan.0th, 1880,

The interest of Agrienlture and Cem-
merce will be looked atter this winter,
and it is likely that some progress will be
made in placing them more directly under
government Inspection and regulation.
The growing Importance ef agriculture
In particular demands =tiention.

Senator  Windom accordingly Intro-
duced in the Senatea resolution calling
upon & committee to investigate and re-
port upon the practibility of establishing
& department of ugricultnre and Com-
merce, whose haad shull be & cabinet offl-
cer, and guve notice that he will shortly
make & speech on the subject. Senator
Dayis of West Va. sald that ‘he had also
been conteniplating the same subject, and
others showed that they took an interest
in it. Senator Windom developed his
plan partly =everal month ago, and he has
glven the subject 2 good deal of thought.

‘I'he subject ot a deticiency bill to pay
the United States Marshals for services
rendered in 1870 has been referred to a
House committée and it looks now ag
though the Democrats would not *‘starve
them out’ on that subject, although there
I= anticipated a fight on the new bill pro-
viding for thelr future pay. Many Dem-

Dur-
ing the past two years the growth in
population, the increase in values of
real and personal property, the open
ing up of new branches of industry
through which which the native
wealth and varied rich resources of
the Territory are beginning to be

in whichlgreat finuncisl depressions
have been prevalent in many por-
tions of our country and which more
or less affected the producing and
mechanincal industries of our Terri-
tory. The Territory is antirely free
from debt, and during the last quar.
ter not one dollar of interest was
disbursed from its Treasury, and at
this time the total amount of the out
standing interest due the unpaid will
not exceed the sum of twenty-five
dollars, By the exercise of prudence
and wise discrotion in the appropria-
tions, and economy in expenditures,
with such needed corrections, by
legislative enactment, of some im-
portant arrors and abuses in our
present system of revenue laws re-
ferred to in this report, it is confi-
dently beliaved that a reduotion in
the rate of taxation for Territorial
purposes can safely be made toa
maximum, say not exceeding three
mills on the dollar, which doubtless
wlll raise sufficient revenue to meet
all the current expeuses of the Ter-
ritorial government and avoid the
necessity of paying one dollar’s in-
terest after the first day of January,
1880,

While in prison, he delighted
in being recoguized by bis fellow con-

And aia man of nerve, who never went
back on kis “pards,” chief among whom
were Sacramento Bill and Joe Mulligan.
The story being rife among the convicts
that be and another Barbary coaster
robbed a bov of a few dimes, and becuuse
the little fellow scresmed and ‘made a
noise over it, they picked him up and
tossed bim into the bay, he was admit
ted to the confidence of the “initiates;"
in crime; that dastardly deed in their
mind entitling him to admission to their
select circle. The true version of the
case was that Dever did toss a man into
a hoat lying at Market street wharf, but
the man was nfterwards rescued by the
police. Dever was convicted of grand
larceny, and sentenced to three years'
imprisonment in September, 1878,

While imprisoned ie the Maiin coun-
ty jail, Dever has frequently written to
his “old chum,” Joe Mulligan, that
when the “grand bounce” came he would
“die gawe” DBut latterly, his letters
have contained less bravado. Dever was
at the time of his exscution thirty-one
years of age. He was suffering with
lung complaint and been unable to walk
across his cell for some time. The fol-
lowing description of him as he appeared
on the morning of his execution 18 given
by the journal nbove quoted: In the
further corner of his cell, curled upon a
rude cot and covered with a gray prison
blanket, lay the wretched man whose
doom was sealed, and who in but two
brief hours was to pay

mained in his distased mind and emaci-
ated frame at the hands of the law.
The occupant of the cot, as seen from the
entrance to the cell, appearcd to be life-
less, but upon nearer approach to the
figure its low, labured breathing indicat-
ed thut the Jamp of life was not extinct,
The face of the doomed man was ghast-
ly to look upon,  The closed and sunken
eyes, the hollow temples and prominent
forchend and choek bones, ncross which
the sallow skin was tightly drawn; the
sunken cheeks and pinched mouth, once
surrounded with prominent but now
drawn and sunken lines; tho prominent
chin and jaw bones, rendered chalk
white by the recent removal of a full
dark brown beand, contrasting strangely
with the jet bluck mustiche and har,
and all showing pluinly the intense pain
of body and agony of mind the unfor-
tunate criminal must lave suffered.
Dever wus partially aroused from the
stupor into which he appeared to have
fallen, and n messnge was delivered to
him fron his old “pal,” Jor Mulligan, to
“die game,” in reply to which the poor
wretch gasped, “0 will try, but 1 am
very weak,” He was supported to the
seaffuld, moved not o musele while the
ghastly preparations were in progress,
and his last and only words after step-
ping on the fual drop were, “Do your
duty, sherifl,” thus currying out fhis oft
expressed wish to “die game,”

(in 1844) at Lagos a cargo of 235 black
slaves, The slavery of white captives
and Mohammedau prisoners was fast
dying out in Earope, but the united dis
covery of a new continent nee Jing labor
and of a barbarous const having #laves,
awoke greed and stimulited erueity, and
created slavery anew. UOzne of the most
benevolent men of avy ege has the bad
fume of intreducing Havery into this
continent.  But Las Casas, though he
did this to protect kis beloved and op-
presssd Indinns, lived o bistely repont
of this great misteie,

Theoe conturies and o half Fave pased
since the first #laves wers introdnced
(1521) into the Islind of Caba,  Andit
may safely Le said thut of all the human
pain and hopelees misery which the sun
looks upon year by year, none ever
cquuled that history of agony and in-
justice which began with the Spanish
importations of slavery into the new
wutld, and was continued by the Eng-
lish gluve trade durmg- 300 years.
With o mockery of their faith, which
skeptics will never forget, the Spanish
authorities, during two centuries, con-
cluded wore than ten treaties “in the
name of the most Holy Trinity,” which
authorized the eale of more than 500,-
000 human beings, and received from it
a tax of over 50,000,000 hvres.

The present generation in Eng-
land and the United States have
fortunately never heard mnch of
the horrors of the trade, which Great
Britain plied industriously for two cen-
turies and a half, The voung student
turns over the writings of Clarkson and

Sharp and Wilberforce, and is amazed |.

to see the tortures which so steadily, for
£0 many years, werg inflicted on so many
innocent human beings merely for the
sake of money. The captives torn from
their families; the long rows chained to-
gether beneath low decks, unable even
to sit up, the dead and dying manacled
to the living; each morning the corpses
thrown to bie fishes; the home sickness
ending in insanity of the unhappy pris-
oners; those released, even for the mo-
men¢, plunging into the sea as the least
of evils; the wails and groans which
rose as & continual appeal to heaven
from the slave ship on the “middle pas-
sage”—these are the scenes revealed to
us in the literature of slavery, and
which passed under the British flag
through so many. dark years, Even so
calm & historian as Bancroft reckons
that during 100 years before the De-
cluration of Independence Great Britain
transported to the new world 1,000,000
of slaves from Africa, and that, besides
these, 250,000 had been thrown into the
gea in the horrible middle passage.
Even after the abolition ef the slave
trade (1807), the importation of slaves
continued into the Spanish colonies of
South American States, and it is esti-
mated that even as late as 1840, 50,000
negroes were secretly introduced in one
vear into Cuba and Brazil.

The 1st of January, 1880, was the
close of this groat tragedy—the great.
est, all things considered, in human his
tory. Mosg of the actors in it, and the
participants’ in the crime, bave been
judged at that grand tribunal of history
where there is no error in the judgment,
no corruption in the judge, no pardon
to the criminal. Spain ahd Portugal
have become a byword and mockery for
their fall and degeneration; the Spauish
eoloaies have been cursed by the trade
they rourished, and will doubtless never
recover. The United Stats bave paid
in a million of lives und hundieds of
millions of property for thewr share in
the froits of the traflic.  Great Britain
alone has not yet received lLer seantence
at this unerring tribunal —New York
Times.

On
Kodiak Island, Afognak Island and
at a few points on Cook's Inlet, bun-
dreds of Creoles are now oegupying
pieces of land of more or less extent,
upon which they grow potatoes and
tarnips, and make hay enough to
feed a few head of cattle during the
long winter. A few of these people
have deeds or bills of sale from the
Russian Commissioners who man-
aped the trasfer of the Territory in
1867; others were “confirmed” in
the possession of their land by the
military authorities who certainly
had no such powers, but no survey
has ever been made of any such land,
and boundaries are indefinite in the
extreme, and very elastic. 11 now,
or in times to come, land laws are
extended to Alaska, particular paivs
should be taken to protect these peo
ple in tho possession of the Jand they
hold and cultivate, and to make them
thoroughly acquainted with the na-
tare and spirit of such laws by means
of competent translators or interpre-
ters, This is all the more necessary
as the Creoles, being both indolent
and shrewd, have nalt.ied upon the
most desirable ground, yielding the
most to -the least labor, just such
lands'as spectators .and “grubbers”
would seize upon.

From the results of such con
siderstion it is periectly clear to my
own mind that the solution of the
temperanoe question s largely in
the control of the l-ll|;ll“_|'"l" of la-
bor,  The interests of capital as
well as of labor, the interests of re-
ligion itself, demund & sober apd in-
dustrions community,  When the
employers of labor shall demand
abstinence from aleobolic dMnks ns a
qualifiention for employment, the
ugly prublem, so far as the working-
classes are concerned, will ba far on
the way to settlement. What will
bring the emplayors to tha same is-
sue is, perhaps, a knottier problem.

“The intelligent workingmen of
this country do nut object to wealth,
but to its misuse, They know that
luxury depopulates the country and
annihilutes by degrees the “class of
husbandien, for indolence and avid-
ity tempt them to quit a laborions
occupation for vine which is more lu-
crative hut less certain, Luxury
corrupts the morals of men, but
morals may snbsist with wealth.
' The ethical view ot tha matter, there
fore, demands that politieal economy
should teach the science of the use
of wealth as well as its_ucquisition?
The new school will insist upon the
liveliest activity on the part of eapi-
talists to see that their employees
are upon the hest possible footing as
to all their material surroundings of
life; that they have all the advan-
tages to hcalth, morals, and bappi-
ness which gumes from sanitary reg-
alutions and practieal eduneation.

“It wiil teach employers that a lar-
ger dividend can be drawn from the
produets of & commuuity compara-
tively free from crime, intemperance,

from ona where these things are tol-
erated, It will teach labor to de-
mand of society the eondition I have
described as the surest wmeaus of
raising wages, shortening hours, ‘and
giving them tha most attractive and
remunerative employment,” .

The Grand Lodge of Good Temp
lars, which numbers two hundred
and filty lodges, and some seventeen
thousand members, is actively pro
moting the work in the State. A.J.
Chase, Esq., the- G. W, C. Templar,
has ordered saveral liliruries of books
of the National Temperange Society,
to send to lodges, under the prize
offers issued about one year ago.
Geo. E. Brackett, G. W, Secretary,
reports a large number of new
lodges recently organized, with fifty
Juvenile Temples actively at work,
in this State. ;

An effort is being made to intro
duce temperance text-books into the
eommon schools of the State, in or-
der that this great reform may be
placed on a safe basis for the genera-
tions to come. The Grand Secre-
tary, Geo. E. Brackett, ol Belfast,
has just sent the following form of
petition to the 275 lodges and the
other temperance organizations:

“To the Supt. School Committee
or Supervisor of——: In view of
the misery and wretehodness caused
in the community, and the moral and
tinancial ruin entailed upon human-
ity hy the use of intoxicating drinks,
anid the purpose of promoting a bet-
ter knowledge of the sabject and
cresting a stronger public sentiment
in favor of temperance, we, the un-
dersigned eitizens of—, respect-
fully ask that tempernnce text-books
may be introduced into oor sehools,

ment will meet with a hearty, sup-
port from our citizens, as every one
must ucknowledge its importance,
