About ten miles southeast of Cracow,
the former ecapital of Poland, sre
situsted the famons salt-mines &t
Wieliczka, in Galicia The ara of this
wonderful mineral deposit, as at present
defined. measures two awd ooe hall
miles 10 length, by a little more than
one-half in breadtli, and its solidl drrlh
inabont %0 feet. Tt is intercalated in
strata of the tertiary formation, con-
sistiag of compact fossiliferons elays,
and rests at the base on a fonndation of
sandstone. | principal minerals as-
sociated with it are gypsam, bitamen,
anhydrite, and the snlphates of baryta
«trontis, and sulphur. The qual
the salt varics greatly—one portion of
it, named **green salt,” contaiming from
3'to 6 per eent. of clay;another, called

iza, being mixed with sand, and a
ﬂ:ia'l, known as szy/tk, and oceurring
chiefly at the lower levels, being per-
fectly pure, and deposited ia large crys-
talline masses.

. The mines aro entered by eleven sep-
~drate shafts, which open at five if-
ferent levels, into galleries that Lranch
into a perfect labyrinth of passages,
and chambers. It is said that the gal- |
leries which have already leen exca- |
vated have an aggregate length of con-
siderably more than 400 miles. The|
salt lies about 200 feet below the sur-|
face and thence extends down to a|
depth of about 1,020 feet. The (lmw-‘
tion of the bed is east and west, fol-
Jowing the trend of the Cmﬂpnthmni
‘Monntains, and appesring in small de-
posits &t intervals until it enters Tran-
sylvania, whero extensive mines exist.

The annnal product of the Winliczka
mines is 1,500,000 cwt.; and at this rate
it is calculated that the yield will not |
be exhausted for at least 300 years. It
is not known when the deposit was dis- |
covered, but it was being quaried by
Poland st the beginning of the twelfth
century, and become a source of
great profit under Casimir the Great, in
the fourteenth century. In 1838 the
yearly net income of the mine was
$1,000,000. According to the trea!;ly
executed on the pariition of Poland,
Austrin is compelled to furnish to Rus-
sia 800,000 cwt. of the annugl product
of salt, and 300,000 to Prussis, leaving
400,000 cwt. to herself.

Some of the old chambers in the
mine are 150 feet in height, but the
more recent ones are much smaller.
The most ancient of the halls is called
the Chapel of St. Anthony, and is
adorned with columns, statutes of the
saints, an altar a crucifix, eto., all cut
ougof solid salt. This is in the npper
abor%iuf the mine, which is penetrated
by

the chapel are consequently undergo-
ing n slow process of dissolution. An-
other large chamber, designated as
Francis Joseph's Hall, is fitted up as a
ball , with large chandeliers, and
statues of Vulcan and Neptune, wrought
out of the universal mineral.
