He
was of a gentle, yet independent mind,
giving to other subjects the same clear-
ness of vision with which he looked
upon. the external world. His quiet,
orderly and delicate nature is impressed
upon every page of his work. Ho per-
forms his parish duties,. He talks with
the farmers and v:illngem about the bird
and plant life which he is studying.

The existence of gold in the foot-

hills of the Olympic range has been
known for several years,as well as
the fact that valusble deposits of
gold, silver, cinnabar, copper, lead
and iron exist in quantitiesin that
range of mountaing, but as yet thers
never has been any organized expe-
dition to explore the snowy range.
It is true that parties have been fitted
out from time to time but they never
went further than the foothills which
are mountains of themselves, al-
though not snow-covered. But be-
yond these foothills is the great val-
ley we mentioned in our last, and by
the time a party surmounts the diffi-
culty of the footbills their patience
or provisions generally give out, and
they return without any practical re-
sults.

The proper route to approach the
Olympic range is by the way of
Hood’s Canal, making Seabeck the
base of supplies, and the mountains

can thus be approached either on
their northern side by way. of the
.valley weé refer to, or by the Skoko-
mish: river,by way of Lake Cushman.

But our citizens have been too
ready 6 extend their mining inter-
asts to other points—to Cariboo, to
Colville, Cassiar, aud other localities
in British Columbisa—and to leave
the exploration of the Olympic moun-
tains, 50 close at hand, to be yet
commenced.

Gold was discovered on the south-
ern slope of the Olympic range as
early as 1859. When Hon. F. A,
Wilson was Collector of .Customs
here, he informed several gentlemen

who are still living in Port Town-
send, that in 1861 Capt. Williams of
the ship Leonidas, then in' port, told
bim that in the summer of 1859 he
crossed the country with four others
from the mouth of the Columbia riv-

discovered gold in New Zealand, and
who lives within five miles of Olym-
pia at the present time, was out a
few years since on a_ hunting and
fishing tour in the vicinity of Lake
Cushman. He is a practical miner
and geologist, and stated that the
southern slope of the Olympic range
presented & similar appearance to the
rich gold-bearing district of New

Zealand, that the country was more
open and the timber much less in
size and density than the morthern
slope. He found valuable deposits
of iron ere, and gave it as his opin-
ion that the range was rich in min-
erals,

In order to make a thorough ex-
Eloration of the range, a party should

e organized who will first open a
road from the bay to some point in-
land, where a camp should be estab-
lished with supplies, having ready
communication at all times with the
bay. From this camp exploring par-
ties should proceed in various direc-
tions, and thoroughly explore every
foot of ground. Traveling 16 or 20
miles a day with a sack of flour and
a piece of bacon on your back is not
prospecting; although many old min-
ers seem to think that no one can
prospect who does not go half-starv-
ed, half-fitted out, and wholly ex.
hausted when night overtakes him.
A man to prospect to insure success
should have nothing else to do, either
to-pack provisions or tocook them.
Three reliable men with Indians as
servants, can produce better results
in one season if they go properly
equipped, than a score of men who
will start out with a week’s provis-
ions, tramp over a great extent of
country, and return when their food
is out.

Parties should go out prepared
for'a three month’s stay; and if du-
ring the season they will thoroughly
prospect an area of five miles square,
they will effect better results than
parties who have or may travel from
the Pacific coast to Hood’s canal and
hurry through in the least possible
time, . Parties should be formed to
operate simultaneously from the
point we indicate, and from the
western slope by way of the Skoko-
mish.

The evidence of mineral wealth
in the Olympic group, and in fact in
the foot hills from Hood’s canal to
Cape Flattery, is very positive; but
as yet the whole rai\'nn is a terrain-
cognitio—no one has visited it or
explored it, and no one can assert
that it is not as rich as the richest
gold fields in Australia or Cassiar;
and we advise those of our citizens
who have had experience in Cassiar,
to look into the subject and get up
parties to go into the Olympic
mountains this spring.

Bay, Gray’s Harbor and the Chehalis
river.
