vither we have not the right idea of our re-
lations to the publie schools, or it we have,
we are guilty of the tin of negledt as a
community. [ trust you have all read the
report of Mr. R. E. Ryan, County Super-
intendent, I deem it un opportung ocenr-
rence that the public were in some way
directed to discuss schools and edueation.
No better way can be found than through
the press.  How many of yon have rei
it?  How few of the many who ought to
be interested take time to read and medi-
tate! I liold that every man, young or
o), married or single; every woman in
the community is in duty bonnd to be in-
terestesd firstof all In the generl subjovt
or education, and secondly In the publie
eflurt to give an education to all persons
of sehool age in the community.

Let our first fnquiry then be, what re-
lations do we bear to the idea of schools;
the Idea of an education in any shape, and
how do we express ourselves in our acts?
In a general way we say, well, we believe
property ought to be taxed to preserve it-
self, Education is a restraint, and the
public must pay forit. This 18 the -
swer of the man who cares about ns much
for his younger brother as Cain fer Abel.
Edm'ut{nn ﬁ\e jtself, Is gowd, but public
echools are a necessary evil; and they feel
toward them as towarl an evil—on the
sole ground that it costs money to keep
the mill going.

But when we look about for another
iden, we will be atn loss; s0 far reaching
fs thiz feeling of expense. It underlies
much of the oppesition amd in many {;!:wei
Is open and uneoncealed.  Such thinkers
make no discretion between education
Jaws and liquor or crime laws.  Schools,

Jails, poorhouses and all benevolent insti-
tutions are apt to be classed io the same
ulrgnr!\;--ilmply nuisances. Now with
such it s folly to reason, ‘They have no
appreclation of educaiion in the true work;
no sympathy with It for Its own sake. or
for the good of soclety In general,  But to
nthers who say they feel upon thissubject,
there ought to be am argument which woald
alter apathy iuto interest, Fwen in the
minds of our intelligent men to4lay, how
small a space is allowed to the whole mat.
ter of our relations to the lncrease of
Inmu-h-q‘IFe among onr people!

Should it be necessary, in onder to ob-
tai, an expression of interest, that we
take in hand bere to show the relations of
popnlar education to onr institutions as a
uatlon; to show that In order to atrain
Intelligent and safe citizenship the mind
must beable to grapple with a logical
reasoii—to have some idea of responsibil-
It{'; to be at least able to have an idea of
whar self-government menns?  Shounld it
be neevssary, [n onder to awaken an in-
terast In edueation, that we go over all
the o'd arguments in its favor, as a social
benefit, an individunl strengthening; to
#how how its influence monlids the State
and gives charaeter to the town; and that
without it we have more relationships
among savages than among the civilized?
Surely not! How ateonnt then tor the ac-
knowledged wantof Interest felt in this
Important subject, among the mass of our
people fu Vort Townsend? No  *god
