Sir:—I have the In:nor herew_ith to
present my report of my cruise on
the U, 8, ’Sm::er Wolcyotl, of the
Revenue Marine Servioe, during the
month of Juna and July, 1875, in the
waters of Alaska and British Colum-
bis. Accompanying this report, I
send a chart, published by the Eng-
lish Admirality, of that portion of
the Northwest Coast from Fort Simp-
son, B. C., to Cross Sound, Alaska,
on which I have indicated the route
of the Wolcott, and the various In-
disn villages we visited:

‘We left Port Townsend on Mon-
day June 7th 1875, and after coaling
lt{lmimo, we again started on the
9th and arrived at Alert Bay, on the
west side of Commorant Island near
the mouth of Vancouver Island. 1
found at Alert Bay one of the finest
specimens of s Northwest coast
oanoe I have ever seen. She is 60 feet
long over all, and 8 feat wide and 4
foet deep. She was made at Nootks
on the west side of Vancouver Is-

fora chief named Mo-ki-willa,
and by him sold to the head chief of
the Nimpkish Indians, whose name
is Kla-ko-tlas. I purchased this en
ormous imen of Indian naval ar-
chiteeture, and ordered it delivered in
rod order in Vict:‘ﬁa. tl'li; %.,uwha.:le
bad arranged to have the bill paid.
She was subsequently towed to Vie-
toria by a schooner, and taken
charge of by Hon. J. W. Powell, In-
disn Commissioner for British Col
umbia.

After landing at Alert Bay on the
1Ith, we eded without stopping,
and on lmth we passed Metlaka-
tls mission, which was established 20
years since by Rev. Mr. Duncan who
arrived in October 1857. Mr. Dun-
can is & zealous and indefatigable

ol the Episcopal church,
who bas beet ful'lll:.l{a in making
this the most successful mission on
the Northwest coast. The vilhge
was quite distinctly seen from the
-steamer, and by the aid of our s
we could see the fine church and
houses laid out regularly as a town.
The church is a la: othic strue-
ture and was built almost entirely b
Todian hands. Commissioner Powell
informed methat Mr. Duncan has or-
ganized among the Indians, & town

Kilgore, I went to the
lodge which was an immence build-
ing of beams and plank, about 100
feet square. Tables were set for
two hundred peopls who were pres-
ent. The young ones and very old
people had been first served with a
feast of rice and molasses, fried hali-
but, oil and such luxuries. Then
the house bad been cleaned, and ta
bles set with clean white table
cloths on each, and knives, forks,
plates, cups, saucers, and all appli-
ances requisite for a civilized table
use. We were conducted to a re-
served table in the centre, on which
were several vasses of wild flowers,
tastfully arranged.

After a blessing had been asked,
and a hymn sung, the company sat
down to eat. We were served with
roast goose, roast ducks, potatoes,
birds, rice, bread, cake, coffee and
ten, all wall cooked and very clean.
A number of young Indians with
white jackets and aprons acted as
waiters, and everything wasasregu-
lar and ordorly asin a restaurant,

After we had finished eating, a
hymn was sung by the whole com-
pany, and then we wera called upon
to make speeches, and here I will
mention an incident showing that In-
dians are possessed of the virtus of

ratitude, although it is generally
ﬁenied that they have such feelings.
A woman rose and requested permis-
sion to speak. She said that ber
heart tuld her that now was the right
time, in the presence of her people
for her to say what she had wished
to. She then stated that I had
saved her life and she felt very grate-
ful to me. The incident is as fol-
lows:
On the 20th day of September,
1868, a party of Tsimsean Indians
consisting of 18 vrwm. bound from
Puget Sound to Victoria, were over-
taken by a dense fog, and camped
for tne night on Dungeness spit near
the light-house. About two o'clock
in the morning they were attacked
oy a party of Clallam Indians, and
the whole party were massacred ex-
cept this woman who was dreadfully
wounded and thrown into the water
for dead. She recovered enough,
however, to crawl out on the beach,
where she was cas. by the receding
tide, and at daylight was found b
the light keeper and placed in the
family of a Canadian half-breed who
had a Teimsean wife, [notified Gen,
MoKiony, the then Superintendent
of Indian Affairs, and by his instruc-
tion I attended vo the case, and when
the woman was fit to be removed, 1
took her to Vietorin and sent her to
Fort Simpson, on the [Hudson's Bay
Company's Steamer Otter, and with
her & quantity of goods and coin fur-
nished by Gen. McKinney, sufficient
to satisfy the friends of the murdered
party, and prevent their commeucing
a war of retalistion.

McKenzie, their teacher, I found|
the older scholars well advanced,|
and was much pleased with the pro-
gress they had made.

At the request of Mr. Crosby, 1
made an mldreu to the children,
which was duly interpreted to them
by the native interpreter, for, al-
though, all their lessons are in Eng-
lish, and they are addressed in that
languaga, they had not become suf
ficiently versed in it to understand
the conversation of a stranger, with-
out the aid of an interpreter.

Mr. Crosby has induced many of
the Indians to give up their
old heathen ways, and to re
move the ancient carved heraldio pil-
lars which adorn the outside of their
homes. Some of them they have
burned, others, they bave collected
in & sort of museum, and it is
through Mr. Crosby's influence to-
gether with Mr. Morrison the chief
trader, that [ expect to get some of
these huge carvings for the Centen-
nial. T have already secared one, a
column 40 feet !ong, and others are
promised me From Fort Simpson
we proceeded to Fort Tongass in
Alasks, some 15 miles distant from
Simpson. This is an abandoned
military port, belonging tothe United
States and now oeoupind by & United
States Inspector of Customs and a
band of 700 Tungass under s chief
named Ya-soot. He came on board
and expressed a groat desire to have
a missionary and a teacher. He said
he felt ashamed when he went to Fort
Simpson, to see all the children
learning to read aad write, and all
the Indians going to Church, while
the Tongass Indians had neither a
missionary nor teacher, and he
thought that “Washington” do not
‘tlake as good énn of (I. ha Alaska In-

ians as King y(the name the
ms of the lndian{
at Fort Simpson. He wished me to
ask “Washington” to send them a
missionary and he would make his
people build him s house, and he
would compel all the Indians to send
their children to school. Now this
apparent eagerness for a mission
is simply owing to a feeling of j:lrly
ousy of the Tsimseans who are given
v.t boasting to the Alasks 1ndians that
the English Government take better
care of them, than the American Gor-
arnment does of the Alaskans. Still,
a beneficial influence iv exerted by
the feeling, for in all my experience
of over 20 yesrs among the coast
tribes, the great difficuliy has been
to get them to allow a_missionary to
reside among them. This same feel-
ing was exhibited in every village we
visitel during our cruise. 1t was
the old cry “eome over from Mace-
donia and help us.” 1 sincerely be-
lieve if this matter was placed in ‘the

Y |bands of the various missionary so-

cieties, and they could send men like
Mr. Duncan and Mr. Crosby, free
and untrammelled by any of the re.
strictions that now necessarily sur-
round the Indian Agents under our
resent plan, that far wore good
would be effscted among the natives
and at far less cost than by our pres-
entsystem. The success at Metlahat-
la and Fort Simpson, has demon-
strated the fact that it is not neces-
sary to have soldiers quartered
among Indisns, or even near them;
and 8o far as my own observation has
extended, 1 have invariably found
that-the presence of soldiers has a
most demoralizing influence subver-
sive of all good.

After 'ﬂ'il;‘ Fort T
proceeded to Fort Wrangell, at the
mouth of the Stikin river, arriving
there at 10:30 in the forenoon of the
17th of June There were s great
many 1ndisns assembled at this point,
attracted there by the expsctation
of getting work from tha crowds of
miners who start from Fort Wran-
gell up the Stickia river, for the Cas-
siar mines.

The 1ndians who reside at Wran-
gel wre the Stizkin tribe. Some of
them have fine houses buils In
dian style, but with the modern im-
provement of doors and windows. |
conversed with several of the chiefs,
and they expressed an anxious desire
for schools and missionaries.

The following day, June 18, we loft
Fort Wrangell for Sitks, and arrived
in Sitka harbor the next morning.
The lndians at this place are termed
Kolashians, a term which Major Bar-

clined to think he must have been
correct. 1 am more inclined to this
opinion from the fact that other
tribes are called by names different
from the tribal name. For instance:
the Makabs' at Cape Flattery, under
the treaty of Neah Bay. They are
ealled Makah, by the Indians of Pu

get Sound, and Classett by the [n
dians of the west evast of Vancouver
Island, but the tribe call themselves
Kwe-nait-che-chat. It is an interest-
ing question in Ethnology, and Major
Barry has promised me that he will
investigate it. - Capt. Marchand per-
formed his voyage during the years
1790, 1701, and 1792, There were
very few Indians at Sitka, the greater
portion being sbsent, fishing, hunt-
ing or trading with other tribes for
furs.

1n one lodge 1 saw & large quanti-
ty of very valuable furs, which the
Indians told me they were about to
take to Fort Simpson to sell, I sub-
sequently saw the same lndians at
Fort Simpson where they had dis-

osed of all of themn at the company’s
ort. This is & matter which needs
careful investigation. The mistaken
polioy of the military at Sitka, and
the stringent regulations the Gov-
ernment lays on the traders, drives all
this lucrative trade into the hands of
the Hudson Bay Company, and the
blanketas they receive in exchange
for their furs are smuggled into
Alaska without the faintest hope
of the Customs efficer at Tongass be-
ing able to prevent it.

Again,on the plea that the Indians
distilled whiskey, or rum from wo-
lasses, the commander of the mili-
tary at Sitka issued orders that no
person should be permitted to pur-
chase more than one pint of molas
ses at a time. But the Indians can

ot all the molasses they want ai

ort Simpson, and of traders at vari
ous points, and to illustrate the ab-
surdity of this order, [ can state as s
fact that a schooner was cleared at
Sitka for a trading voyage among the
Indians at Takow, Chilkaht and
other large villages, with 18 barrels
of molasses on board, and this onl
a short time previous to our arrival

The Indians learned the art of distil-
lation from a discharged soldier, who
commenced at a place called Koutz-
now, or Hootznoo, and sinuggles his
poisonous compound into Sitka where
he sold it to the soldiers and natives
under the name of Hootznuo.

In s conversation with Major
Campbell, commandant at Sitka, he
was of the opinion that the Lndians
used only molasses, but 1 ascertained
that they distill spirituous lizuur
from a formunt composed of flour
and sugar. Lieut, McComb at Fort
Wrangell, told me that he had seized
a mash ready to be distilled, which
was composed of wheat. Another
officer informed me of a mash com
posed of potatoes, and Marchand
states that r: 1791, the Russians and
Alentes,; distilled liquor from the
roots of m species of wild lilly
called by the lndians “white wild
rice,” from the rice like granulations
of its tuberous roots, and it is well
known to all old traders, that from
time immemmorial, the natives of
Alasks have produced intoxication by
a beer made from spruce buds and
other ingredients, which when old is
as strong as brandy. This beer is
called “guass.”” 1 was told by a re
liable gentleman, that he had seen
and tasted of a very fair quality of
liquor, which an lndian woman had
distilled from dried apples,and in the
berry season they distill a liquor from
the fermented juice.

1 believe » great change would be
effected for the better, if our Gorvern-
ment would adopt & different policy.
Alaska has been declared lndian
country, and placed under milisar
coutrol. Nothing could be more sui-
cidal on the part of our government
as regards the development sad set-
tlement of Alasks. Every soldier
should at once be removed and their
places supplied by a class of swilt
steam cutters. The country should
be placed under the civil rale aad

not the military, that deadly upas
which blasts tke prospect o erer{
lace when it has exclusive control.

he country is not lodian ecountry.
1t is ours by right of purchase from
Russis. We obtained the (se simple
to the whole of Alaska by that pur-
chase, and there is not one word in
the whols of that treaty, which re-
serves any right of joint ownership
to either 1ndians or suy other people.

1f the Government desires to open
up Alaska to settlement, the same in-
ducements should be offered to set-
tlers as were held out in early days
to settlers in Oregon and Washing-
ton Territory. Then Congress should

pss s law sllowing goods to be im-

—
ported into Alaska, on a scale that
will compete with the Hudson Bay
company, and it can be easily dem on-
strated, not only that actusl settlers
will go to Alaska, but that the In-
dians wilj trade with our own people.
L believe that the American peopla
are (uite as o »mtetent to deal with
Indians, as the English citizens of
British Columbia. Ths experienca
of a series of many years, shows that
while with our mistaken policy, wo
have bhad frequent severe bLloody
wars with the Indians of Oregon and
Washington Territory, the lndians
of British Columbia, though number-
ing some of the most powerful and
warlike tribes on the Northwest coast,,
have never had any trouble with the
Colonial authorities, which bas not
been insantly quelled by the presenca
of a gunboat,

1f & Territorial Government can
be formed, and the whole country
placed under oivil authority; if lands
can be surveyed, and liberal induce-
ments held out to actual settlers; if
duties oan be reduced to a par with
that of British columbia on foreign
goods; and if two or three gunboats
|or fevenue cutters can ba kept
cruising on the coast, 1 am of the
opinion that the country will speedily
become settled.
