This
4 indeed ap achievemeutol science and
mechanical ingenuity, sod has a most
important bearing on the question of
cheay food, by preventing waste,
equa ialnf prices throughout the year
and regulating consumption. In this
form eggs may be transported without
injury, either to the equator or to the
poles, and st any time cuo be restored to
their original condition simply by add

ing the water which has been artificially
uﬁw away. The chief egg desiccating
compaoies are in St. Louis and New
York. No salts or extraneous matters
are ced in the process of crystal-
izing, the product being simply a con-
wll;glud mixtare of the yolk and al-
bumen. Immnense quantities of eggs are
rmerved in the spring of the year by
iming. Thus treated thq are good for
every pu except boiling. It isa
common trick for some dealers to palm
oil eggs so treated as fresh, so that im-
rmition is easily practised.

By Rallway Up Mt. Washington.

The railway might have suggested
Jules Verne's Journey te the Moon, and
is such a miracle of engineering that it
will be a pity if any visitor to the mouat-
wius misses a ride over it. The work of
construction was beguo in 1866, and was
completed three years later. The route
follows the Ammonoossc Valley, and
from the Fabyan House to the end of the
friction rail is six and two-thirds miles.
For two and a half miles the grade is two
huodred and nipety feet to the mile, or
one foot of perpendicular height to eigh-
teen feet of horizontal distance, Besides
the usual rails there is a ceotral rail of
peculisr construction to receive the mo-
tive power, consisting of two bars of iron,
with counecting cross-pieces placed four
inches apart. A central cog-wheel on the
locomotive plays ioto this rail, and se-
cures a sure and steady mode of ascent
and descent.

The locomotive, as it first comes out of
the engine house, has the aPr;murnucu of
being ready to fall over. The driviog-
wheel is geared into a smaller wheel
which connects directly with the crank,
and four revolutions of the latter are re-
quired to make one of the driving-wheel,
‘I'ne locomotive is not connected with the
cor, but simply pushes it up gently inthe
uscent, and allows it to follow gently in
the descent, A wrought-iron (fug con-
stuntly plays into notches on the driving-
« heel, #0 that should any partof the ma-
chinery give way the train may be imme-
diately nlnrpud. The cnr is ulso supplied
with triction apd atmospheric brakes.
The seats are placed st an angle that
brings them almost on & level in the as-
cent,and all of them fuce down the mount.
ain, The time occupied on the journey
up is abont an hour and a half, the engine
huving to stop several times on the way
to take in water, The fare, as 1 have
stuted, is three dollars up the mountain,
three dollars down, or four dollars up
and down oo the same train.— W.H. Ride-
ing, in Harper's Magasine.

shall deserve, or the governor and council
shall think fit.”

After so terrible’ a threat as this, no
doubt the women restraioed their tongues,
tranquility and peace were restored, and
the reign of gossip was forever over at
8t. Helena, If such a punishment as
this was inflicted ugon the gossips of
New York, we fear that there would be
in the whole city very few dry women,

Then they drift away, and for an instant
we can see far down into the bowels of
the earth, The point where we stood
projected over the crater. The great
eruption three years since had torn away
half the (lﬂlmoly the mouutsin,and now
there hung above it s ledge, which
seemed ready at apy moment to bresk
and fall into the gulf below. As [ stood
on that “perilous edge," on the crum-
bling verge of a volcano, [ seemed to be
in the position of & human being exposed
to dangers vast and upseen, to powers
which blind and smother and destroy, As
if nature would fix this lesson, by an im-
age never to be forgotten, the sun, that
was declining in the west, suddenly burst
out of the cloud, and casting my own
shadow on the colemn of smoke that was
rising from below. That shadowy form,
stouding in the air, now vaoishing, then
reappearing, with every flash of sunlight,
soemed no inapt image of human life, &
thing of shadow floating in & cloud, and
hovering over an abyss !—Dr. Field.

Perhaps reader holds the idea that
dreams are hiweg by the events of the
day, but the supposition is not altogether
correct. If one has met with a loss,
heard exciting news, or met with an ad-
venture duriog the day, he may dream of
it at night, bat it does not follow ass
rule.

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Diseases of Sheep,

The Journal of Agricaliure gives the
following s the causes snd cure for the
more terrible disesses of sheep

1. Rt—CUsused by feeding on wet pas
tures. The ssitlal may die slmost jm
modiately, or continue declislog from
theee to six mouths. Dullpess, loss of
condition, and paleness of the mucous
membranes ate aymptoms of the disease,
followed Ly loss of wool sad & yellow or
blotched appearnnce of the skio. Put the
sheep on dry pasture, and give sbundance
of clean salt to effect a cure. The dis
ease I not infectiogs, but it is better, if
possible, to separate the sick from the
well,

2, Beab—A cutaneous disense which
frequently affects entire fucks — some-
what similar o the mange in dogs or
I sused by & small jnsect. The
sheep will give evidence of the presence
of senb by rubbing against posts, trees,
stones, etc., and uoless relieved soon die.
As 8000 as the disease is discovered “in
the flock, shear closely, and dip each an-
imal in a strong solution of tobacco—con-

until cured—change pasture.

3. Sore Mouth—caused by eating nox-
ious weeds; lips become sore and swell
to unususl thickness. Dress lips und
mouth with coat of tar. If allowed to go
too long, sometimes becomes very futal.

4. Hoof-Ail—Probably the most diffi-
cult of all diseases to master. 1t attacks
the fleshy part of the foot in the cleft,
and generally makes its appearance in
one of its fore feet, extending from that
to the others. A purulent discharge re-
sults from the inflammation, which being
left upon the pasture is apt to spread the
disease among the flock, After cleaning
the affected parts thoroughly, washing
well with castile soap, trim the
hoof and remove the ulcerated flesh with
the knife. 1f the disease has not gone
too far, apply & solution of blue vitriol,
Dby pouring it from a bottleinto the eleft;
but if the foot is tenanted by maggots
and filled with matter, & strong caustic
should be used such as nitric or sulphuric
scid.

5. Grub in the Hind—All sheep have
more or less of these larve with which to
contend; it is only where they become
very numerous and attack the brain that
they are dangerous. A good prevention
consists in occasional applications of tar
to the nose during the summer scuson;
when the sheep is seen to show great un-
ensiness, then the grub is evidently giving
pain; it is customary to blow suufl or red
pepper iuto the nostril, which causes
violent fits of sneezing or coughing, by
which the animal is fw‘uently relieved.

“We do pot believe that » sheep-grow-
er need stand in much dread of the nu-
merous other ailments to which sheep are
subject, and with ordinary care and atten-
tion he need suffer no very material loss
even from those enumerated, We would
rather trust to getting through with little
loss from disesse,pnd give our special at-
tention to the cur dogs of the neighbor-
hood, whose fondness for mutton is much
more & oause for anxiety than the rav-
sges of all the diseascs put to-
gether.  You should bave some kinds of
sheds to protect your flock in wet weath-
er. Sheep can suller any amount of cold
if kept dry.”

The wool interest in Texas is gradually
assuming large proportions, and bids fair,
ere the close of another decade, torank in
importance with the cattle trade. There
are now hundreds of sheep pastures in
various portions of the BState, plyln%
sheep breeders handsomely on their swal
investments, Among the large breeders
may be mentioped Mr. George Reynolds,
of Nueces county, whd*owns 15,000 acres,
the greater part of which affords excel-
leut pusturuge for his sheep, which at

resent number some 10,000 head, all
mproved and graded from the com-
mon native stock. Mr. Reynolds
emigrated  with his fumily  from
Eogland in 1855, and about the year
1860 settled in Nueces county, where he
rented & tract of land, investing at the
time $1,000 in 1,000 low-grade sheep.
Since the period sbove named he has de-
voted all his time and energies to ruising
and improving sheep, both for mutton
and wool, He bus nowa tine stone resi-
dence on his ranch, good substantial oat.
buildings, pasture fences and other im-
provements, He has sold several thou-
sund sheep from time to time, besides
numerous lots of high-grade ewes and
bucks for breeding purposes, at remuner-
ative figures. In Fl:bruary last he sold
to Dr, Jeffries, of Live Oak county, Tex-
a8, 600 head at $5 per head cash, the
price obtained being good evidence of
their quality, as the ruling prices for
from low grade to good medium sheep
raoge from $1 to §3 each. A number of
other sheep ruisers in Texas may be cited
who from very humble beginnings are
now enjoying a comfortable independ-
ence, The wool interest in Texas is now
ooly in its infancy, yet the total ship-
ments for the present yesr will exceed
8,000,000 bales.—EzcAange.
