Reformers.

Since we opened our colomns to the
“xposition and denuneciation of one of
the most infamous institutions waich
was ever tolerated in any community
with the least pretentions to Christinn
civilization, we bave been flooded with
‘ommuuications from prufessionn.l re-
formers of every hue, representing every
practicable and impracticable project of
reform ever conceived, with the design
on the part of each of securing fortheir
own pet scheme a recognition with the
practicable reform we had in view. We
simply sought to remove a cancer which
is preying upon the public vitals, and
not by the same operation attempt to ex-
terminate all the sores upon the body
politiec. A system of purging and
bleeding may be good for one disease;
fumigating and sweating for another;
blistering and excoriating for another;
the use of the knife for another; sooth-
ing appliances for another. Some dis-
eases cannot be cared without a thor-
ough renevation of the whole system;
others may be removed by a direct ap-
plication to the parts affected. Your
radical reformer makes no discrimina-
tion in moral diseases, but like a certain
political organization in New York a few
years ago, called ** Barn Burners;” they
would burn the barn to exterminate the
rats. ,

Such impracticables always marm ore
than they aid any necessary reform, be-
cause they concede nothing to estabhsh-
ed social customs, tolerate no differences
of opinion, or make any allowances for
the prejudices of education or associa-
tion m others. In fact, they will ac-
cept no reform, however necessary to
the well being of society, except upon
their own terms—a recognition of their
¢wn peculiar notions. Thus, when we
attempt to concentrate public opinion
upon the manifest public scandal and
demoralizing consequencesof tolerating
& squaw brothel and dance house in the
widst of our fair city, and open gam-
bling Louses upon our public thorough-
fares in defiance of law and public de-
cency, the radical temperance reformer
diverts attention from the main issue by
declaring that it is the “‘nefarious liquor
traffic”” which is the fountain of all the
other public and private vices; and the
advocate of “‘women suffrage” creates
another diversion by asserting that it is
the nataral depravity and conventional
tyranny of man which fosters and sus-
tainsthese places of eriminal indulgence,
which can never be exterminated until
women are invested with equal political
rights. Neither makes any discrimina-
tion between the law-abiding and the
lawless engaged in pursuits which con-
flict with their own views. The men of
charactar and standing engaged in the
liguor traffic, wno strictly conform to
the laws and are endorsed by public
sentiment, are assailed in common with
the most lawless and vicious portion of
the community, and forced in self-de-
fence to make common canse with the
latter class in defence of their own rights.

It is sheer folly and madness to assail
men engaged in lawful pursnits, before
public sentiment is so far educated and
reformed as to enforce the laws already
existing for the suppression of immoral
practices. The first question to be de-
termined is, whether the laws against
public gambling and prostitution can be
enforced. When that is settled, it will
be time enough to discuss other reforms
in law. Uutil then, all attempts to di-
vert the public mind from the main is-
sue, by dragging into the controversy
other questions of reform, is simply to
divide our forces and give aid and com-
ort to the common enemy.

Mec Naught cannot intend either or all
of you gentlemen to aid him by pro-
fessional advice, or that you should ap-
pear publicly as advocates before the
Secretary for cither of the contestants,
for this would be contrary te law.

If, then, the reference to yourselves
has any significance at all, it
must be expected by him that you will
bring your official ‘nfluence to bear, in
seme outside or underhanded way, in
order to compel a decision in his favor,
when neither the merits of his case, nor
the cogency of his arguments would be
likely to prodace such a result.

However, we shall refuse to believe
you have in any way authorized such
use of your names, or that in any pos-
sible event you could use your official
or personal influence to procure a decis
ion from the Honorable Secretary, in
any mere contest between citizens, claim-
ing adversely under a law of Congress.

As the attornies of Lydia A. Maynard,
who is as certainly the donee of the
Government as is her husband, and
whose rights are sought to be taken
away by a fraudualent legislative divorce,
and false affidavits, we have no objec-
iion to your examining the case, for up-
on such examination you will be satis-
fied your aid has been invoked by Mr.
McNaught to procure a decision not
only contrary te law, bat palpably un-
just.

Northern Pa___ciﬁc Railroad.

REPORT OF GEN. GEO. W, CASS, THE PRESI-
DENT OF THE COMPANY,

Froni the Philsdelphia Press of De-
cember 20th we eopy the following: -

In recently accepting the Presideney
of the Northern Pacific Railway-€om-
pany, Gen. Geo. W. Cass, well known
to our citizens as one of the ablest rail-
road managers in the country, made the
following rematks to the Board of Di-
rectors. They constitute a remarkably
explicit and influential endorsement of
the great enterprise to which they refer:

It is now about three mouths since
you expressed your confidence in my
devotion to the best interest of this
corporation, and of my ability to serve
it, by electing me to the most responsi-
Lle position within your gift —that of
the Presidency, which will soon become
vacant. For this evideuce of your appre-
ciation I feel most gratetul; but the po-
sidon I cannot accept with an unmixed
feeling of gratitude. I accept it with
doubt and hesitation, in view of its
great responsibilities. :

When the Board made its selection of
a suceessor to the gentleman who creat-
ed this great enterprise as it stands be-
fore the public to-day, I was by your
appointment on a committee 1o go to
the Pacific Coast, and afterwards to
Alnnesota and Dako'a, to make a per-
sonal examination of the road, its route
and its land grant, and to look into eve-
rything which concerned the Cmup:m.y’s
present and future. Before accepting
or declining the trust you offered to me,
I thought it to be fit—to be due to my-
self, to you, and to that small portion of
the public that might place confidence
in the enterprise by reason of my pre-
siding over it—that I should first make
this personal examination, and thereon
found n:y judgment of the ultimate val-
ue of the Northern Pacific Railroad and
of its land grant.

That examination has been made, and
my opinion of the property has been
formed on the examination, and I come
to-day to announce to you my accept-
ance of the honor and the office you
have tendered to me, and to promise to
Zevote to this enterprise all of my time
and whatever of experience and judg-
ment I have acquired in forty years ot
active business life, most of it spentin
works of a characier similar to the con-
struction of the Northern Pacific Rail-
road.

In making a personal examination of
the road, the route and the land grant
to which I have referred, I was one of a
committee of a majority of your Board,
and thus had the full advantage of ob-
servation from the various standpoints
at which different minds and tempera-
ments would naturally view so great a
projeet, all aiding me to reaeh a more
sounder judgment.

In the journey we examined about
1,000 mi.es of the route of your road and
of the lands contiguous. Of the line
and the lauds more than one-half was on
the Pacific coast. Of the constructed
portion of the road we first passed over
400 miles, examining the whole of the
property and the whole of the thousands
of miles of route by daylight, proposing
to rely on what we saw, and noton
what we heard, as to the route, the
land, 2nd the property and the probable
future development of thre enterprise.

t is not my purpose to go into an
elaborate recital of all the facts and the
theories on which I base my opinion
that the Northern Pacific Railroad can
be constructed at areasonable cost—that
it can be operated and maintained at a
less cost than any other railroad aceross
the continent north of the parallel 33,for
very obvious reasons, and that it will
have when constructed, and at once, a
larger traffic than any other road can
have west of the one hundredth meridi-
an of longitude; but T will say to you
that such is my well-considered judg-
ment.

T will also say that that the vast country
within the limits of your land is not
equalled by any similar extent of country
west of the Mississippi niver in all the
elements necessary to support an in-
telligent, enterprising population in the
comforts and luxuries of life.
