Lord, sons of
Thomas Lord, joined in a petition to
Judge Van Brunt, sitting in supreme
court, stating that their father is and
for some time has been deprived of rea~
son and understanding through old age
and infirmity and decay of his natural
powers, and is unfit for the government
of himself and the management of his
estate; wherefore they pray for a com-
missicn in lunacy. The petition is sup-
ported by the affidavits of the three
sons and the janitor of one of their
father's buildings. They all relate iu-
stances of his lack of memory and un-

fitness for business. The old gentle~-

man owns between $900,600 and $1,~
000,000 in improved real estate and per~
sonal property worth $300.000, and has
been in receipt of $122,000 income,
while his personal expsnses did not ex~
ceed $25,000. Judge Van Brunt ap-
pointed as commissioncrs ex~Judge E.

D. Fisk, asd granted an injunction
against tbe disposition of his profperty
by Mr. Lord or his agents.

INpiaNaPoLIs, Jan. 3. —Judge Gresh~
am, of the U. S. district court, deliv-
ered his opinion. tosday, construing
section 5,198 of the revised statutes.
He holds that where a national bank
takes, receivea or reserves usurious in~
terest out of the proceeds of a note
given for a loan, or charges usurious
interest, which is included in the nete,
the maker on borrower at any time iz a
suit by the bank upor the note mmy
plead usury, and if so pleading. the
bank forfeits the entire amount of <n-
terest so reserved or included in the
note, but if the wusurious interest is
paid by the mezker or borrower oxt of
Lis pocket, he cannot recoup twice the
amount of interest paid or recover twice
the ameunt in action of debt, unless
ike plea on recowpment is filed or ac~
tion of debt is brought within two years
afier such psyment is made. In sbort,
1:;e holds that the “wo years’ statute of
limitations does not apply to cases
where the usurious interest is reserved
«ut of the procesds of a nate, or is in-
cluded in it, bat applies only to eases
where usurious inierest is actually paid
by the borrower or maker of the note
to the bank. .

In reply to the trade circular
issued by the Department of
State in August last, the United
States consul at Barmen reports
that, aftera careful consideration
of the business in general in that
quarter, he is convinced that al-
most every article of American
growth and manufacture which
can profitably be introduced
at present into Germany has al-
ready found its way there. He
suggests that the existing trade
in manafactured articles might
be increased if American manu-
facturers would take into consid-
eration the fact thal the Ger-
mans are slow and reluctant to
adapt themselves to any innova-
tion in their tasiesor habits, and
that a greater effort should,
therefore, be made to meot their
requirements. The trade in
canned fruits, which is already
large, would be even more flour-
1shing if greater regard was
paid to German ideas. The fin-
est specimens of our splendidly
prepared peaches and pears are
sometimes unsalable because too
little sugar is used in their prep-
aration. The Germans are ex-
ceedingly fond of preserves and
eonsnme large quantities of
tfem, but they must be sweet.
Cranberries, if properly pre-
pared, might be successfully in-
troduced into Germany. Large
quantities of American sole
leather are imported, more, how-
ever, by reason of its cheapness
than its excellence. More atten-
tention to its quality would ren-
der its position in the German
market better.

Horrors of the Commune.

" Mr. Washburne remained in Paris
during the entire Commune, and
was the only representative of a
foreign power who remained there.
He was charged with the protection
of no less than fourteen different
nationalities. The scenes which
passed during the Commune were
described at considerable length.

was to sieze Clement, Thomas and
Leconte, who were brougnt to a
mock eourt-martial, condemned to
death, and immediately shot. There
were 15,000 of the National Guard
in Paris at that time, and they threw
off the government authority, 'and
entered into the insurrection. The
regular government having left Par-
is for Versailles, the insurrectionary
government saw at their feet one of
the largest, richest, most beautifal
and attractive cities in the world,
with its wealth, splendor, refine-
ment, intelligence, and with all the
departments of the government fall-
en into their hands. Theytrampled
under foot all law and authority, and
held the city for ten weeks simply
by force and terror. It was a fight
on the part of a great majority of
the Communists for power and
plunder, and to force themselves
from the restraint of law. The
reign of the Comnmune was the abso-
lute force of desperate and wicked
men unlirited, unchecked, unre-
strained by any human power.
The great leader of the Commune,
Raoul Regault, was described as one
of the most desperate and bloody
men who ever existed. Bloody,
energetic and desperate, he was con-
samed by the must deadly hatred to
society and the most intense thirst
for blood. Mr. Washburne then
gave an aecount of the assassination
by Regault of Chandery, a distin-
guished Republican, and of Bon-
jean, the Chief Justice of Frunce,
and afterward of the venerab}e Arch-
bishop of Paris. It wgs through
Raoul Regault that My Washburne
was enabled to get access to the
Archbishop duxing his timd of im-
%naonmont at the prison of Mazas.

here he visited the Archbishop
frequently, and intervened, but
without saccess, to have him releas-
ed. He then described the several
interviews he had with him, the con-
dition ef the prison ard the work
of the assassination of that great
prelate who was so beloved by all
Paris. The condition' of Paris
during the Commune was farther
described: Fortune, business, pub-
lic and private credit, industry, la-
bor, and financial enterprise were
:'xll buried in one commoy grave.—
There was everywhere devastation,
desolation and ruin. AlL the gold
and silver found in the churches and
all the plate belonging to the gov-
ernment fouad in the different mon-
asteries was seized by ths Commune
and converted into coin. The Cath-
olic clergy were hunted down and
the priests were openly playcarded
as thieves. No less than twenty-
three priests were shot by order of
Raoul Regault the day before the
entry of the government troops into
Paris.-- Washburne’s Lecture on the
Siege of Paris.

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Carpet-Baggers.

A Portland paper says Wash-
ington Territory is ruled by
« carpet-baggers,” and the Ta-
coma paper calls Jacebs, our
Delegate in Congress a “ carpet-
bagger.” According to the rule
which these papers apply to the
office-holders, there are not pro-
bably a dozen voters in the Ter-
ritory who are not carpet-bag-
gers. As to the Delegate, he
was a citizen of the Territory
when the territory now embra
eed in Washington was a part
of Oregon, and is counted among
the pioneers. He has been a
resident of this city for eight
or nine years, and ought by this
time to be reckoned a citizen.—
There is not & Federal officer in
the civil service on Puget Sound,
with a single exception, whose
citizenship does not antedate
the commission under which he
is serving; that exception being
N. H. Owings, the Secretary,
who is generally regarded asa
satisfactory accession to the pop-
ulation, without ulterior designs
upon our local politics. Mr.
‘Webster, the Collector, has been
a resident of the Territory not
less than eighteen years, and we
do not know how much longer;
we have heard some of “his old
companions associate his resi-
dence with the growth of Mount
Baker from a small hillock. He
is serving his first term in the
custom-honse, and is regarded
Uy commercial men, with rare
exceptions, as the best officer
ever in charge of that depart-
ment.

Gov. Ferry has been a resident
of Olympia for eight or ten years
and Governor for about half that
time. Xe is now on his second
term, and all will admit that he
is a grest deal more popular than
when he entered upon the duties
of the offiee, which is a reasona-
ble indication that his adminis-
tration has given general satis-
faction. He has received com-
plimentary endorsement by eve-
ry Legislature holding cestions
durmmg his term.

Capt. McMicken, was a citizen
of the Territory before he held
any official position in it, and
after having served one term as
Surveyor General acceptably, he
has just been confirmed the sec-
ond time.

Major Hayden, the Internal
Revenue Collector, won the right
of reccgnition as a citizen of any
Territory of the United States
by service in the army. He has
been 2 resident of this Territory
not less than eight years.

Robert E. Stuart; Receiver,
is an old settler, and this we be-
lieve is the only office he ever
held in the Territory, and we
know of no one, of any party,
who would like to see him out
of it, unless it is aome one who
would like the place for himaelf,
of whom there are undoubtedly
some.

Major J. T. Brown, the Regis-
ter of the Land Office, lost a leg
upon the battle field while serv-
ing in the Union army. A more
attentive, faithful and pains-tak-
g officer never served the Gov-
ernment. He never meddles
. with local politics.

C. H. Hopkms, the Marshal,
was 2 long-time resident of Ore-
gan, and for several years a cit-

'

izen of Washington Territory
prior to Lis appointment. We
have never heard a complaint
from any guarter of the manner
in which he has discharged the
duties of his office. -

The TU. 8. District Judges are
all serving under commissions
conferred upon them as citizens
of Washington Territory, and
are probably serving as accepta-
bly to the pcople generally as
the Judges of any other Territo-
ry. Their position places them
above our praise or censure but
in exceptional cases of manifest
right or wrong which demand a
popular verdict.

Now where are your carpet-
baggers in Federal office? No
Terntory of the Union was ever
more free from them than is

1'Washington Territory “at the

present time; and we believe no
other Territory was ever sup-
plied with Federal officers with
whose admimstration of public
affairs there has’ been so little
fault finding. *

We as earnestly desired the
election of Mr. Tilden as did any
of his supporters who had
greater personal stake in ¢
issue. It was not for a party
trinmph merely, but for the vast-
ly more important consideration,
the success of civil service re-
form, which would subordinate
party to the publie interests; a
policy to which Mr. Tilden was
pledged, and which, from our
personal knowldedge of the man,
we' had no doubt he would faith-
fully carry out. While the can-
vass was pending, we were fre-
quently charged by politicians
with having the appointment of
Governorin view. We said then
as we say now, that we would
never consent to accept an office
of any kind secured by the re-
moval of the incumbent on party
grounds. We as cordially sup-
port that policy under the Ad-
ministration of Mr. Hayes as we
would bave done under that of
Mr. Tilden; and outside of the

Post Office Department, we see
nothing in the management of
the Federal offices in this Terri-
tory demanding the intervention
of civil service reform.

MaCilvra In YZashington.

The New York Tribune has
telegraphed from Washington
an elaborate synopsis of Mr. Mc-
Gilvra’s argument before the
Committee on Public Lands, and
also his argument before the Se-
cretary of the Interior, in favor
of the restoration to sale and
settlement of the unearned lands
withdrawn for the Northern Pa-
cific Railroad: the latter is pub-
Iished under the heading: «A
Frand on Settlers.—The North-
ern Pacific Building a Road one
hundred miles away from the
Lawful Route.” From that re-
port we make the following ex-
tract:

“The Hon. John J. McGilvra,
in his argument before the Se-
cretary of the Interior, urged
the restoration of the land to the
market on the ground that the
company -could not lawfully
change the reute of its branch
line after it had once been defi-
nitely fixed, because no provis-
ion for such a change exists in
the charter of the company, or
in any law of the United States
affecting it. If made, the change
would work grave injustice to
settlers on the even sections
who had purchased land of the
United States at doumble rates
with the expeetation that the
road would be built on the line
originally selected. He also urg-
ed that the only road referred
to is not on the line of the new
branch now proposed by the
company; and that if it is the
route selected for that branch it
is impracticable, as shown by a
report of a survey made long
o under the direction of Gen.
cClellan. For these reasoms
Mr. McGilvra urges the Secreta-
ry of the Interior to restore the
lands in question to settlement.”

McGilvra are making®it very
warm for the railroad ‘specula-
tors, who, during the life of their
grant, regarded the ‘people of
this section as having» no rights
which they were boupd to re-
spect, and thought thgy were
too far from the ken of the Gov-
ernment to have their iets bro't
up in judgment against them.
There is probably net a citizen
of Washington Territory who
would put a single obstacle in
the way of the constraction of
the Northern Pacific over any
route which has been ot may be
suggested. The question of route
is secondary; themain matter to
be considered is security for an
honest administration . of the
trust.

Any man of ordinary ability
can present conclusive reasons
in support of a manifestly good
cause; but it takes a man of gen-
ius toinvent plausible arguments
in support of a bad cause. This
latter role the editor of the Ore-
gonian is now attempting with a
zeal and ability worthy of high
commendation frome his clients,
in advocating a renewal ot mo-
nopoly and special privileges to
a bankrupt corporation, without
taking any bond or guarantee
for the better management of
the trust than heretofore. His
arguments, however, intended to
dizert the attention of his read-
ers away from, instead of to-
wards, the object he has in view,
like efforts of a rower who looks
one way while rowing the other,
causes him frequently to-double
on himself. He has argued vig-
orously that Mitchell is in the
pay and acting under the direc-
tion of the Central Pacific com-
pany; the proof being that his
bill provides for a subsidy to a
road to connect with the Union
Pacific, thus diverting from the
Central Pacific all the trade and
travel heretofore passing over
that road to this upper country.

tral Pacific not to aid in its con-
struction or allow a connection
with it; just as if Jay Gould
could fulfill a contract to violate
the provisions of his charter
which do not permit him to re-
Jject connections which any oth-
er road may attempt to make
with him; or that he could or
would refuse any grist that came
to his mill. With great eclat
he heralded the fact that the
Railroad Board adopted the route
south of the Columbia river; but
strenuously opposes the only al-
ternative to guard against for-
feiture and insure the construc-
tion of the road over that route,
and is significantly silent in re.
gard to a simultaneous resoln-
tion by the same Board, order-
ing the survey of a route for a
branch road over the Cascades
as near as practicable to the
north bank of the Columbia;
proving conclusively that while
bolding out this promise to Port-
land as a matter of policy, the
Board teok measures at the very
time to negative that promise, as
in case of their contract with
Olympia. He Professes to favor
the appropriation of the proceeds
of the sales instead of the fee
simple of the lands to railroad
purpeses; but violently opposes
the only bill that contains such
a provision. He has repeatedly
charged Senator Mitchell with
having introduced his bill solely
from interested motivés; to cur-
ry popular favor in view of the
approaching Senatorial election,
and at the same time insists that

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TELEGRAPHIC NEWS.

EASTERN STATES.

Porrsviure, Jan. 6.—The fire at the
mine at Summit Hill still burns fierdely.,
The ground continues to give way, and
in addition to the engine house, with'its
valuable machinery, that went down
yesterday, it is now feared that the fan
house, used for purifying the air in the
mines, will soon fall in, Five men,
working at the burning wmine, were
overcome by sulphur, but it is thought
they will recover. The loss thus far
will reach $50,000.

St. Louis, Jan, 6.—A bloody fight
took place a few days ago on the south
side of Red river, in the pan-handle of
Texas, between hunting psrties of
Cheyenne, Pawnee and Arapahoe In-
dians. Thirty Cheyennes and twelve
Pawnees are said to have been killed.
The loss of the Arapahoes is nct stated.
The cause of the fight was the trespass
of the Pawnees on the hunting ground
of the Cheyennes.

New Yorx, Jan. 7.—Dispatches from
various poiats in New England show
that the cold is intense this morming,
ranging from 24 deg. below zero at
Nashuas, N. H,, to 42 deg. below at Fort
Fairfield, Maine. Along the Hudson
the thermemeter marks several degrees
below zero. In this city it is 14 deg.
above zero and becoming colder.

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., Jan. 8.—A cull has
been issued for a mass meeting of the
friends of silver remonetization in this
city on Tuesday, the 15th iast.

PrmLADELPHIA, Jan 8.—The supreme
court tosday entered judgment.in the
case of the commonwealth ex rel Gov.
Hartranft va. the Quarter sessions, Al-
leghany county, in which an attach-
ment granted by the court below was
set aside. The court holds that the acs
tion of the grand jury and court inter~
feres with the prerogative rights of the
governor as the chief executive officer
of the commonwealth, which were be-
yond their power.

CHicaGo, Jan. 7.—-Prof. Sumner, of
Yaele College, lectured here tosnight by
invitation on national finance. His
audience, which was fair, was composed
principally of the better class of mer-
chants and heavy business men. He
was decided in opposition to remonetis
zation and for the single gold standard,
arguing that other modes of securing
prosperity would prove fallacious and
destructive to national wealth.

New Yorg, Jan. 8.— The report of
the commissioners of emigration shows
the total number of aliens arrived at
this port last year was 54,530, a de-
erease of 16,129 compared with the
previous year.

OMaHA, Jan. 8.—Gen. John O’Neil,
the noted Fenian leader, whose illness
was mentioned in the dispatches of
Sunday, died last nignt at 11 o’clock at
the Mercy hospital from the effects of a
paralytic stroke received three months
ago. He leaves a wife and three chil.
dren. Arrangements are being made
for an imposing funera).

As the train from St. Louis was ap-
proaching Omaba last night a young
Dane was emticcd from the carsat Pa-
cific Junction and beaten out of $1,000
at top and bottom dice by gamblers.

CLEVELAND, Jan. 8.—7The thirtieth
annual convention of the American
Dairymen’s Association met to~day.
There was a large attendance and sub-
jects of interest were discussed. It was
stated that the dairy interest was grow-
ing rapidly and higher prices than ever
befere prevailing. Exports o Great
Britain last year were 110,000,000 Ibs,
worth over $13,000,000, a large increase
over the past year's. Francis D. Mouls
ton spoke on the salt question.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 8. --The President
has definitely determined to make the
Chinese question the subject of a spe«
eial messege to congress. In this mes-
sage he will call attention ¢o the pres«
ent and prospective evils of unlimited
Chiness immigration to this country,

and will recommend congress to take |

such action as in its wisdom it may
deem most proper ard effective to re~
strict and regulate the immigration of
Mongolians. The president has not yet
decided whether he will suggest any
particular manner for the attainment of
these objects. but at present it seems
probable that he will confine himself to
a forcible presentation of the necessity
for action and leave to the two houses
of comgress the task of devising a pro~
per remedy. - It is also quite probable
he will direct the state department to
notify the Chinese government through
the ususl diplomatic channels that some
action on its part to restrict the immi~
gration of its sabjects to this country is
likewise considered desirable, but no-
thing positive in regard to making such
an invitation has yet been determined.

and men, in proportion to the num-
bers engaged, than any army in
modern times, not even excepting
the present bloody conflict between
the Turks and Russians.

Arctic Exploration.

Professor Nordenskiold in his re-
port to the Swedish government on
the feasibility and importance of the
exploring expedition pirojected by
him, to be undertaken, if sufficiently
encouraged. in the summer of next
year, proposes to return to the scene
of his former exploits and adven-)
tures; the northern coast of Europe,
from the North Cape eastward. Our
dispatches from Liondon, published
two-days ago, recounted, it will be
remembered, the recent voyage of
an English Captein in those waters,
whose experience even more than
confirms all the speculations of the
Professor. Nordenskiold believes
that & steamer can pass through the
White Sea and between Nova Zem-
bla aud the continent by the mouths
of the Jenisey and the other great
rivers of Siberia, and, skirting the
whole northern coast of Asia. come
out safely at Behring Strait in a sin-
gle seasom, and still give time
enough for the naturalists of the ex-{
pedition to study the hydrographical
features of that region. If the ex-
pedition should not get through in
a single season the Professor deems
it possible that it could safely win-
ter at some point on the route. If
Captain Wiggins’ story is to be tak-
en as@vidence of the.general condi-
tion of the sea near the coast, there
can be no great difficulty of the pas-
sage; but previous experience indi-
cates that his observations were
made for an altogether exceptional
season. It is to be hoped that Nor-
denskiold’s projected expedition
may be actually made, for the world
is little acquainted with the actual
condition of the coasts that it will
touch or the country above them.
Indeed, there is nowheré else so
large a section of earth of which so
little is known in civilized countries,
and if the Professor makes his expe-
dition he will change that.—N. Y.
Herald.

Horrors of War.

Mr. McGaban, the correspondent
of the London Daily News st Plev-

' na, sends a terrible story of thestate

of  things prevailing in and around
the captursd town. Before the re-
cent great storm Plevna was simply
a charnal house. Modern warfare
has no parallel for it, and its hortors
can only be compared to those which
followed in the wake of Genghis
Khan or Timour, as their savage
Tartar hordes swept over and deso-
Iated Asia.

The famished dogs, of which there
are always large numbers in every
Tarkish town, were feeding on the
corpses of the dead and the bodies
of the still living wounded. The
savage howls of the greedy brutes as
they tore the putrid flesh of the dead
or crunched the bones between their
teeth, the cries and groans of the
wounded as they vainly struggled
with the dogs might be heard for
miles around and made the soul sick.

Birds were pecking at the skulls,
hopping from body to body with
beaks and plumage besmeared with
human blood and screaming with
fiendish delight. Dogsfought among
themselves, and bird struggled with
bird fer the pessession of a morsel
of human flesh and the most inde-
scribable horror prevailed.

In one house alone thirty-seven
dead and fifty-three wounded Turks
were found, some of the former in a
half decomposed and putrid siate,
and the wounded in a condition that
can be more easily imagined than
described. Some of the wounded
were able to crawl about and clutch-
ed at odd morsels of food that were
found in the hanis of the dead, de-
vouring it with feverish avidity; but
thousands of them were ntterly help-
less and awaited death or succor
with a listless fatalism.

Eighteen hundred prisoners were
huddied together on the bank of the
Vid, and the horrors of their posi-
tion equalled those of the great
plagne which ravaged Europe in the
fourteenth century. Living and
dead were piled together promis-
cously in heaps like wood and cart-
ed away. There were only three
carts available for this work, and
the confusion was indescribable.

—_———
Ax ExmiNct RacE.~ One of the
most remarkable races that ever in-
habited the earth is now extinet.
They were known as the Gaunches,
and were the aborgines of the Cana-
ry Islands. 1n the sixteenth centa-
ry, pestilence, slavery and the cruel-
ty of the Spaniards succeeded in to-
tally exterminating them. They are
described as having been gigantic in
stature, but of a singularly mild and
gentle nature, Their food consisted
of barley, wheat und goat’s milk,
and their agriculture was of the
rudest kind. They had a religion
which taught them of a fature state,
of rewards and punishments after
death, and of good and evil spirits.
They regarded the voleano of ‘Tene-
riffe as the place of punishment for
the bad. The boaies of their dead
were carefully embalmed and de-
posited in catecombs, which still
continue to be an object of curiosity
to those who visit the island. Their
marriage rites were very solemn,
and. before engaging in them, the
brides were fattened on milk.

“1t has been suggested that
the Northern Pacific Railroad
Company would not accept the
terms proposed by the bill. 1
do not know that this suggestion
comes from that company, but it
it does, I should be disposed to
regerd it no other light than
a bid for better terms at the ex-
pense of the public interests.—
The bill may be impertect in de-
tail, and may require amendment
in these particulars; but any
material departurc from its fun-
damental features, either in re-
terence to the location of the
grants or disposition of the same,
would in my judgment, after
mature reflection, be to make an
inexcusable surrender to a grasp-
ing corporation, by subordina-
ting to their demands the more
important and higher interests
of the people and of the country.
And 1n making this statement I
feel that I do but give utterance
to the almost unanimous judg-
ment of the people west of the
Rocky Mountains who are di-
rectly interested in this enter-
prise. No, Mr. President, the
provisions of this measure mast
not be limited or controlled by
the cupidity of corporate power.

Republicans of the country gen-
erally rejoice over the vietory
of the old “spoils” system over
“civil service reform,” and ac-
cord to Conkling the leadership
of the party in the next political
campaign.

If any one believes that Dem-
ocratic party politicians are any
more consistent in their support
of civil service reform, let him
apply the prineiple of competen-
cy against the caucus nominee
for a local office and see how
soen he will be ruled out of the
party.

Not one in a hundred ef the
people are interested in party
sueeess in which no principles
are at issue. Every citizen is
mtercsted in in good government
whieh can omly be maintained
by subordinating party to coun-
try as President Hayes is doing.

Our
experience 1s, that the better
elements of society will always
vindicate the character of the
man thas assailed, and we have
but to refer to our own history
in proof of this fact. To the
charge that we were ¢ run out of
San Francisco for disloyalty,”
we can adduce the fact that the
most respectable journals in San®
Francisco denounced the act;

The amount
named as carried by other convey-
ances is conjecture. If the Com»
stock mines yield as much in 1878
as during the present year, the ag-
gregate product of silver and gold
will approximate one million of
dollars.

Statement of the amoun* of precious motals pro-
duced in the States and Territories west of the
Mi<s uri river, during the year 1877:
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e have used the utmost care

Last night, immediately after we left
the table, some of the boys wijo had
gone directly out of doors discover-
ed a light in the third story.

The flames were extinguished by a
single pitcher of water. Now we
know where every inmate of the
house was. All sat together at sup-
per, excepting the servants, who
were 211 waiting on the table. After
the meal was finished two teachers
went up to their rooms and one into
the school room. This last person
knows absolutely where every boy
was between supper and the discov-
ery of the fire. We consider it im-
possible that any one of them could
have gone up and done this thing.
Some one entered ‘the house while
we sat at the table and boldly went
up to this unfinished third story
where a fire could easily be set to
the exposed wood work, and having
effected his diabolical purpose went
out and escaped. That our boys
arve free from suspicion we think
beyond question. Meanwhile, who
does this and what the purpose is
remains to us & profound mystery.”

Barn ForFEITED,— Some time last
fall a man named John Dowd at
present of Seattle, was Leld to ans-

wer a criminal charge before the
grand jury in Portland. Dowd’s
boud was fixed by the committing
macistrate at $300. The defendant

sited the sum of $200, which
wus all the money he had at the
time. L. Lemlineand a man named
R. Shortell became sureties for the
remaining $100. When the case was
called in the State circuit court
Dowd failed to putin an appearaace.
Accordingly the $200 was declared
forfeited, and paid into the county
treasury, while the sureties were
held responsible for the remaining
$100. Lemline, in a petition, avered
that Shortell, the other bondsman,
was financially unable to pay any

of that sum, and that he (Lem-
ine) was not able to pay it. He
therefore asked the court to fix any
reasonable sum, and he would en-
deavor to pay the same. The court
granted the request of the petition-
er, and adjudged that he pay the
sum of $50 into the county treasury
as the forfeiture of the bond.

It is asserted by the advocates
of the income tax that nearly
all the untaxed government
bonds are owned in the Northern
seaboard States, and that the on-
ly way to make this kind of
property contribute its share to
the general revenue is to lay an
income tax. There is also a de-
termination to lay a high tax on
large incomes, the prevailing
idea on this subject being to ex-
empt all incomes under $2,000,
and to graduate the tax from one
per cent up to five, and some
wish it even up to seven and
eight per cent on incomes ex-
ceeding $30,000 or $40,000. The
general belief is that the North-

west and the South will join to-

gether to .impose the income
tax, and the principal question
seems to be about its amount.
A plan will be urged on the
House to so regulate the income
tax as to exceptincomes derived
from salaries er professions or
the actual labor of the individu-
al, and tax only the accumulated
wealth which itself yields an m-
come to its possessors. This is
thought to be the only fair way
to levy an income tax, and sev-
eral Representatives will urge
that a tax thus laid on accumu-
lated wealth ought to be a con-
stant part of the internal reven-
ue system.
