DEecreasE oF TravEL.—The Tacoma
Tribune says that travel on the Sound
Las not been nearly as great this year as
last, and attributes the decrease to the
fact that before tho location of the rail-
roal terminus the country was filled with
speculators waiting for the opportunity
to invest when and ‘where that location
should be determined, and when that
event happened " the speculators left,
and have not been back since. From
all of which the reasonable conclusion
is, that all those who were waiting to
invest in terminus property were like
the boy who caught the hornet: *When
he got him, he didn’t want him.”

— - —

Tacoma TowN Proprrry.— The Taco-
ma Tribune of the 15th inst. sets forth
the price and advanteges of town prop~
erty in the great terminal city in the
following glowing terms:

For two lots only—corner lots, and
supposed to be the best business sites
m the town—the price is $500 each; a
price that would be regarded as ridiea~
lously ckeap in any other town on Pu-
get Sourd, not one of which has one-
quarter what Tacoma has to build up a
great city. For half a dozen other cor-
ner lots $350 each are asked, and for
inside lots $200; all these being situated
on Pacific Avenue, certain to be the
leading business thoroughfare in the
jizce. The prices range down to $50 a
lot, according to location, thus placing
a landed interest in the terminus within
the reach of all. The prices of the lots
will hardly pay tor the magnificent
street work already done. To the 25th
instant will be given parties now occu~
pying lots to make good their payments.

These prices are a significant com-
mentary on the pretention that no other
town on Puget Scund ‘* has one-qunarter
what Tacoma has to build up a great
city.” Who should be the best judges
of what constitutes the advantages nupon
which to build up a great city—the suc-
cessful business men who have money to
invest, or the impecuneous blower for
a ring cf non-resident land speculators?
The best test is market values. Mr.
Yesler has a standing offer, which he
has declined, of $15,000 for the lot in
this city on the corner of (Commercial
and Mill streets, now occupied by Gen.
Hovey for a store. In case of sale, the
improvements now upou the lot would
go for nothing, ae they would be imme-
diately removed. Mr. Yesler last year
sold the adjoining lot _for $8,000, upon
which buildings have since been erected
which cost $26,000. He has repeatedly
refused $10,000 for the lot on the appo-
site corner, now occupied by the Aiham-
bra Saloon. No town lot in Seattle
within a mile of the centre of business
could be bought for $100, and no eligi-
ble lot upon any business street in the
town for less than $100 a foot front.
Could these things be if capitalists and
business men had any doubt about the
future prosperity of Seattls, or any con-
fidence in Tacoma as the future com-
mercial emporium of Puget Sound? Is
any one so stupid as to believe that the
unscrupulous sharpers who own and
control the Tacoma town site, would be
peddling off their lots at $50 apiece if
they believed that Tacoma was to be the
permanent terminus of the N. P. Rail-
road and become a great city? Within
a year after the location of the eastern
terminus at Duluth, business lots in
that town sold as high as $7,500 a lot.
We saw a report of a sale in San Fran-
cisco, a few days eince, of an unim-
provedlot on Mason street, three-fourths
of a mile from the water front, to Wm.
Shannon, for $30,000. In view of these
facts, Low ridiculous the assumption
that Tacoma is regarded by its proprie-
tors as anything but a wild cat specula-
tion.

Party ConsisTENCY.—The consisteney
and reliability of party newspapers is
well illustrated by the character of the
assaults made by the partisan journals
upon the candidates upon the Indepean-
dent ticket for State officers in Oregon.

There could hardly be a more dama-
ging reflection upon the intelligence and
management of the Democratic party in
Oregon than the foregoing. What! a
man who can hirdly write his own name
mominated and elected to the most re-
sponsible and difficult office to fill in
one of the most populous and wealthy
counties of the State! A man so totally
unfit for office that it would be difficult
to find a worse anywhere—the insane
asylum and the penitentiary not except-
ed—holding the chief executive office of
the Democratic State organization; an
office which at least rank with the Gov~
ernor in dignity and ability!

Nexr DrrEGATE.--The Walla Walla
Spirit of the West, in speculating upon
the subject of the next Delegate to Con~
gress, claims that by right the next Del-
egate should come from that side of the
mountains, and mentions among the
candidates, Gen. Edward Shiel, Daniel
Stewart and J. ©. Smith, on the part of
the Grangers, and W. H. Newell, N. T.
Caton, J. H. Lasater, W. A. George and
J. R. Lewis, as supposable candidates
of the old political parties.

‘We shall not dispute the local claim of
our eastern fellow-citizens, thongh hav~
ing an equal right and an equal interest
with them in the character of our com-
mon representative, ‘we shall insist upon
the right ot a voice in choosing between
them, and fuiling to agree upon a man
of the requisite gualifications, and un-
exceptionable to either section, then to
drop mere local considerations in the
selection, the main purpose being to
secure an able, faithful and impartial
representative of the best interests of
the whole; one who will give his best
efforts to the promotion of every meas-
ure calculated to unite the east and the
west by such public improvements as
well secure to the two divisions of the
Territory an interchange of their varied
productions and to the whole the full
benefits of its own unparallelled resour-
ces. Were we disposed to urge local
claims, we could furnish more than one
such man in Seattle, who under the
pressure of present dominating local in-
terests, would carry King county by an
almost unanimous vote, in spite of party
or personal issues. But we forbear, in
full confidence that our own local 1nter-
ests conflict in no manner with the in-
terests of any other portion of the Ter-
ritory. But we shall insist as condi-
tional to the support of the people of
Puget Sound, that the candidate, com-
ing from whatever section of the Terri~
tory he may, shall not be an Oregonian
in his interests and sympathies, nor an
attorney or secret agent of the O. S. N.

contract. It was agreed that each com-
mittee shall appoint a sub~committee of
three members, who, in connection with
a sub-committee of the Committee of
Postal Affairs, shall consider the subject
and report what action should be taken
regarding it. Ths Secretary of the Navy
will also be called on to express his
views on the same subject.

Lrrrie Rock, Ark., April 21.—Armis-
tice has been in force since morning.—

200 shots were fired,and several persons
severely wounded. The excitement has

subsided for the present.

JACKSONVILLE, Oregon, April 14.—-A
fire broke out in this town this morning
at about 4 o’clock. It originated near
the southeast corner of Oregon and Cal-
ifornia streets, in a row of old frame
buildings and soon got beyond control
Although no wind was blowing, the dry
lumber blazed so high, and the flames
spreed so rapidly that nething could be
done to check the conflagration until it
had spread across to houses of like rhar-
acter on the mnorth side of the sireet.
Part of two hlocks, embracing some
brick buildings, are consumed, wkich
is the business houses and the heart of
the town. The fire is supposed to have
been the work of incendiaries. Two
men, Albert Johnson, a mulatto, and a
young white fellow named John Lenro,
were arrested and put in _ jail, but were
afterwards discharged, as notr ng could
be found against them.

Corrxxg, Utah, April 14. —The China-
man arrested on Monday. the 6th inst.,
upon suspicion of having been impli-
cated in the murder of Bornsheene,
which occurred on the 5th, was yester~
day proven, bteyond all doubt, to have
commitled the deed unaided and alone.
At two o’clock this afterncon, while the
officers were endeavoring to take the
prisoner to Brigham City for safe keep-
ing, the citizens en masse took him from
them and marched him down to the R.
R. bridge, one mile east of town, and
hung him from the trestle work. Thayer,
detective, and a Chinese interpreter,
ealled from Denver especially to work
the case up, brought about this end with
great credit to himself and the commun-
ity. Public wrath is appeised. Quiet-
ness prevails again and people sre hap-
py to feel they have rid the city of a
murderer, who has killed two or three
men before and 1s known {o bz one of
the worst Chinese characters in this
eountry.

the Courts. He concludes with advis-
ing the people to "quietly pursue their
voeations, and if their serv.ces are ne-
cessary tg preserve peace. he will cali
for them. Baxter's attorneys appeared
m Court to-day and moved to set aside
the judgement of yesterday. The mo-
tion will be argued to-morrow.

Late this evening, Gov. Baxter issued
a proclamation declaring Pulaski Coun-
ty in a state of rebellion, proclaiming
martial law, and calling on the mwilitia
to assist in suppressing the rebellion.—
Simultaneously with the issuance of the
proclamation, Baxter, with a force of
200 men marched down town, took up
quarters in one of the hotels, posted
sentinels along the principal streets and
arornd the State House, where Brooks
is ensconsed with 200 armed with mus-
kets and 2 cannon. DBaxter expects re-
inforcements from other counties. He
says the Attorney -General’s dispatch is
satisf: ctory,all he wants is non-interfer-
ance by the General Governmeunt. Bax-
ter has taken possession of the telegraph
office, and exercises complete censor-
ship over all dispatches, and has issued
a proclamation, announcing his inten-
tion to take the State House and rees-
tablish his authority.
