Danger in Travoliu&;. 

The risk of sudden death, says the 
Jour11al of Cltemistrv, is very trifling 
compared with the inevitable injury 
sustained by every indivit.lual who has 
to make a long journey by rail. The 
traveler really takes his life in his 
band whenever be Mt.l out. The dan­
ger is less from aocident than design, 
less from misplaced switches than from 
miaplaced ventilators, less from bad 
roau-beds than from bad air. We are 
now speaking of the barbartc nui­
sance of having to smell, breathe and 
bathe in the smoke, soot and cinders 
pouring in from the engine, which, 
until some other method is found to 
obviate the difll.culty, ought to be in 
the rear of the train instead of the 
front. Of all conductors, brakemen, 
porters, and passengers, probably not 
one in the thousand understands the 
vital importance of pure air, nor in­
deed do they know what pure air is. 
To the c.onductor'il mind, as t.> that of 
the majority of his passengers, the 
comfort of the car depends upon ihe 
temperature; it is a matter of warmth 
or cold entirely. A warm car, or more 
commonly a bot car, is the one desid­
eratum, albeit the warmth is the prod­
uct of animal heat from fifty bodies, 
manT of them not vary clean, and of 
exhatation11 from fifty pairs of lungs, 
with little chance for the eacape of 
vitiated air or the ingress of pure air­
a oondition ef things tending to pro­
duce a state of " blue blood" not con­
templated by the haut ton. When the 
life current comes up to the lungs to 
be changed from. blue to red, to throw 
olf there the carbonic ucid and take in 
oxygeon-and the whole volume of 
blood makes this cucuit once in every 
half minute, or over one hundred ttmes 
an hour-if there is a lack of sntlioient 
ventilation in the car or eitting·room or 
sleeping room, the blood cannot un· 
dergo this vital transformation. lt 
goes back to the heart, aud from thence 
is pumped through the arteries from 
crown to sole, throughout the compli­
oated mesh-work of the capillaries, in a 
state entirely unfitted to form its func­
tiolls of supplying oxygen to all parts 
of the body, of carrying off the waste 
particles resulting from the " never­
ceaaina death" of the atoms composing 
the body, and of replacing these with 
fresh, living atoms, or, as it is usually 
put, " repairing the waste.''

The Upper Rhinf\. 

Nobouy knows why so many Rhine 
tourit~ts - American Rhine tourists, 
at lea11t - 11top ahort at .Mayence 
or B:1t1le. It may be that tbev are too 
fond of com.fort, though it "must be 
admitted that the little boats ~hat ply 
between the Rhine Falls and the Lake 
of Constance are not tl:1e equals of the 
boats on the Lower Rlline. As to the 
scenery along what might be called the 
Swiss Hhine, at least above the Lake of 
Constance, it is certainly much grander 
than that about which 1he painters, 
poets, and tourists rave, as seen any­
where between Frankfort and the sands 
of Hollanll. Neither will the Upper 
Rbil:e be outdone in the way of castletl 
hills and rocks, picturesque towns, and 
strange legends of fierce knights and 
fair damsels. 

There is half a notion prevalent that 
the navigable possibilities ef the river 
end somewhere just abput Bingen. At 
least we usually get oft' there, jump into 
the cars, and whirl away f:om the 
classic stream before we have become 
half acquainted with it. 

There is a legend that the Rhine has 
its source in an unapproachable cloud 
that hangs somewhere over the Via· 
Mala. •.rourists seem to have accepted 
the legend-at least, few tire their legs 
tn looking out the real source of the 
stream that was once believed to be 
blessed of the gods. 

What a strange source it has, in fa~ct ! 
To be exact, however, there are three 
sources to the baby Jlhine ; they aue 
born triplets, bnt before getting far 
down the mountains they clasp arms, 
and wander as one 

" D uwo, d own to the weary sea." 
Or.e of these baby Rhines is born in 

the tiny Lake of Toma, about a doze11 
roUes aoove the old mountain convent 
of Disentis. This dark green lake is 
surrounded by dreary rocks and ice 
clad mountains. It is 7 ,i~ (} feet above 
the sea-level. 

Hetween it and the Disentis convent 
and village there are pleasant pastures, 
and the traveler may feast on the best 
cheese of the Alps, and a most luscious 
white honey. As a corollary to the 
honey, bears abound in the woods 
skirt.ing the valley. So do the chamois 
and the mountain fox. The people are 
extremely poor. They are all good 
Catholics, and here is spoken that 
queerest of moAern lauguages, the 
Bomanscb. It is, in faot, the original 
Latin, as spoken by the Jloman peas­
antry. The ancestors ef these villagers 
came from Tuscany. 

Tho habits of this p"storal people are 
singular, and such as lrill not ba mei 
with elsewhere in tho whole course of 
the Rhinfil. 

Drippilt(S of glaciers· and snow-fields 
and wrecked avalanches ulllite them­
selves in little brooks, and skip agrou 
the meadows te join the rinr in its 
h•rry to the sea. At Disantis the little 
atream known a~ tlse Medelser, or Mid­
dle Rhine, leaps and laughs to join ib 
11ister down one of the prettiest and 
wildest valleys of th11 Alps. There are 
cataracts and falls and rapids all the 
wa7, while on each side the mountains 
are euperatively grand. Even the well· 
known Via-Mala i11 n~t censidored so 
strangely picturesque and romantic as 
is this unTisited va&lley of the Medel­
ser. In these Upper :ft.hine resiena ex­
isted the strange rep11blics knowa as 
the Uray Leagug, the •ren J urisdic­
tions, aBd the League of the House of 
God. They were founded as long ago 
as 1396, and were later united as one 
republic, intended to pretect their peo­
ple a~rainst the tJranny of a great num· 
ber of petty lords and noblemen, whose 
rained castles still ornament almost 
every eminence ef the upper Bhine. 

These stern old Republicans had the 
beautifal town of Ilanz for t.b.eir capi­
tal. TB.ey were a heroic set ef men, 
and history nowhere records greater 
sacrifices than were made by the~e peo­
ple to preserve their liberty. At the 
little town of Trons a few people met 
in la&6, and swere a solemn oath, as 
their Swiss nei~hbors had done at the 
Rutli fifty years before, to devote their 
whole livQs singly to the attainment of 
liiJerty. They succeeded, and there· 
public lasted four hundred years, when 
it was allied witt.. S witzerlaud. Tlsrougb 
what strange countries, and by what 
changing kingdoms, the beautifal 
Rhino flowed in all those centuries after 
!eaTing tho freg land of its birth ! 
Ilauz, their old capital, still stands, a 
novel and piotaresque picture of past 
ages. 'rhct views of the Rhine, both 
np and down, are very tine from Ilanz. 
One may enjoy between llanz al'!d 
Trona the meat varied sceaery of the 
Alps-bright meadows, dark forests, 
lofty mouu taina, snow-fields edged by 
smiling villages, ruined castles, and, 
sweeping along through its liled of dol­
omite, the winding Rhine. There is no 
more interesting picture on tke whole 
Rhine roa.d to Holland.-S. H. M. 
BYEns, ia Harper'B Magazine.

Nightingale" of 
earlier days? but to her English 
friends she is best known u.s the hostess 
of one of the most beautiful ilonses in 
New A:ensington, a home full of artis­
tic and musical associations, where 
bangs the portrait of her youth which 
we all know in prints and engravings­
the sweet, gracefullacly witli smoothly 
braided hair, a white silk gown, and 
roses -the Jenny Lind of liiO. 

At tho upper end of the hall, in · the 
front row of stalls, one is almost sure 
to see some of the royal family, gen­
erally Princess Christian or Prineeas 
Beatrice, who come in very quietly, 
acknowle:lging by a bow the saintations 
of those who rise ae they pass, and in 
the intervals joining in conversation 
with their apeoial ftiends, of whom 
there are sure to be many at every con­
cert in London.

Breach of Promise Suits. I 
The question has recently been dis­

cussed in hnglaud whether it would 
not be wise to do away with the right 
of action for breach of pramise of mar­
riage. At the l11at session of parlia­
ment a motion was carried in the 
Honse of Oommons declaring that tho 
action OUiht to be abolished, except 
when actual pecuniary loss has been 
incurred by r11ason of the promise, in 
which case the recoTerable damage 
should not exceed th111 pecuniary loss. 
This sentiment is based on the allega· 
tion that the right of maintaiaing an 
action for breach of promise is often 
most scaadalously abused. !. recent 
case of this kind was cited in the Honse 
of commons. A woman sued a clergy, 
man f<:>r breach of promise. She was 
35 and he was 6ii years old . He denied 
that l:e "ver promised, intended, or 
'vanted to marry her. ~he procured a 
witnc~s to corroborate her story. Tho 
clergyman waa mulcted in $750 dam· 
ages. It was afterwards proTod that 
the plaiatift' WI!.S an abandoned woman, 
who had been convicteil of theft. and 
had attempted to blackmail two other 
persons by threatening actioDs for 
breach of promise. In another case, a 
scou ndrel brought an action of breach 
of promise against a laf1y for the sole 
purpose of extorting money from her. 
Al!d he suc~:eeded,~for she preferred to 
Jay the villain i5,000 to haviag her 
letters read in ct urt and pu lllished in 
the newspapers, There is no doubt 
that this rig!lt of action is subject to 
grave abuses, and tllat it has given 
rise to many scandnlaus cases. But,

Their danger cannot be estimated 
beforehand , simply h..cause the weak· 
ness or anger of the victims is an un­
known q uantity. 

In farmi ng districts, a favorite 
amusement of young people with va· 
cant minds is to dress as ghosts, de· 
mous, eto., and go about frightening 
children. Evilepsy or lifel•ng nervous 
disease ill often the result. 

There is auc.ther kind of pmctieal 
jokes. legalized in college tty long cns· 
tom, just as seilseless and dangerous . 
Such, in the University of Pennsyl· 
vania, for example, I1S "bowl-day," 
when two classes figh t over the gody of 
the youngest "honor boy," one to put 
him into an enormous wooden bowl, 
the oth~r to keep him out. 'I' he clothes 
an~ limbs of the victim are torn and 
dragged !lB by a pack of wolves.

The Conquest of the Mule. 
The western pack-mule is small, 

sinewy, and, like old Joey Bagstook, 
"'ough, air, ~ugh! but de-e-vlish 
sly !" Moat of them are bred from In· 
dian ponies and are born on the open 
plains. Having previously been las­
soed and branded, when three years 
old they are driven (or inveigled) into 
a corral and exhibited for 15ale as 
broncho1. An t:.nb&med · horse is a 
model 'Of gentlenesfl beside them. 
Scmetimes they are accustomed at once 
to the saddle by one of those wonder­
ful riders wilo caB stick on the back of 
anything that runs, and more rarely 
they are broken to harness: but ordi­
narily their backs are trained t-o bear 
the pack, which is generally the only 
practicable aethod of transporting 
freight through these rugged moun­
tains. 

The first time the pack-saddles are 
put on, the excitement may be im­
agined. The green mule, strong in his 
youth, having been adroitly " roped '' 
or lassoed, i1:1 led out into an open 
apace, steppmg timidly, 'l<ut, not see­
ing any co.~ use for alarm, q_uietly; be· 
fore be understands wba~ it all means, 
he finds that a noose of the rawhide 
lariat about his neck bas been sli!Jped 
over his nose, and discovers that his 
tormentors have an advantage. He 

· pulls, shakes his head, stands upright 
on opposite ends, but all to no avail. 
The harder he pulls, thu tighter the 
noose pinches his nostrils, so at last he 
eomes down and keept~ still. Then a 
man approaches slowly•· and circum­
t>pectly, holding behind him a leather 
blinder which he seeks to slio over the 
·mule's eyes. But two long ears stand 
in the way, nnll the first touch of the 
leather is the signal for twe JUmps­
one by the beast and one by the man , 
for paekers ure wise enough in their 
day and generation to tight shy of the 
business end of a mule.

Learuing to Sing. 
Let us consider for a moment how 

the case stands in regard to that small 
fraction of mankind who attempt to 
BlDg in some fashion or other. The 
great majority of these never leara at 
all ; they sing by the light of nature, 
uaiog their ~oicea in any way that will 
pro:luce the notes their ears guide them 
to ; and, no doubt, with ·naturally good 
voices aDd naturally good ears, music 
may result whiclt is quite tolerable, 
th<ingh infinitely inferior to what it 
miglilt be made. But many peraons d,o 
"learo to sing," and instruction of this 
kind forms a tolerably large profeuion­
al avocation.

it to the best advantage, r l'qttires Bot 
only careful and i udicioll:l trainiug, 
but long, haru and laborio tt :l practice. 
It is, consequently, only among the 
pufessional ranks thnt we are accus­
tomed to expect thoroughly good sing­
in£", and even h ere, whether frf>m de­
ficient education, imperfect pewers, or 
defec ti ve taste, it is not of tel'! that what 
wo e:~:pect is rea lly fonnd.-.Naltt rc.
