public will entertain different
views of the affair, than they do
or can from reading . your ac-
count.

Vicroris, B. C., June 21.—-A little be«
fore eight o'clock last evening, Lieu~
tenant Commander Saunders and pilot
George arrived in town and reported
the total loss of the U. S. man-of-war
Saranac in Seymour Narrows, John-
ston’s Strait, on Friday morning last.
The following are the particnlars as far
as ascertained. The U. 8. S. Saranac
left San Francisco on the 8th for Sitka
and Behring Straits on a scientific ex-
pedition and to make a collection for
the forthcoming Philadelphia Centen-
nial. She was taking the inside channel
and at 8:45 A, M., on Friday, struck on
her port side, on ths famous mid-chan-
nel roek, in the Seymour Narrows, and
went down in an hour efterwards. This
is the rock so much talked of, in con-
nection with the projected bridge that is
some day to .cross the Narrows for the
purncese of the Canadian overland rail~
road. She struck very hard, as she
as she was going at the rate of 14 knots,
with a seven knot carrent,swung around
and bung on a little while. She was
then headed for the Vancouver shore
and her bow made fast on the rocks by
attaching a hawser to a tree on shore.
The witer was gaining rapidly, enabling
the officers and crew to save but little of
the stores, effects, clothing, ete. She
remained over water, before sinking,
just one hour. A good deal mere would
Lave been sayed, only it was not known
at what moment the ship would vanish
out of sight. The officers and crew are
camped out on the beach, without a bit
of canvass, sail or anything else to shel-
ter them and but few provisions.

Dusriy, June 15. — The A nerican
riflemen, accompanied by Mayor Leech
and Alderman Manning of Dublin, and
a large number of friends left Cork on
a special train for this city. They were
greeted with cheers at the various sta-
tions en route. The Lord Mayor and
membeis of the corporation of the City
of Dublin received them at the depot
here and conducted them to the carv
riages. A prucession was then formed
with a band at the head and esccrted
the guests through Sackville, Dawson
and other principal streets to the Shel-
burn Hotel.

Lumeer Exrorts.—The exports of
lumber from the Puget Sound saw mills
to California have been very heavy of
1ate. as most of our readers are aware.
During the eight days from the 17th to
the 25th of May the arrivals at San

rancisco alone included 5,486,000 feet
of Inmber, 2,671,000 laths, 177,000
shingles, 43,000 feet of piles, 21,000
pickets, and 100 cedar posts. These
exports were sent as follows: Two ships
from Tacoma, with 1,276,000 feet of
lumber ard 1,200,000 laths; two vessels
from Seattle, with 843,000 feet of lum-
ber and 117.000 laths; three vessels from
Port Gamble with 1,583.000 Jfeet ot
lumber, 640,000 laths and 21.000 gpick~
ots; one vessel from Port Madison,
with 600,000 teet of lumber and 100,000
laths; ome vessel from Port Blakely,
with 284,000 feet of lumber, 156,000
laths and 300 piles; one vessel from
Dtsalady, with 500,000 feet of lumber,
78,000 laths and 100 cedar posts; and
one vessel from Port Ludlow, with
400,000 feet of lumber, 880,000 laths,
177,000 shingles and 28,000 feet of piles.
Seabeck and Port Discovery, two of the
principal milling establishments, were
entirely unrepresented in this fleet.
Reduced to its equivalent in long lum-
ber, these exports would amount to at
least 8,000,000 feet, or 1,000,000 feet a
day for the time given, at the rate of
363,000,000 feet per annum.

AssisTING AT AN Ecripse.—The Chi-
nese view an eclipse with wonder. min-
gled, to a great extent, with fear and
terror, and most of them take some steps
to aid the sun or rioon, as the case may
be, in the hour of need, the principal
agents employed being, of course, gongs
and gunpowder, without which, no cere~
monial observance is complete. The
officials at their several yamens (official
residences) go through a regular set
ceremonial on these occasions. They
call in the aid of Taoist priests, and an
incense-vase and a pair of large candle-
sticks, containing red candles for luck,
are placed on a iable in the hua-ting,
or audience hall, but sometimes in the
court in front of it. When the eclipse
is beginning. the red candles are light~
ed, and the official enters in his robe of
state. He takes some lighted incense
sticks in both hands, and bows low in
front of the table, waving the incense
about, aczording to custom, before plac
ingit in the vase. He next proceeds to
perform the ceremony of ‘‘kotou’
(literally knock-head), kneeling down
thrice, and knocking his head three
times on the gr.und. He then gets up,
and huge gongs and drums are beaten
to trighten the devouring monster away;
and finally the priests march round the
table in solemn procession, repeating
certain prescribed formulas in a sing-
song-song, until the termination of the
eclipse. The officials are, of course,
always supposed to be successful in
their endeavors to rescue the sun and
moon from their perilous position, and
the ignorant masses in China fully be-
lieve that the happy result is brought
about by the ceremonies described.—
