RoumE, June 19.—The text of Pope's
addresses to the Cardinals on Tuesday
last is published. He rerews his pro-
test against the-usurpation of the Papal
States, oblivionof religious corporations
and other acts of the Italian Govern-
ment, so that the enemies of the Church
may not be able to deny Jusuﬁmuons of
undisputed customs. He was moved to
allude to these subjects agaiu because
he had recently received overtures of
reconciliation and had in bis possession
a respeciful letter urging that he pardon
his enemies and withdraw excommuni-
cation pronounced against them, but he
declares that he cannot make peace with
enemies of the Church. In conclusion
he exhorts Cardinals to imitate the con-4
duct of foreign Bishops, especially those
of Germany and Brazil.

WasHNGTON, June 20.—The House
bill passed by the Senate to-day for the
relief of settlers, is the lien}land bill
which recently received so much stten-
tion from the California press. The
danger apprehended from its paasage
has beenaverted by the adoption of two
amendments offered by Hager and sup-
ported by Sargent, providing that min-
eral ‘lands mor lands reserved or any
land grants made for railroad purposes
shell be taken in lieu of settlers’ relin-
quished lands. The bill also contains
provisions that it shall not in any man-
ner be construed to enlarge any railroad
grant.
The House bill subjecting all railroad
Jands located to taxation has been re.
ported by Howe from the Senate rail-
road Committee, with an amendment in
the nature of a substitute, decclaring all
portions of the Union and Central Pa-
cific railroad and their branches, on
which trains have been run during last
year, are accepted as complete within
the meaning of the third section of the
act of July 1, 1862; and directing that
patents shall issue for all lands granted
in aid thereof as rapidly as U. 8. sur-
voys shall be made at cost of Govern-
ment.

WasHINGTON, June 20.- The Senate
Postal Committee, in their report on the
Pacific Mail Co.’ (] dmnd for a semi-|
monthly service in 5,500 fon ships, IIJ
theﬂehyontbomhdfor ten years
service, to commence the pervioo within
one year, aught uot, under the ciroum-
stances, be deemed 8 material breach,
since no compensation was claimed dur-
ing the delay but the service was actually
performed, by consent of the Govern-
ment, in other ships, recelving ses pos-
tage. That, at the most, the failure as
to time only authorized the Govern-
ment to termiuate the comtract if it
should sa elect. . The Committee also
note that the law which specified that
the service should commence in Octo-
ber, 1873, did not require such com-
mencement in iron ships, but that the
requiretnent that the new ships should
be ready at that time was an' extra pro-
vision of the Post Master General, and
it was therefore competent for the Post-
master General to waive compliance
with this provision and continue the
contract in force, provided that the mail
was carried in iron ships. 'The Com-
mittee qnote the Postmaster General’s
report.for 1873, that ““No good reason
is pereeived whv the Company shonld
not be permitted to continue the service
as at present until the new ships are
completed and placed on line, with the
understanding that it shall make no
elaim upon additional subsidy or any
part thereof, but shall receive sea pos-
tage only, as heretofore, in full com-
pensation for the additioual service, un-
til the contract shall be fully com-
plied with.” In these views the Com~
mittee concur, and do not believe that
it is expedient to annnl the contract for
additional monthly service, nor do they
consider any acts necessary except the
assurances of the Postmaster General

'l for a continugnce of the contract and

service to be given as requested by the
company.

In conclusion, the Committee call at-
tention to the importance cf preserving
in American hands a rspid mail service
across the Pacific Ocean, and say that,
if there is any posibility of realizing the
results claimed by the Cowpany from
their new fast steamers, at a cost not ex-
ceeding one million annually, there
should be little hesitation on the part
of the Government; and pointed out
the large subsidies paid by England and
France for ocean mail service, beside
which that to the Pacific Mail Compa-~
ny is insignificant.

Paris, June 20.—The Chamber of
the Assembly was crowded to-day with
Deputies. The galleries wére also well
filled.  The principal organization bill
was again before that body, although
the Central Committes yesterday:' an-
nounced the withdrawal of that. ‘The
Committee subsequently took up the
bill and secured the adoption, by a vote
of 577 against 34, of the amendment
maintaining the present system of mun-
icipal elections, thus overthrowing the
three clauses of the bill "which provide
for representation by cumulative voting.
These clauses having been stricken from
the bill, it again came up in the Assem-
bly to~day in its modified form. Four-
ton, Minpister of tLe Interior, announced
that the Giovernment has accepted the
amendments proposed by Clapier to the
bill which extends for two years more
the present iaw providing that the nom
ination of Mayors shall be made by. the
Government. The amendment was
therefore adopted by a vote of 478 to
337.
