Seattle and Walla Walla Rail-

road and Transportation Go.
STATEMERT oF THE SECRETARY, June 20,
1874:

Since the meeting of the stockholders
of the Seattle and Walla Walla Railroad
and Transportation Co., April 12, 1874,
work has been commenced on' the first
section of the rond. The Engineer force
on the line began their work between
Seattle and the Renton Coal Mine, on
Cedar River, on the 27th of April, and
have now nearly completed the work of
surveying and locating between those
points. Nearly six miles of the road is
already graded.

A force of 80 men are steadily at work
which force is to be increased and kept
at work until the road bed is ready for
the ties. Two picnics by.the citizens,
(May 1st and 15th) donated to the road,
netted work valued at over $1,500.

DELEGATE To CoNaress.—The subject
of the next Delegate to Congress from
this Territory, seems to be agitating the
politicians of Walla Walla to a fearful
degree. We were recently informed by
letter from Walla Walla, that Mr. New-~
ell, of the Statesman, is a candidate for
Delegate, and was proposing to visit the
Sound soof on an electioneering tour.
This accounts for the following article
in his paper: :
Creexy.—The Sound counties have
had the Delegate eight terms out of the
eleven, and now if the papers indicate
public sentiment, they are cheeky erough
to claim the coming term. Sixteen years
out of twenty-two is enough for one
section, and if our Sound friends are not
altogether estitute of modesty they will
this year allow the River counties to
name the candidate. Considering that
Delegates do little more than draw their
pay, it seems to us that a man from the
y lopper” country can *‘fill the
bill” quite as well as a ** clam-eater.”
As an invariable rule, a sectional issue
is never raised in the selection of candi-
dates but by those who have personal
ends to serve thereby and have no hope

invention of this character. Not a paper
published on Puget Sound has thus far
indicated a preference for any candidate
in this_section of the Territory, or inti~
mated the least intention of claiming
the candidate on seetional gromnds.
The "Delegates thus far elected, have
received their mominations and elec-
tions without any sectional conftiet, and
we have never heard of a complaint of
the local interests of the East being ne-
glected by a Delegate from the Sound.
Nether the River counties nor the Sound
counties have ever yet united on a sec-
tional candidate in either of the party
conventions. At the last election Gar-
fielde was supported by all the delegates
from the River counties in the Republi~
can convention, and McFadden in the
convention which nominated him; and
Mr. Newell has often made the-boast,
publicly, that McFadden owed his nom-
ination to him. And now he assails the
people of the Sound for an act which he
has heretofore claimed the eredit of.

We know of nobody on the Sound
who is disposed to dispute the right of
the people of the River counties to the
Delegateship whenever them claim it
and by the popular vcice present a
suitable candidate. But they do not
feel bound to concede the position to
any 'demagogue who may demand it

solely on sectional grounds.

=% Rev. C. A. Huntington, Indian
Agent at Neeah “Bay, is removing his
family to tbe reservation. He says he
shall use the elegant buildings and
grounds for which Congress lately
awarded Mr. Webster $20,000, only for
the purposes of an Indian school, being
too far from the agency to be of practi-
cable use for any other purpose.

Now, after all the expense
and pother, it is demonstrated that the
property is not, and never was, of any
necessary use or material advantage to
the Agency, and is only occupied for an
inferior purpose because the Govern-
ment has no other use for it. The Gov-
ernment at Washington has indemnified
Mr. Webster for his losses, and fully
vindicated his character against the
slanderous accusations which were used
to rob him of his home.

Just throw them in with the
brown towels, as many asyou happen to
get Curing the week, and they come out
clean and ready to use again.

Another girl pours hot water on the
blades only of steel knives and they
wipe easily and do not need drying.

Another one told me fhe best way to
keep hams and dried beef was to pack
itin dry salt. We have tried it several
years, with perfect success. Set it .in
some cool, dry place; put quite a thick
layer of salt in the botiom, then pack
in the hams, using the pieces of dried
beef, if you have any, for chinking;

Anything, anything to lift up poor strug-
gling humanity. I rejoice that all news-
papers are becoming independent. Only
a few years ago the great newspapers
were all party organs. Now the great
newspapers, the far-reaching newspa-
pers—the successful newspapers—are
independent. The peuvple like them,
though the politicians do rot, and pat-
ronize them. So may it be more and
more so until independent journalism is
also both ancient and honorable.

Owsixe A Home.—The strength of
the American Republic, is the desire to
own a house. It is moulding all the
people, native and foreign. born, into
one homogeneous mass. The owner~
ship of home is something of which
neither the Irish peasant nor the Ger-
man laborer has, in his own country,
any conception; but it is here the goal
of his desires. Education comes next;
it is something the need of which is not
felt until the adornment of home is
thought of. The desire to own the roof
under which one sleeps is distinctively
an American characteristic, and seems
by nature to be adapted to the growth
which is raising us in importance in the
scale of nations. Itis the link which
connects the man with the Government;
it adds to his interest in the making and
execution of the laws, and identifies
him ‘with the usages and customs of the
people. It is this element which gives
the yeople of Switzerland their unity
and power, the lack of it causes uine
tenths of the unrest in Ireland. No
feeling is stronger than the attachments
of home, and o nation whose peeople
possess this as a common sentiment,can
lose tht‘lr ]xberly
