Doa IN THE MANGER.—We learn by a
gentleman from Olympia that the citi-
zens of that place have been again bilked
by the Northern Pacific Ruilroad mana-
gers. Our readers all recollect that
John W. Spruge and Governor Good.
win, acting under the authority of the
Northern Pacific Rai'road, entered into
a contract with citizens of Olympia to
construct a bravch of said railroad to
that town on or before the year 1875, in
consideration of a large donation of
land and town property conveyed to a
trustee, the title to which was to be ac-
quired by said Railroad Company upon
the performance of the contract, No-
tice was subsequently given by Sprauge
and Goodwin that the Directors of the
Road had officially accepted the eontract;
the route was surveyed and the depot
was located by the engineers of the
Company. When Rice and Ainsworth
came here to locate the terminus, they
for the first time informed the citizens
of Olympia that the Company had con~
cluded not to .fulfill their part of the
contract, and ihat they were ready to.
relinquish their claim upon the proper-
ty donated for that purpose, and at the
next meeting of the Board of Directors
a quit claim would be made to those
lands. ‘that has not yet been made.
A few days since the parties who made
these donations determined to convey
them to the Olympia Railroad and Min-
ing Company when the release could
be bad from the N. P. Company. Mar-
shall Blinn, the Trustee of the lands,
telegraphed to the Railroad officials in
New York asking them to transfer their
rights to the new Company which pro-
posed to construct the road within the
time specified by the terms of the dona-
tion, and received an answer positively
refusing the request. From this it'is
evident that the managers do not intend
to build the road, but intend to hold the
land to the limit of their contract for
the purpose of preventing its use for
other public works. This power ob-
tained by fraudulent devices amd false
pretenses, is used for the most villain-
ous purposes, and of a like character
has been all the dealings of the agenis
and managerr of that Company with
the people of Puget Sound. Had that
corporation ““a body to be kicked or a
soul to be damned,”” every member of
it would have been subject to the peni-
tentiary for felonious practices.

‘WaAT WE OWE To THE RarroAD.—Our
most estimable friend of the Tribune,
under an eighty dollar subsidy to the
Land Ring, underiakes to show how
much we owe to the Railroad, and how
thankful we should be for the smallest
favors which are reflected on us from
their abundance. Itisa pecularity of
those who habitnally toady to power or
position, to invest the instrument or
agent with all the merit of the benefac-
tion of which he is the medium, or al-

ritory owe the Railroad Company noth-
ing, whatever benefits may have accrued
to them from the Railroad. Ihe means
which that company have expended
here are furnished by the Government

| subsidy intended,mot as a personal favor,

but for the benefit of the whole people
The Railroad Company are but the trus-
tees of the grant, and are responsible to
the people for the manner in which
they administer the trust. Because we
are benefitted by the Government ap-
propriations for surveying, or the sup-
port of the Indians in our Territory,
must we elose our eyes and moaths to
the facts if those funds are robbed,
squandered, or misapplied to private
use and corrupt purposes, and be grate-
ful to the custodians of the funds for
little that is applied to the use intend-
ed? The men in the management
of the Northern Pacific Railroad
have never expended a dollar of their
own money in the work. There
was not a blow struck upon the road
until the money to pay for the same
was realized frcm the bonds based up-

on the Government subsidy.
No Director, stock-holder, or other

person connected with that grand pro-
ject, had a right to a dollar of that mon-
ey but to apply it to the construction of
the road in the best manner for the pub-
lic interests*and the security of the
bondholders. The Smiths and Spragues
and others of that ilk, who say *‘ we’’
when speaking of the Kailroad Compa-
ny, to whom the Tribune would award
all the exedit of whatever public benefits
the Railrond has conferred, never had
an honess dollar invested in the railroad
or anything more to do with forwarding
the project than the camp-followers of
an army have in fighting battles. They
are the mere plunderers and spoila-gath~
erers.

No ene makes war wpon the railroad,
but every disinterested man feels that
the managers of therail:oad have shame-
fully betrayed therr trust by using the
subsidy of the Government for purposes
of private speculation to the great det-
riment of public interest and jeopardy

Rameoap EstiMate.—The Kalama
Ring organ is attempting to prove by
figures that the Seattle and Walla Wal-
la Railroad will not pay the interest on
bonds issued for its conrtrnction. As-
suming as a basis that $12,000 a mile
of bonds are issued at 7 per cent., aggre-
gating $2,650,000 for 220 miles, the
next business it says, ¢‘is to transport
500,000 bushels of grain from Walla
Walla to Seattle at $10 per ton. This
amount of grain, (omitting a fraction of
20 1bs. per ton) counted at 37 bushels
per ton—estimated at 2240 Ibs. as ship-
ping (or “long toms’)—equal about
13,513 toms, the freight of which (at
$10 a ton) amounts to $135,130, of
this amount 65 per ceat. (equal to $87,-
834 50)must be deducted for runuing
expen es, leaving $47, 296 as a fund to
pay interest on $2,650,000 of bonded
debt.”

Thie estimate is based upon the sur-
plus of grain in the Walla Walla Valley
from the crop of this year. Before the
road reaches that valley from Seattle it
has at least 200 miles of productive
country to pass through, and when there
the whole of Eastern Oregon would be
tributary to it. Beside this, the beef
and matton brought to the Sound from
that sectiun at the present time, is not
less than as much in weight as 500,000
bushels of wheat—13,513 tons, which
added to the grain would double the es-
timate for frieght. By the time the
railroad is completed--if a8 soon as two
years—both of these products will be
doubled, so that the freight or these
two articles alone, at $10 a ton, would
be $540,520. The return freights of coal,
lumber and merchandize would not be
less than an equal amount. Here we
have on the through business alone,
without ¢oanting anything for passen-
gers, 1,081,040. The passenger business
would not be less than $150,000a yea;.
And yet in this estimate we have not
got down to the way transportation.
The immediate transportation of coal on
the first twenty miles of this road would

ot be less than 300 tons a day, ora
million tons a year, which at the low
figure of 50 cents a ton would yield
$500,000 revenue to the road,

‘We have only given the rough outline;
any intelligent man can fill up the de«
tails. If there is any portion of the
continent unappropriated where a rail-
road will pay, it is from Seattle to Wal-
la Walla; all the way thrcugh a country
as rich as any in natural resources, and
jutting upon a seaport unsurpassed in
all the requirements for commerce.:

1. If the transfer of lands is made
to our Company by the N. P. R. R.
€o,, it will be satisfactory; if not, all
contracts will be annulled wntil the
same amount of donations are made
direct to us.
2and 3. If the popular vote of this
county is favorable to issuing of bonds,
we will commence work within 60 days
thereafter, and when Congress legalizes
the donation of county bonds, we will
agree to complete the road on or before
July 30, 1874.

4. We will locate the passenger and
ocal freight depots of Olympia and
Tumwater within one-half mile of Main
street, on the line of our road, at such
a point as the citizens of the respective
towns may desigpate, but reserve the
right to locate our general frieght de-
pots and wharves.

3. The road will be a first-class road
of not Jess than three feet gasge.

6. We will accept $150,000 county
bonds bearing 10 per cent. interest on
the completion of the road. Said bonds
to be payable in from 10 to 25 years,
and to be deliveted to us immediately
on completion of the road.

The Power of Monopoly.

In Gov. Booth's great speech on the
powers now exercised by aggregatea
wealth, after depicting its controlfing
influence in the Government and its
tendency to centralization, he draws the
following life picture of its power over

rade in controlling all interchange of

eommodities, to the ruin of competition
and the monopoly of profit to the few
aganst all enterprise or power of re~
sistance on the part of the many:

*To form some idea of the magnifi-
cense of the stake, lot us suppose that
the entire railroad system of the United
States is under the control of one com-
pany. Noris this a yiolent presump-
tion. When we consider the colossal
strides of the New York Central and the
Pennsylvania Central towards this re-
sult—the latter now owning and opera-
ting more than four thousand miles,
making thousand years leases and guar-
anteeing dividends for thirty genera-
tions—and reflect that the owners of
the trunk lines control their feeders as
absolutely as if they owned them, it will
not seem improbable that the wkole
system may pass under one general
management. Imagine this aecomplish-
ed, and that the principle that the law
eannot fix rates and compel uniformity
is established--one company would then
have a moncpoly of all inland transpor-
tation. A, B. C, and D own the coal

mines which sapply the city of New

York. The mines of A are the most!
vuluable and the nearest to market. He |
finds to his astonishment that his rivalsi
can undersell him, and tLe value of his |
property is destroyed. He learns upon |
inquiry that while he pays freight ac-;
eording to the published tariff, B, C, |
and D have special rates. He complains

and is told that he can haul his coal on

carts or pack it on mules. He remon-

-strates, and is infoimed that he can

build his own railroad. Finally, asa

choice between that and bankruptey, he

sells or gives a controlling interest in

his mine to the Directors of the ** Mam-

moth Railroad Company.”’

The same procsss goes on with B, C,
and D, and reaches the same result —
Then the great ‘ Anthracite Company”’
is formed, composed of the Directcrs of
the ‘* Mammoth Railread Company;” a
stock of coal is accumulated in the city;
winter has come; the Director of the
Mammoth looks in the mirror and says
to theimage he sees there: ‘“ Anthracite,
we have got to advance your rates!’” and
the image reflects a smile and a bow;
<coal advances in the city, but there is
ne panic. Then some new regulaticn
is established at the mines which pro-
vokes a strike. The rumor goes abroad,
“*No mors coal!” Then there are panic
and famine prices in the city—murder
at the mine—and the poor shiver and
freeze over the white ashes in their
grates, that Anthracite may swell Mam~
moth’s profits. Some one ventures to
say this is wrong—-this is monopoly—
and the whole brood of parasites that
bask in the sunshine of Mammoth’s
favor and eat the erumbs that fall from
his table, join in the cry, “He is a
Communist! a demagogue! and den’t
believe in the rights of property! We
are comfortable--Mammoth gives us
gold for our flattery. ¢After us the
deluge!”’” The sentiment has becn
heard before—it was on the lips 6f the
courtiers on the eve of the French revo-
lation—and then a whisper brought
down the avaianche.”

He then illustrates the same prinei-
ple applied to the article of wheat,
showing the same results. No industry
can be imagined that might not be con-
trolled in a like manner. In conclu-

sion, Governor Booth says:
“I have done. Standing in this

‘presence—loving order as I love life—
conscious of my responsibilities, and
weighing my words—looking the future
earnestly in the face, I solemnly believe
that the choice of the American people
is between reform now and revolution
hereafter.”’

From the foregoing vivid picture our
people may judge what woald be the
consequences if the Northern Pacific
Railroad Company had accepted the
concessions offered by the citizens of
Seattle and thereby obtained a monope-
1y of the railrond system upon Puget
Sound. It is better by far as itis. We
retain our independence and our natu-
ral advantages which will eventually
eommand the necessary facilities of
transportation without reducing the
people to a condition of serfdom toa
soulless monopoly with the ac ries

Olympia propellors, giving us a semi-
weekly line of steamers between tle
Sound and San Francisco, which will be
of inecalculable advantage to all the
towns on the Sound, none more than
Seattle. Now we have no steam com-
munieation with San Francisco except
by the way of Portland or Victoria, and
furnish nearly or quite ome-half of the
passenger transportation by bcth of
those routes. We have seen forty pas—
sengers at a time landed at Portland,
destined for the Sound, when by a reg-
ular steamer they could be landed at
Seattle or Olympia at the same expense
and a days time and not less than $12
expense thereby. Beside, travel and
commerce would be greatly increased
by facilities of regular and direct com-
munication.

As we have before remarked, all the
towns and residents upon Puget Sound
have now a common interest and com-
munity of semtiment. What benefits
one benefits all. We of Seattle have
an interest in this Olympia project, and
every town upon Puget Sonnd has an
interest in the success of the Seattle
and Walla Walla railroad, which will
open up a trade in which all share, ard
all are now disposed to make common
cause forthese commoninferests, which
can be achieved not only without, but
in despite of the Northern Pacific Rail-
road, which uses all its power to op-

press and denominate this people.
-

TeE ImpENDING ConrricT.—All over
the Northwestern and the Pacific States
where immense grants have been con-
ceded by the General Government, os-
tensibly for the purpose of aiding works
of public improvement, all old party
divisions have been merged in the issues
growing out of the powers thus created,
whieh in almost every instance been
used to subsidize legislation, domiuate
the people and aggregate all power in
the hands of a few. The pending elec-
tion in California is to be determined
upon this issue between popular rights
and special privileges. In one of those
grand out-bursts of eloquent prctest and
political philosopby which are only
called forth by circumstances of impend-
ing peril to popular liberty, Governor
Booth depicts in vivid colors the dan-
gers to bs apprehended--some of which
have already been realized—from these
monster monopolies and special privi-
leges; but in a hopeful view of the situ-
ation, he as clearly points out the reme-
dies yet reserved to the people. He
says:

*“In the presence of new dangers
party ties are relaxed. Where they
bind together it is ratker from social
affiliation than the power of political
allegiance. From force of habit and

ersonal association, we look to our eld
political leaders and comrades for guid-
ance and counsel; but pass along the
street, take the men as you meet them,
listen to their frank avowals, and you
will find that the old party discipline,
which was wont to marshal its hosts
like contending armies, is destroyed.
Gather together a representative intelli-
gent assemblage like this, composed of
Republicans and Democrats, poll it, and
you will find that on the living questions
of the hour, where there a1e differences
of opinion, men mo longer differ as
Democrats snd Republicans, but as men
of independent convictions; and those
who prefer to remain with old organi-
zations simply feel that for the present
there is no where else to go, and hope
to azcomplish new purposes with old
forms. This is not a local but a gener-
al troth, and there is a general teeling
that a warfare should cease whose mo-
tive and meaning have gone.”

Thus recognizing and accepting the
situation upon this broad basis, is more
than half the battle, When the many
are united they are mightier than the
few. Itisonly by party divisions and
through party discipline and caucus
management that the few have domina-
ted the many and put in jeopardy the
people’s rights and liberties to that de-
gree that nothing now will save them
but united and vigorous resistance. The
people of Washington Territory learned
the lesson of the dangers of railroad
monopolies through the insolence of
their assumptions early in their eareer,
and are a unit in resisting their aggres—
sions.
