Under the head of * Territorial In-
sane,” the Standard endeavors to ad-
minister a rebuke to the members of the
Medical Society of Washington Territo
ry for ‘“demanding,’” in a resolation
passed by tbtem, that the condition of
the Insane be examined into; in other
words, the Auditor, as editor of the
Standard, demands that the medical
fraternity, when they aremade acquaint-
ed with a crying abuse in the Insane
Asylum, should got down on their knees
and humbly beg that the *“ August” and
+ Honorable”’ office~-holders would deign
to consider the condition cf the instituo~
tion named. But if it in anyway inter:
feres with the pleasure or emoluments
of any of the political pets; why, then!

Standard claims, the Society dalayed
the action of their committee until after
election, that the contractor, who was a
candidate, need not be affected by state-
ments that might possibly prove to be
unjust; and it was for this reason that
the Society requested that perfectly re
Jiabl» men be placed on the commission
to examine into the affairs of the Insti-
tution; and while the present Board of
Inspectors may be mer of honmor and
probity. if the statements made ia the
affidavits are true, they are either in-
competent to fill so important a trust,
and have been grossly deceived, or have
wilfully aided in deceiving the public;
and if they are free from taint in this
matter, they should be the first to ask a

selves, but by others, who have no ob-
ject or interest in making a false report
on either side.

The truth is, the Asylum is entirely
in the hands and under the care of those
who both by education and bhabit are
totally unfitted for an enlightened and
thorough treatment of the Insane, as is
evidenced by the low percentage of
cures in comparison with other institu-
tions not as favorably situated. Out-
siders have said that all the medical
profession want is to get the Institution
into their hands that they maymake
money out of it. A moment’s thought
will show the falacy of such argument.
Thero is nothing to prevent any one of
the profession from taking the keeping
"of the Insiane by contract, and they
could do it cheaper than any one else
and make mozney out of it. But the
profession object to letling the keeping
of the Insane by contract, as it is liable
to abuse in any man’s hands. Andin
any circumstances but one member of
the profession can be benefitted, out of
the whole number in the Territory. But
the profession claim that they can do
better for the Insane, and at less cost to
the people, if the Asylum is placed un-
der the entire control of a competent
member of their fraternity.

To illustrate: if the contract for the
public printing should be given at high
rates to a person who knew nothing of
the art, who did his work in a shiftless
manner, because he knew no better,
would not the craft be justified in de-
manding a change, that those who knew
what the work should be, should have
charge of it? The medical profession
stand in the same relation to the Insane
and their treatment.

We succeed-
eed in taking 118 photographs of Venus
during the passage over the disc ¢f the
sun.”’

A dispatch from Prof. Davidson, at
Nagaski also reports favorable observa-
tions. The astronomers were very fors
tunate, for just as Venus left the cun,
clouds gathered and threatened rain.

New Orreaxs, Dec. 10.—A Jackson,
Miss., special says: **The proclama~
tion of Governor Ames convening the
Legislature, is almost unanimously con-
demned. F. W. Cartosau, than whom
no mau has done more to create this
trouble, declares that a race conflict is
now upon the United States, and that
the negro women are ready with axe
and knife to slaughter white women
and children. One remarkable fact that
should be noted is that only country
negroes have been drawn into the dem-
onstrations.

SaN Francrsco, Dee. 12.--Northern
Pacific Railroad officials left House to-
dav satisfied they stand no chance pass-
ing their bill as a 1ider to the Sonthern
Pacific bill, which they declare is sup-
ported by a powerful organization. The
South are said to be all for it because
they want the road. Pennsylvania solid
for it because the charter requires the
road to be built of American railroad
iron. Missouri is for it for the reason
that it is contemplated, it is said. to
connect the Atlantic and Pacific with
the Southern Pacific. Carefully pre-
pared memorials in latter’s behalf to-day
seunt to every member.

WasarsaToN, Dec. 12.—T'rain bearing
King Kalakula and suite arrived from
Baltimore at 10:20 this morning. Capt.
Temple, Lieutenants Tatten ac4d Emery,
Commissioner Carter,Sand vich Islands,
in waiting, were introduced tv the King,
who seemed in good health. Captain
Temple assumed charge of the visitor’s
train. At Wilson’s ‘station Secretaries
Belknap and Robeson and others got
aboard the train, which arrived here at
balf past 11. The party was received
at the depot by a battalion of marines,
and a large crowd escorted them to the
Arlington House.

VicesBUrG, Dec 12.—A large body of
citizens to day sent forth a statement of
the origin of the late difficulties. The
statement signed by Humphreys, ex-
Governor,and other prominent persons,
says: Cordosa was elected State Saper-
intendent of Education. Ames then
illegally appointed Dorsey his sacces-
sor, upon affidavit of the State Auditor.
Dorsey being arrested and imprisoned
for issuing forged certificates, resigned,
and Ames again made an illegal ap-
pointment. The appointee still holds
the office. Investigation showed that
Cardosa was also guilty. Geo. W.
Davenjort, negro chancery clerk, on
the discovery that forged warrants were
iu circulation, was repeatedly called up-
on to report to the board of supervisors,
but refused even permission to examine
the records. At the October term of
Court, Dorsey, Davenport and Cardosa
were indicted by tke Grand Jury. Up-~
on examination many documents were
discovered missing, and some records
committed to the care of Sheriff Crosby
were stolen. The Sheriff is also tax-
collector. His bond is worthless. When
the supervisors’ attorney declared the
bond illegal, the board refused to order
a new cne. It was alleged they acted
under the influence of the sheriff. Cros-
by published a card in November, stat-
ing that he would retain office until
ousted by the Supreme Court, and eall-
ed on the tax-payers to “pay up. The
tax payers held a meeting and demand-
ed his resignation. Crosby resigned
and the others fled. Gov. Ames, after
an application from Crosby, issued a
proclamation commanding the tax-pay-~
ers to disperse. Simnltaneously ap-
peared a card among the negroes signed
Peter Crosby, denouncing the whites
and calling on the negroes to come to
his rescue. The same day the Adjutant
General and his aide~de-campe arrived
at Vicksburg, and Capt. Hall, of the ne-
gro militia, received orders to hold him-
self in readiness.

On Sunday night Chancellor Hill
presented an order granting an injunc-
tion against Crosby’s acting as sheriff.
During the interim, pext day,” Crosby
was asked to send orders dispersing the
niggers who were marching on the town.
Crosby promised to do so. Neverthe-
less. the niggers marched on the town.
On Monday a conflict ensued, between
50 .and 75 negroes being killed and
wounded and 30 captured, all of whow
have been released except four leaders.

The statement declares that the ne~
groes came to town under Crosby’s or.
ders, and concludes by an appeal to the
judgement of the country whether they
are right in denouncing the officials,
who, they say, have banded together to
plunder and ruin their section; and ask
the country to sustain them in resisting
forcibly the encroachments and illegal-
ities which they cannot otherwise resist.

St. Pavr, Dec. 12.—In Beaver Falls,
Renvill Co., some nights ago, the resi~
dence of John Manniug was burned and
his wife and cliild perished in the flames,
the wife fearing to follow her husband
through the flames to escape.

During a drucken quarrel between
two roughs, O'Neill and Hall, at Bis-
marck to-day, Hall shot O’Neil through
the heart. The murderer surrendered.

A special correspondent at Fort Gar-
ry, Manitoba, telegrapls that be knows
positively that the Imperial Government
intends to issue an amnesty to Riel and
Lepine, in accordance with what is
claimed to be Sir John A. McDonald’s
promise. Also it is a fact, not hereto-
fore known, that Riel passed through
that city some two weeks ago, to Cana-
da, although he was then and is now ia
danger of arrest, as the officers are here,
waiting to arrest him.

Boston, Dec. 13. — At Charlestown
this afternoon, Wm. H. Jones killed
Mrs. O. R. Barry, at her residence on

School St., and immediately afterwards

The
two families are intimate and respecta-
ble. The deed was premeditated and
done with a razor.

The bodies were found
about 4:30 this afternoon, by a son of
the mardered woman,lying on the floox,
four feet apart, each with the throat cut
from ear to ear.

WasaiNgToN, Dee. 13.—King Kalake-
na 1s still very much indisposed, in
ccnsequence of which no arrangements
have been made for his future move-
ments. He is suffering with a severe
cold and aggravated sore throat. It is
the intention of President and Mrs.
Grant to give him a grand reception at
the White House one evening this week,
for which cards will be issued. The
King will stay in Washington about ten
days.

Secretary Robeson declared that the
report that there had been trouble be-
tween him and Sec’y Bristow,relative to
the appointment of exsSenator Cattell as
financial agent in Europe, is entirely
without foundation.

New Yorg, Dec. 14.—-Vicksburg
dispatches say: *‘Business resumed. The
people are orgonized and watchful of
the negroes. Trouble is apprehended
when the Legislature meets in the
extra session on Thursday because of
the contcmplated attempt to alter the
State liws, to vest the appointing
power to fill the vacancies of city and
county offices in the Governor. "’

A dispatch from Vicksburg to the
Times says: ‘‘Late this eyening a num-~
ber of gentlemen living inthe neighbor-
hood rode into Vicksburg, informed the
the Mayor the negroes in the country
were under arms, in'squads of twenty
and thirty marching toward the City.
Mayor Irving called out two companies
of special police. They are now assem-
bled at the Coart house. The citizens
are alarmed. Some fear the town will
be attacked to-pight. The majority
of the people, however, have no fear for
the town, but think it probable the ne-
groes will commit depredations upon
unprotected families in the country dis-
tricts. Two companies of well armed
whites have gone to the outskirts of the
City will guard the two principal ap-
proaches duriug the night.

NEw Orueans,Dee. 14, Noon.——Mem-~
ters of the returning board are in ses-
sion at the State House making the fi-
nal compilation. On the Street there is
wmuch subdued excitement. The Bulle-
tin and Picayune, orgaus of the white
league, vie 1n making statements to
keep up the increased excitement. The
Picayune of this morning says: “Gov-
ernor Kellogg has informed Lawlor, the
officer in charge of the defense of the
State Heuse, if he can hold out against
the attack three minutes, the streets will
run with blood.”

Governor Kellogg authorized. the
statement that he has never made such
assertions to Capt. Lawlor or any one
else. Grand couclave of white leaguers
wiil be convened to~-morrow night. It is
not probable any movement will be
made until that meeting.

PaILADELPHIA, Dec. 14. — Detectives
say: **Moshier, the burglar shot near
Brooklyn last night, and who was accus-
ed by his pal witk being the abductor
of Charley Ross, resided {before the ab~
duction, on Monroe Street near Second,
in this city, and owned a horse and car-
riage.

New Yorg, Dec. 13.—-The jury in the
Croker case were unable to agree and
were discharged.

SANTANDER, Dec. 13. —Two vessels
have been wrecked off this coast. 8
lives lost.

Loxpoxw, Dec. A correspondent of the
Daily News at Bayonne telegraphs that
tLere is a report in circulation that
Gen. Loma has died of the wounds re-
ceived in the last battle with the Garl-
ists. Dispatches from San Sebastian,
the General’s headquarters, leave the
report unconfirmed. Reports from
Carlist sources assert that he was killed
on the field.

BeruiN, Dec. 13.—In the Reichstag
yesterday Herr Lasker called attention
to the arrest of Herr Majunke, a mem-
ber of the body, and moved that the
committee on standing oraer a report
as soon as possible, whether the arrest
of deputies during the session is almis~
sable, and, if so, how they can be even-
tually avoided.
