These figures
will enable our readers to form an
Iden of the size of theg building, but
when completed its belgty and sol-
idity will entirely surpass the ldeas
muost of our people have formed of
what the new college is to be. The
basement will be divided into rooms;
wmpriuim; dining-rooms, bakery,
