LOCAL RAILROADS.

"It is always a guestion wheth-
er any pmposed railroad will pay
until its completion and operation
satisfies doubtful people. Tt is
much easier to make statements
than it is to prove them to be
founded upon good and reasona-
ble grounds. Projected railroads,
always meet with both favor: able
and doubtful surmiSes, and” are

generally most soundly denounc- |

ed by those wlto know nothing
about railroading or the resour-
ces of a country necessary to
make a railroad pay running ex-
penses and a reasonable interest
on the money invested. Oue fact
has been demonstrated, however,
that wherever a_country is being
well settled by farmers, and is al-
so-susceptible to varied industrial
and” moneyed ’en}erp_ri_ses, rail-
roads within reasondble distances
of each other ‘will always pay, and
generally quite well. “If a rail-
road will pay expenses the first
year it is operated in a new and
growing country, it is certainly a
worthy enterprise in which to in-
vest money.

Originators of local railroad
projects are not often the ones
who build the roads, They gen-
erally demonstrate the fact that
such and such routes are feasible,
ang that money invested therein
will bring good returns to capital-
ists, After moneyed men be-
come perfectly satisfied that a
railroad will pay, its early com-
pletion is assared, for the capital
will be forthcoming.

The changes now taking plnce
in Eastern Washingtohare simp-
ly similar to those familfar tomost
of readers who have lifed in oth-
er new prosperous states and ter-
ritories. The iron horse is rapid-
ly driving freight teams from our
prairies, and the strength of our
draught horses is being tested at
Fields of golden grain
are now ripening ‘neath a mid-
summer’s sun, where bunch-grass
but recently grew and cattle and
horses roamed at will.

PREPFARE FOR WINTER.

1t is safe to say that more than
half the families in this county
will not be prepared to encoun-
ter the cold weather of the com-
ing winter in a proper manner,
nor will one-fourth of the stock
be properly provided for. * A cli-
mate like our own, which is so ex-
ceptionally pleasant during the
Fall months, with nothing te in-
dicate the rapid approach’of cold
weather, has a tendency to teach
people to be unmindful of the
preparations necessary to -pros-
perity and real comfort during
mid-winter. Qur winters cannot
be called severe, when compared
with other more rigid clitates of
Eastern or Northern states; but
they are hard enough to justlfy
at least reasonable protection for
both man and beast. Barly pro-
vision should be made for provis-
ions for our fam‘hes anda_fair
amount of feed for st ck.” Now
is the time to hegin. Storehouse
cellars and barns should be.con-
structed, properly ventilated and
well filled. Woodsheds sl 1d be
erowded to overﬂowmrr with

“wood, scasoning for {lie winter

use. Sleighs and choice sled tim-
bers should be ordered or prd\ id-
ed for. A good store of books.
papers and even parlor games,
should be ordered—and paid for.

Our winter weather is cold and
dry, and quite pleasant, if we have
amind to make it so. Houses
should be made warm and com-
fortable, especially sleeping rooms
and health will be a characteristic
in all such homes. It may seem
quite early to talk of preparing
for winter at this season df the
year, but those who make their
early preparations will be satis-
fied when winter comes.

IMHUIGRATION,

There is no use disguising the
fact that the experiences of last
winter in Eastern Washington,
as published to the world, have
done much to cause a slight im-
migration into this county. Oth-
erwise it would have been large,
and our'streets would be thronged
by many more purchasers than
we now see.
