.The av vage contour of its
|surfagsis se.of a.gradual slope
rising, imperceptibly to the naked
eye at whatever eminence it may
be viewed, from the Columbia
river eastward to. the foothills of
the monntains in Idaho, having
the general appearance of a vast
p]ain devoid of timber and cut
up with coulees. This appears
from the courses of water-flow
and also from the elevations at
different points on the line of the
Northern Pacific railroad. At
Ainsworth, where the line begins,
the elevation is 450 feet above
the level of the seaj thirty miles
out the elevation is 690 feet; at
fifty miles it is 1,130 fect; at sev-
enty miles, 1,427 feet; at ninety
miles, 1,862; at one hundred and
eleven, 2,050; at one Hundred
and ninety miles from Ainsworth
the elevation is 2,440 feet, show-
ing arise in that distance of 1,990
feet,or 10 to the mile, This great
expanse of country hasa light
colored soil, and is covered with
bunch grass. From a bird's-eye
view, the whole of Eastern
Washington would appear to be
a level, treeless plain, prominent-
ly marked by a number of tortu-
ous lines, each resembling the
course of a'tiver.

currents. For the greater part,
however, these banks are less
precipitous and are of successive
terraces, rising to high table
lands at the general level on
cither side, and well covered with
soil and binch grass. This coun-
try has been commonly referred
to as a rolling prairie, which is
an ‘inadequate description, con-
veying an erroneous idea of the
character of its surface. It is
more than a rolling prairie. Sev-
eral distinct classes are apparent.
Some of it counsists of numerous.
hills which, although well round:
ed, covered with soil, and bearing
grass of thick growth extending
quiLa over tops, sides and ipm the
very bottoms of their dividing
ravines are yet so steep in many
instances that teams cannot safely,
descend themin a straight course.

Such Jands might properly be
named hilly prairie, and they lie
chiefly on.either side of and near
the coulees. Further back from
the “coulees is found the rolling
prairie country, and still lurther
away and” higher, table land in
extensiye ateas more nearly ap-
proaching - the character of level
than rolling prairies. In short,
aside from -gccasional broad
sketches of the tabla lands re-
ferrad to, pulmps in some in-
stances comprising areas, of sey-

surface as dgseribed. There is|
yet another kind of land called
scab .and. In many places along
ithe_ eoulees .and in’ the region
of the-tule Takes in the nartheast,
this dark colored basaltic rock
peeps through. the soil in spots
and clusters of all sizes, but rare-
ly exceeding an acre in any one
place; and seen at a distance on
the light colored back-ground of
a hill side; theseé spots bear re-
semblance to scabs on an animal,
and hence the name given this
kind of surface. But compared
to the whole, this rocky surface
or scab land is of but small pro-

portion, perhaps less than one- |

twentieth, according ta the best
testimony accessible.of men ‘who
have traveled the regiuulover ex-
tensively. It is not intended to
convey the impression that these
large coulées are numerous, A
traveler might follow his course
for several days without encoun-
tering one of them, and that, too,

over an absolutely unkmka‘
stretch of agricultural land, as in
the prames of Illinois or Texas.
Their courses are tolerably direct, ||
and they :ﬂfo_rd excellent roads
for both wagons and steam cars.
Theiv bottoms are comparatively
level and, being direct and free
from hills and steep grades, the
Indians have long used them in
passing from one section to an-
other, and Indian trails may be
scen along the bottom of every
conlee. Upward and along the
bottom of such a dry river bed,
called . Esquaitzel coulee, the
Northern Pacitic railroad, now
heing constructed, passes for 53
miles’ northeastward from Ains-
worth, which. is at the mduth of
Snake river, reaching the foot of
a divide that separates it from a
similar dry river bed, known as
Providence coulee. By 13 miles
of easy grade the line passes over
this divide into the bottom of
Providence coulee, along which it
continnes to Lake Coiville, erro-
neously marked down on some
of the maps as Big Lake, which is
the head of this
side of this graded’ line of rail-
road is the wagon and stage road
leading to the front. Intravel-
ing over this road the vision is
confined toa limited landscape in
front and .rear, torThe banks of
the coulee on either side and sky
above, with never a glimpse of
the surrounding country. A
mountain must be very high to
be visible, at even the short dis-
tance of ten miles, at the side.

No other line for
a railroad, of similar length, in
this general direction could be
found, along which the cost of
construction would be so slight,
and which would not require
heavy grades, extensive trestling
and filling and deep cuts. Na-
ture seems to bave provided the
precise way needed by one grand
thorough cut a hundred miles
lang. Besides those named the
Grand coulee is' noteworthy as
being, probably, the largest of all
the dry river beds. It heads at
the Columbia river, about mid-

Climate.

Tt appears that the climate of
Eastern Washington is rarely se-
vere either in winter or summer.
Here, unlike the coust, the four
seasons .are 1Ore” pronounceds-
spring, summer, autumn and win-
ter being well ‘Snstaincd divisions
of the year. As between Wash-
ington City, in latitude 38 degrees,
and Walla Walla, in latitade 46
degrees, there is a difference of
480 miles, and yet the tempera-{y
ture of Walla Walla is not lower
than-that of the city named; a
even as far north as the ColsHl
valley, in latitude 48 degrees, the
méan temperature is not lower
than in St. Joseph Missouri. At
Walla Walla the mean lerupem-
ture for the four seasons is as fol-
lows: Spring, 0190 degrees;
summer, 73.11 degrees; autumn,
56.30 degrees; winter, 41.10 de-
grees, and for the year, 53.20

in early, the rule is that the holi-
days are reached and passed ere
snow falls, and even when it
does fall it is rarely permitted to
remiin long onthe g“mund, owing
to a somewhat noteworthy feature
of the climatc, which is an ocea-
sional warm breeze from the
ocean, that, following up the
channel of the Columbia river a
distance of several hundred miles,
speedily melts every vestige of
snow.
In January last reports were
telegraphed all over the country.
of extremely cold weather and
heavy snows in Washington Ter-.
ritory, the snow at Seattle and
other places on Puget Sound
reaching in that month a depth
of several feet—a thing unknown
hefore, even to the oldest Indian,
and reckoning from past experi-
ence, not likely to oceur again
for a century, for the winters of
Western Washington are as mild
as those of California. In con-
sequence of these telegraphic re-
ports, and of the failure to recog-
nize the wide distinction between
the two regions that should be
kept in view, the mistake was
very commog of assuming that
such reports applied to the coun-
try east of the mountains as well
as to that west of them, and that
Eastern Washington also was
covered with snow to a depth of
several feet. But such was far
from being true, as is evidenced
by the fact that the work of grad-
ing for the Northern Pacific rail-
road, Pen d’Oreille division, con-
tinued - without suspension all
writer. .

Mr. J. B. Harris, who is well
known in California and to rail-
road men generally throughout

from eold ta werm, = Puring Jan-
uary and until about the 8th of
February the weather was very
pleasant, just as good to work in
as could be wished for, the ther-
mometer ranging below the freeg.

Cartney at Ainsworth, and alsa
one written on the same day from
Lake Colville, on the lina of the
road, 100 miles apart, and each
letter gave the thermometer in-
dications of the place from which
it was sent. I wasat camp, aboyt
midway between these two points,
Mr. McCartney’s letter stated that
the thermometer at Ainsworth
stood at” zero; at my camp, fifty
miles northeast, it was six de:
grees below zero,and at Lake
Colville, as the letter fmm thera .
informed me, the temperature was *
twelve dcgrees below, showing
for -each fifty miles a differenca
of only six degrees, Frequently
I had letters from Ainsworth angd
Spokan Falls, 149 miles apart,
written at the same time and
showing but litile variations in
the temperatureof the two places,
I have heard some talk about the
alleged high and strong winds pf
this locality. .I noticed that in
the fall, October, there was heavy
blowing at Ainsworth, but efght
or ten miles this side very little,
There%s more wind in the San
Joaquin and Sacramento-valleyy
than there is here. I bave buily
railroads the length of both of
tho: valleys and suffered as -
muX, if not more, from winds .
there than here.” This is testi. .
mony from: the best kind of
source, and it dpes not conflict
with that of other good and reliz
able men who have resided for
years in Eastern - Washington,
among whom Mr. W, Bighim
is referred to “as bking from hig
experience and intelligence gs: -
pecially competent ta speak on
the subject.

Though
we gomeetimes whine gnd murmur
in spring and say: “There will be no
fruit,” yet when fal] comes we always
find more than we know what to do
with it, and we venture to aver that
for the last few years more has been
wasted than consumed or utilized.
The cereal harvest seems to be a little
thin every fifth year,or in other words
we reap four abundant harvests to
one puor one; but what we term poor
and little, would be considered rich
and plenty in other countrics.
When here a farmer harvests only 20
bushels to the acre, he complaing and
feels like a ruined man, but the pith
of his marmur is not so wuch in the
yield as it is in price of the wheat.
We raise erough at all times, but ow-
ing to our still feeble fucilities to ship,
and our remoteness to a market, our
